It is
the depositer—nct capital or sur-
plus—that is protected and each
bank ehould contribute to the
guarnty fund in porportion to its
deposits.

Already four large peanut mills
have been established in East
Texas and one at Falfurrias,
This latter now building will have
» capacity of 100,000 “bushels of
peanuts a month and will give
employment to 100 persons. Thie
fact ry anounces that it will pay
75 c«nte a bushel for peanuts of
therigh: variety. Arrangements
nave been made for the farmers
in the aojacent eountry to plant
3000 acres in peanuts this epring.
in addition hundreds of dcres
over South west Texas are being
put in peanuts. In some locali-
tiee they are pulled up by the
roots and baled for forage or hay
as alfalfa. At other places the
hogs are turned into the peanut
fields and fattened for market.
As feed for hogs or mules the
peanut is considered superior to
all other forage plants. As food
sor human beings it is 8o highly
nutritious and much used ; roast-
ed peanuts and peanut candy are
common and experiments in
making peanut flour have been
tried. A large Bt. Louis com-
wission firm have bought a large
farm near San Antonio and is
raising high grade peanuts for
the market.

osition to make barely enough grain
and hay to do, and out of the
any for market.
With these conditions surrounding
us, how irresistable should be the
alluring invitation which Cotton-
seed Meal holds out to the feeder |
of live stoek in the South.

happier one. While this \\'nnldi
be in actual amount only about ten |
per cent of the coneentrated por-|
tion of the feed, its mechanical and
nutritive value would be at least
donble that, |

Professor W. A. Henry, dean of |
the Wisconsin Agricultural Col- |
lege, and perhaps the greatest prac-
tiea! animal feeder in the world,
under the heading  ‘Cottonseed
‘Meal for Horses,”” quotes approv-

e

ingly Gebek, a recognized author-
ity on horse feeding, as follows:
““Draft horses do well on a ration
containing two pounds of cotton-
seed meal.”” He then adds on his
own account; ‘‘The use of cotton-
seed meal for horses will be great-
ly extended at th South if experi-
ments reveal equally good results.”’
May this prophetic utterance be
fulfilled. Numerous experiments
have revealed and confirmed these
very results.

In truth, cottonseed meal as a
feed for horses has passed far be-
yond the stage of experiment, To
put cottonseed meal into the
eround without first running it
through the inside of an animal
seems to me to be direet insult
to a bountiful Providence. If our
farmers were to take their own,
freicht free, eottonseed meal ; feed
it first to their farm animals, and
next to their farm lands, oh, what
would come of it?

LEARNING THE POULTRY

BUSINESS.

If we are observing we may
learn something each day that we
work among our poultry. The
trouble with many who keep hens
is that they think they have it all

[ learned ;mu.l that there is not much

to it anyway. No one who expeets

| to elear a good profit on their hens

should be indifferent in this mat-
ter, but study and become ae-
quainted with their flocks, for the
more we learn the better we know
how to care fod them, and when we
have learned to ecare for a good
number of them in the right kind
of way is the time when we may
expect good returns from poultry
keeping and not  before. The
outlook for the poultry business for
the one who has begun small, and
worked along into it carefully, was
never better than at the present
time. It's work that cannot be
learned in a week; it takes time,
neither can we get the required
knowledge by reading or sending
others to do the work. The cne who
undertakes the business with this
idea, sand agreat many have started
in onthe strength of hearsay, will
sooner or later strike something
fast, in other words he will get
stuck.  Practical experience is
what counts. Do the wor kyoursell
then you know the why’s and
wherefores, and are more apt to
see the stumbling blocks before you
strike them. In a way we may get
a fair knowledge of poultry keep-
ing by reading and hearing others
talk on the subjeet, but the knowl-

edge and just how to apply it is
what bothers us. Like many other
trades and industries there are new
thing§ springing up all the time.
There are many different breeds,
varieties and strains of poultry and
methods that will work successfully
with one which may be far out of
the way with others. There is much
to the poultry business, but it takes
years for some to find out that there
is anything to it at all.

FARMERS’ UNION AND POLI.
TICS.

Simple self preservation and
common sense dictated the formal
statement of policy on part of the
Farmers’ Union in mass meeting
at Memphis, whereby provision is
mide for theperpetual separation
of the personnel of that organiza-
tion from polities.

