Qertified Copiles of Filing Must Be in
Austin Within Next Seven
Months.

+ The Board of Water Engineers of
the State of Texas, provided under an
Act of the last Legislature at its reg-
, ular session, is getting worried about
the fact that few of the holders of

‘water appropriations throughout the

State have complied with the stipula-

tion that all such persons, to hold
.. their appropriations, must file certi-
fied eopies of same with this board
before the first of -next July. It is
quite probable that many have over-
locked this matter, and that others
have been neglecting it. These should
realize that they are in a sense jeop-
ardizirg their interests, and should
lose no time in making tireir filings
with the board.

This Act of the legislature promises
to do more for the Trans-Pecos coun-
Ary than any other single measure
that has been passed for a decade. It
is under its provisions that the Ward
County Irrigation Distri.t will be or-
ganized and financed, and, once its
possibilities are fully realized, many
other reservoir and canal systems will
be developed within the next five;
years that would otherwise have had
to wait for capital for a quarter of a
century. Following is the statement
gent out by the Board of Water En-
gineers:

“Under the provisions of the Gen-
eral irrigation Act, chapter 171 of the
general laws passed by the Thirty-
third legislature in regular session, a
Board of Water Engineers has been
appointed, one from each of the three
water divisions fixed by the law. The
| act became operative, by its terms,
" ninety days after the adjournment of
[ the regular session of the legislature,
' namely, July 1, 1913, but the Board

of Water Engineers did not actually

begin its work until September 1.

1913.
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first two sections of said act
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1, 1913. All such certified copies of
appropriations and maps, -together
with the required sworn statements,
must be filed with the Board of Wa-
ter Engineers before July 1, 1914, in
order to preserve priority rights.

Attention is called to the fact that
thh;' t.covers not only irrigation
from napounding reservoirs and flow-
ing streams, but also from wels. It
also covers the use of water where
power is generated for any purpose,
such as mining, milling, etc., and ap-
plies also to water supplies for cities
and towns, and for stock raising.

Sections 91-95 of the act apply to
wells; 91 defining artesian wells, 92
and 93 applying to waste, 94 provid-
ing a penalty for waste, and 95 re-
quiring records of borings.

The beoard has prepared an infor-
mation sheet and forms relating to
filings under the provisions of Sec-
tions 12, 13 and 14; also of Sections
15 and 16, which last mentioned sec-
tions cover the steps necessary in
making applications for permits to ap-
propriate public water. Parties de-
siring to make personal use of same,
may obtain these forms, free of
charge, on application to this board.

The board is issuing this statement
for the purpose of dlmemlnat'ing in-
formation generally to all parties who
may be interested.

“I have .-been a housekeeper many
years, and during that time have
learned many lessons in economy.” a
woman write. ‘“There are three grown
people in our family, and by good
management we have meat once a
‘day every day in the week, and often
twice, at an outlay of from $1 to $1.15
a week. We quite oftem buy a beef
roast of six or seven pounds. I roast
it in a covered roasting pan and make
a dressing as for roast turkey. I roast
it from one to two and one-half
hours.

“About an hour before taking it
from the roaster I put the dressing
in one corner of the pan. After tak-
ing up the meate and dressing I make
a nice thickened gravy, and with
crzamed potatoes and a simple dessert

edge. These capes are simply made
and sell for about $5. A dainty hand-
kerchief may be easily made by cro-
cheting a simple edging around the
hem of a plain handkerchief. These
are pretty if crocheted in blue or pink
or any pale coler, and sell for from
35¢ to 50e¢, according to the price of
the linen used. One woman is very
successful in supplying these things
to her friends.
