department. , While no attempt is
made to define what constitutes so-
liciting orders, it is held that this is a
question of fact to be ascertained in
each particular case.

It is pointed out that the Arkansas
supreme court has held that the pres-
ence of the circular or advertisement
of a soliciting nature is sufficient evi-
dence to convict. As newspapers can
not regulate to what sections of the
state their papers are transmitted and
as advertisements would only be
placed for the purpose or intent of so-
liciting orders if not so worded, fhe
liquor dealers before any specific
holding of the style of advertisements
to be put under the ban, are practical-
ly prohibited from advertising. It is
urged that the newspaper also being
liable to fines would refuse to carry
the advertisements.

Ii is sald that the attorney general
will soon make a definite ruling in
the definition of advertisements. As
soon as this ruling is made a test case
probably will be filed and carried to
the Supreme Court.—Dallas News.

| Representative Hobson and Senator
'Sheppard were cheered when they re-
| ceived the resolution for a national
| prohibition constitutional amendment,
which later was introduced in both
hcuses of conogress.

Christianity Demands Amendment.

“Christianity and Civilization now
demand another constitutional amend-
ment to be presented to the states for
their ratification or rejection, that the
voice and sovereignty of the people as
the first and ultimate source of power
may be exereised in a recisive and su-
preme test to determine whether or
not the manufacture and sale of in-
toxicating drinks exists with or with-
out the consent of the government.”

Sheppard’'s Speech Brings Applause.
“Prohibition will embrace the whole
United States within a comparatively
short time,” said Senator Sheppard.
“The movement is so strong through-
out the nation that nothing in the
world can prevent its ultimate com-
plete success.”
Senator Sheppard declared “the only
safe way to handle the liquor traffic
is to destroy it.”

Not slighting the importance of the
work of the physician, but hoiding it
secondary to that of the teacher,
Judge Hudson said. addressing his
hearers, "On you .ulve the future
of the commonweai .. and the repub-
lic. You are our «uuaracter-builders.
1t has been said tna:. God made man
in His own image, and that man has
ever since been a copyist. Truly you
pattern the lives of your pupils. It
was once the case that a man was too

| lazy to work and too cowardly to
steal; or when a woman was too old

to get married, either felt well equip-
ped for teaching school. That time,
I am glad to say, has passed, and
prople are demanding trained teach-
ers.
