you briefly in behalf of one Fer­
nando Subia, a Mexican sentenced 
here to hang on the *29th inst., for 
killing one T. Y . Moorhead. 1 be­
lieve. sineerelv, this is a ea.*!e when* *
eominutatioii of senti*iieo ought to 
he given. Thi* statement of fact.-!, 
showing the evidence in the case, is 
on file in the Court of ( ’ riiiiiiial Ap­
peals at Austin, and perhaps the 
Pardon Board has a copy of tin* 
te-!tiinoiiv addueeii at the trial.

The killing was unpremeditated, 
the Me.xiean was a good friend of 
Moorhead’s and hi.- laniily. fre- 
ijuentiy playing hall with and 
aiiiusiiig' the ehildren of the de- 
cea.sod. Under the evidence, he was 
practically insane from drink at the 
time he shot and killed Moorhead, 
and under the old law, before the 
decrees of inimle.r xyetitjabolislicd, 
eoulil only have lM*on eonvicted of 
<eiimil degree murder. T believe 
that itr was never intended, hv the 
founder.- of our law that a man 
should sutler the death penalty ex­
cept for pn*!ncditati*<l imirder.wdiich 
was not th(‘ .case in this instance.

The defendant Suhia is execed- 
iiiglv repentant, is not of a defiant 
nature, hut eontiiiually expresses 
his regret, sleeps little and eats lit­
tle and shows his great regret ami 
so^ow for till* crime lu* lommitled. 
1 uas a good friend of ;Iu* decea<cd, 
! i . ! \ c  not rcpre-cnled in any manner 
tih ilefeiidant. and am only writing 
vou this letter in the interest of 
111* :*i V and humanity.

He proltaMk wouhl not have been 
gc,on the ih*ath ])eiialty save for 
the fact that a special l(*rm was 
held and he was tried immediutelv 
after th'c crime was eommitted, 
wlien pnhlii* excileinent ran higli, 
and before lie and Ins family had 
time to employ an attorney, being 
defended only by appointinl attor­
neys, who made no partieularly 
strong fight for his life.

I bidieve the death sentence 
should be commuted; I trust you 
will at least stay the execution un­
til you can thoroughly consider the 
matter.

I  would not say thtt the execu­
tion of the death warrant in this in­
stance would be injustice— the'life 
of my good friend so abruptly cut 
off prevents my doing that— and it 
may be that sympathy has becloud­
ed my better judgment in the mat­
ter; yet .1 believe that I  would be 
glad to hear that Your Excellency 
had commuted the sentence to one 
of life imprisonment.

I  would not have you think that 
I  am writing this letter for any but, 
personal reasons, or from the fact 
that I  am secretary of the Commer­
cial Club and a long-time resident 
of this county that I w’ould attempt 
to impute an interest or an influ­
ence to this letter other than that 
borne by my own unofficial signa­
ture. I  know several men of promi­
nence who would be glad, too, to 
see a commutation prevent the ex­
ecution day after tomorrow, but I 
would not attempt to name them, 
for I  have not asked them for per­
mission to do that.

There is everything to make this 
ease different from that of Mar­
tinez. The circumstances surround­
ing it; the spontaneity of the act; 
the open admission; and most of all 
the spirit that he has shown since 
then, have made me (however re­
luctantly) ehang.’ my views of the 
ease, so that T wonld be glad to hear 
of your commuting the sentence—  
though of course T ^ould not hlame 
you if you decide not to interfere.

1 trust that this letter will not 
servo to make your task additional­
ly ouerou.-!, for I try to appreciate 
the responsibility that yi.ii must«feel 
in such a matter, and T assure you 
tliat T shall not he one to <*ritieiso, 
wlialevor the action that *voii uiav 
or niiiv not take in this instance.

2. District candidates whose dis­
trict is composed of more than one 
county, oannot get their names on 
the official ballot after the expira­
tion of the first Monday in Jujie. 
I f  the elistrict comprises only one 
county, candidates can get their 
name.- on the* ticket by making pub­
lication not later than Saturday he- 
foi\* till* ‘iliird Momlay in .luiic.

John­
son .and Somerville counties the 
yield will he no better than that of 
last year on a larger acreage; in 
Bell, Milam. Travis, Williamson, 
and other south central counties, 
the yields will he from 40 to 60 per 
cent. In a few counti^*s on the 
western side of this section. I.;am- 
pasas. San Saba, and Mc(’u!lough, 
the small grain crop will be two to 
three times as large as in 1913. 
Corn and cotton prospects are also 
go(Kl in these three last named 
counties, but elsewhere in Central 
Texas the damage to corn and cot­
ton runs up to 50 per cent. A con­
siderable acreage of the damaged 
territory has been replanted since 
•Tune 1 in feed and forage crops. 
The wheat and oat crops in Central 
Texas may he figured at about 65 
per cent, the cottim at about 70, 
and the corn at 75 per cent.

Southeast Texas.— This section, 
lying lowest in the state, has re- 
ceivetl the greatest rainfall and the 
greatest damage.