Resolutions which passed with-
out a dissenting voice provide that
any officer of the union who desisre
to run for county, state or national
office must make his first step in

that direction by a resignation
from his offieial connection with
the Farmers’ Union, Similarly, any
man now holding an office in the
union simultaneously with a po-
litical office is requested to give
up either one of the two.

It is to be sineerely hoped that
the officers and members of the
organization will follow rigidly the
spirit as well as the letter of this
prineiple.

SCALY LEG.

A farmer says his hens are badly
troubled with secaly leg and won-
ders what ciuses the disease and
how to cure it

The trouble is caused by a small
parasite which burrows into the
scales of the bhirds’ legs and causes
them to protrude,

The eure s not at all difficult.
Fill an empty fruit can with coal
oil and in th's keep the legs of the
bidd immerscd for a few minutes
Do this every day or two.

This treatment alone will usually
kill the parasites, but it is well to
supplement this by using lard or
fried meat ¢rease as an ointment
for the legs, rubbing it in well.

When tse scales commenre to
peel off, grease the legs with vase-
line every day or two for about a
week, '

A very common cause for soft-
shelled eggs is overfatness. When
one hen persistently lays soft
shelled eggs it is best to kill her;
otherwise the flock may take up the
vice of egg-eating.

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HOW TO RAISE TURKEYS.

The following is copied from Poultry:

It is a serious problem with many poultrymen
to undertake to raise turkeys. There is no trou-
ble about hatching them but to rear them to ma-
turity is another thing. Turkeys have becone
80 high-priced that the one who succeeds in rais-
ing them finds them very profitable. Hundreds
of thousands more might be offered in the market
than are offered without seriously impairing val-
ues. The following, which appeared first in the
National Stockman and Farmer, is so good that

a leading part I would advise all such to engage
in the breeding of fancy poultry along with fruit.
Today there is an army of intelligent and trained
men who are giving their devoted lives to the
study and practice of raising fruit and fancy |
poultry, because aside from their pecuniary val-|
ue a comforting insight into life itself takes the
place of the old time drudgery and after a few
yvears of experience one will awake in a new world
full of splendid possibilities and rewards.

key breeders will want to know at this time when
the hatching season is at hand:

Just recently we have received quite a number
of accounts of half-grown turkeys dying very sud-
denly, in several instances every turkey in a once
large flock is dead. One correspondent reports
sixteen youngsters out of a promising flock of
eighty head. Such mortality is enough to dis-
courage the most optimistic grower that lives. The
trouble in a majority of cases is evidently liver
trouble, seemingly epidemic in form. But since
it is a fact that the insect life last vear was almost
the largest ever known, supposed to be due to the
killing of the millions of song birds a few seasons
ago for the city millinery markets, with the tur-
keys feeding bountifully on these insects the trou-
ble is not such an epidemic as first supposed. The
feeding on the insect life is not the trouble, but
the additional feeding of grain and mashes is the
trouble. The fowls fill their crops on nature’s
supply and on returning home receive an over-
supply of “artificial foods,” causing indigestion,
resulting in an overgrown and diseased liver; the
liver being overtaxed to perform its functions it
succumbs to the great task of overwork, becomes
weak, sluggish and finally refuses to perform its
work, resulting in the death of the turkey. For
this reason dozens suddenly die daily without any
apparent cause. One lady reports the loss of
fourteen between the time she fed them, about
five o'clock in the evening, and roosting time. Evi-
dently the additional feeding was too great after
the day’s foraging, resulting in the loss of a num-
ber in a very limited time. All these facts go to
prove turkeys can be easily fed to death, even at
the half-grown age. Turkeys of any age cannot
be fed as we f our naturally domestic animals.
Turkeys are naturally wild in nature and habits,
no matter how docile they appear. We cannot
cope with nature in the art of feeding naturally
wild fowls. Beyond a doubt turkeys will always
retain that wild instinct and it will be impossible
for us to substitute any plan that will absolutely
domesticate them sufficient for them to stand
heavy feeding of all sorts of home prepared foods.
Their digestive organs are not fitted up for do-
mestic feeding and we cannot perform a miracle
and change their digestive organs, consequently
we will have to content ourselves by allowing na-
ture to have her way in managing and feeding our
turkeys. The natural method is the cheapest in
the end. We should content our minds by feed-
ing them a very limited amount, and allow them to
obtain practically all their living from the broad
acres they roam over. It is a fact that when you
see a half or full grown turkey walking slowly
with a lazy appearance you may rest assured he
has been over-fed and is suffering with liver trou-
bles due to the over-feeding. True, there are ex-
<ceptions to all rules, but nine times out of every
ten such symptoms indicate that the liver is the

rations, as turkeys while on range very seldom if
ever stop to pick up grain of any kind but continue
to “hustle” for all manner of insect life, conse-
quently the system must be tempered to the solid
grain diet or a “crash” against nature is sure to
be the result. Over-feeding of grain after tur-
keys are off range is one of the greatest evils tur-
key growers have to contend with. We must
guard against this influence of human sympathy
and feed the matured turkeys a very smal[ amount
auntil they are well onto their grain_ratlon. and
the mortality will be reduced to a minimum.

MAXIMS FOR POULTRY KEEPEES

Don't use poultry spice. If the system Qf feed-
ing is correct, there is no need to use condiments.

In rearing chickens remember that the golden
rule is to feed little and often.

It is impossible to devote too much care and at-
tention to chickens, but all coddling must be
avoided, if strong, healthy birds are desired.

. Give chickens as much freedom as possible, they |

will grow all the faster, stronger and healthier
for it. . _

In mating up breeding pens choose a vigorous
male bird, well up to the standard, especially as
rds color and size. ;

Avoid making the common and fatal mistake
of overfeeding, or you will begin to wonder why
ertile eggs.

WHY POULTRY WILL PAY.

Eight Important Points Which Encourage Every |

Farmer to Keep Hens for Profit. .

Prof. Gilbert of Ottawa, Canada, gives the fol- |

lowing reasons why poultry is valuable to the
farmer:

“Because he ought, by their means, to convert |

a great deal of the waste of his farm into money |
in the shape of eggs and chickens for market.

- “Because, with intelligent management, they
ought to be all-year revenue producers, with the
exception of perhaps two months during the molt-
ing season.

“Because poultry will yield him a quicker return
for the capital invested than any other department
of agriculture.

“Because the manure from the poultry house
will make valuable compost for use in either vege-
table garden or orchard. The birds themselves,
if allowed to run in plum or apple orchard, will de-
stroy all injurious insect life.

“Because, while cereals and fruits can only be
successfully grown in certain sections, poultry can
be raised in all parts of the country.

“Because poultry-raising is an employment in
which the farmer’s wife and daughters can engage
and leave him free to attend to other departments.

“Because it will bring him the best results in
the shape of new-laid eggs during the winter sea-
son, when the farmer has time on his hands.

“Because to start poultry raising on the farm
requires title or no capital. By good management
' poultry can be made with little cost a valuable ad-
junct to the farm.”

MEAT BONE FOR POULTRY.

Wheat is rich in protein; clover has a fair shar2
of it; oats has some, but corn is largely a fat-
making food—and altogether, the grains usually
served to Mr. and Mrs. Chicken and their fam-
ily of chicklets are sadly deficient in what they
most need—protein.

But the worm and the bug and the grub are
composed almost exclusively of protein. Do you
wonder then that fowls go crazy with delight
when a nice fat worm comes squirming into sight,
or that they chase a juicy bug or grasshopper clear
across the poultry yard? Just suppose you had
been kept on a steady diet of hoe-cake, corn-pone
and Indian pudding for three months, what would
you do to a nice porterhouse steak if you got a
chance at it? Well, that's why poultry needs ani-
mal food in some shape or other.

Fowls get some protein from the grain they eat,
but under even the best conditions, not as much
as they ought to have; not as much as they can
use to advantage. Consequently {’oultry raisers
began a good many years ago to hunt for some-
thing that would take the place of the wild meat
the fowls captured in the chase in the good old
summer time.
| They didn’t feel like buying tgzlx-ter house steaks
from the beef trust for even r best hens. But
they knew that they could not get the best results
s0 long as their flock lacked animal food. l

Finally a genius who had the faculty of putting

ined the makeup of fresh, bone, such as
'comes from the butcher's , the trimmings,
bones of beef, pork or lamb, with adhering meat
