F<mm1 for thought for the farmer 
of the Pecos ( ’ounty may be found 
in the a|)|H*ndc«l article on the feed­
ing of bi*eves on alfalfa. The arti­
cle was elip|M*d by Prof. F. F. Ma<*e 
from the Los Angeles Tribune, and 
banded to .‘ he s«*cretarv of the Pe­
cos Coiiiinenial Club, who in turn 
passed it on to the 'I'iiues. Read 
the article carefully. If you think 
that the reporter has “ stretched the 
blanket.** you will "have to admit 
ncvertheU*s*s that his .story brings 
out some goml points. It is all in 
line witli the commercial clulds slo­
gan: "Ship out your alfalfa on the 
hoof.”  the tiiueline.ss of which is 
being every dax more keenly T(*al- 
i/.ed. 'I’hn artii’le referred to fol- 
loxvs:

Hoelaring it is possible to fatten 
fixe steers exerv iiiuelv days 011 one 
acre '»r alfalfa, lhereby luruing fix«- 
lhi:i "feeder- into fixe f;it jiuimals 
rea<!v for the hhn-k. d.

"'riu* sei n'l lies in doing certain 
tilings at a xertaiu time in a*cer­
tain xvay. First «»f all, the steers are 
not alloxvi*d to feed t>n the green al­
falfa while ruimiiig in the fiebl. 
and neither arc they fx*d on alfalfa 
hay. lnsl(*:id tlu*y are kept in a 
stable or small imdosed space and 
fed on grccii alfalfa cut every day.

"Only enough is cut for «)ne day’s 
feeding, as green alfalfa, when 
tliur«>ughly «lried out, ur cUJKvLiaj:, 
hav. loses txvo-thirds of its weight. 
That is to say, iHmio pounds of green 
alflafa. xvlicn tliorougidy dry, xvill 
xveigli only *?0oo pounds.

"Tlieii, after cutting what is need­
ed each day. the xxater is turned.on 
and that portion of the afield irri­
gated. 'Phis will result in another 
cutting lading rea<ly in days, and 
if ail the fertilizer from the stable, 
rediu ed to a liquid fonn. is applied 
to the soil ju.st after the alfalfa is 
cut. the next cutting will be heavier 
than the first.

“ It has lieen dcmonstrateil to my 
entire satisfaction that for nine 
nine inontbs in the year, if the 
above rides are followed, five steers 
t<» tlu* a<’n* < an be fattened every Ho 
days, or fifteen steers in 0 montiis. 
If the ax^erage f«*eder cost.s $.‘>0, wo 
w«.ii!d -ji*.. and tin* average fat steer 
brini:’- (»a»*b acre- i»f alfalfa
voidd or.’ilm’e $7r»0 a year.

C. C. French Offers Suggestion Re­
garding “ Hothouse Ijambs” 

and Money-Making.

The following bulletin of the 
Texas • Industrial Congress will be 
of iiitere.st to the farmers of the Pe­
cos Country, a.s it offers still an­
other opportunity to the farmer to 
sliip^ut his alfalfa on the hoof. 
Read n^dver:

suggestion of much value to 
every farmer interested in diversi- 
fl(*d erop.s and livo.stoek in place of 
cotton alone, comes from Mr. C. C. 
FVeneh of the advisory hoard of the 
Texas Industrial Congress, in the 
folloM’ing statement:

*‘The sheep men of Western Tex­
as and New Mexico xx ill alxA’ay- raise 
sluM‘p of the xx’ool type, and not the 
mutton type. bc(*ause they must 
hav«* sh<*ep that xvill hcrd xvell; their 
men xvill not he shei’p feeilers. So 
tlu'v xvill alxvaxs have more or less 
old ewe.- to si*ll ill the spring of the 
year. Those ewes can easily he sep-* 
a rated from tho lu’rds at shearing 
time.

“ Many of these old exves appeal* 
oir tile market at Fort M'orth every 
-liriug. rarely (‘ver fat. and xx’hen 
thin sell at a loxv pri((*. 'rTiese 
i*x\’.'s« if bred in the spring at as 
(*arly a dali* as tlmy can he pUr- 
<’hased to luu'ks the mutton typo, ‘ 
xvill j»roduee,a fine lamb that if pa.̂ - 
tured on wheat and oats in the win­
ter and put on full f(*ed and fed un­
til spring, can T»e made t(x xxeigh 
from .“id to 75 pounds. aiuT some- 
tim«*s more. These lambs always 
s(*ll at a good price, and it is now* 
^vell known tlxat these “ spring 
Iambs** as tluyv are called, can he 
produced in Texas for less tlian one 
lialf what it costs to jiroduce what 
is knoMii as “ hotliouse lambs”  in 
the East. There is a great demand 
for this kind of meat.

How much more suffering has 
been caused by the failure of thess 
Ininks nobody will ever know. No 
doubt thousands will go hungry; 
rid uier and women will become 
destitute, spending their declining 
}ea^8 in the poorhouse, or depend­
ing upon charity, which is often 
gindgingly given; hoy< and girls 
will hr* denied opportunities which 
blight otherwise have been theirs, 
for these immigrants whose money 
has been lost are more than ordi- 
narily devoted to their-children; 
rrime will result, not only because 
of the pressure of poverty, but be- 
taiihe of lowered standards of mor- 
a’ lity;'confidence in our American^ 
institutions will be shaken, for these 
poor people look upon the heavily 
l»arred doors and windows *>f East 
Sine'banks as btdng a part of the 
American government.

After alt these things have hap­
pened— and they will all take place 
— still other evil effe<*ts will con­
tinue to curse not only the direct 
sufferers, but society as a whole. All 
this seem.-* harsh sind cruel, and no 
doubt iiiaiiy will he eaircr to bring 
upon tin* ln*jid tif the own«*r of these 
hanks tin* piinishnn'iit wiiich he no 
doubt riehly ileserves. -

And yet this hanker will make the 
usual excuses. He wa> running his

Perhaps there’s just a trace of 
justification in some of these ex­
cuses. At any rate, there’s no doubt 
that the di.sgraced banker w'ill find 
(•omfort in most of them— and lie’s 
the man whose attitude we want to 
consider.

But is he peculiar in that he has 
causcil suffring and despair, because 
of what he unintentionally brought 
to pass, giving him full credit for 
sincerity of purpose, and everything 
else that he claims in justification 
of his acts? .\ren't there others 
who arc driving men and women to 
suicide and hunger and lowered 
moral standards and crime and de­
spair, even .while they tbemselves 
are honored and respc'cted and given 
the high places among men?

It would not lie very difficult to 
draw' up an indictment against such 
for it is common knowledge that 
some otherwise eminently respect­
able men are causing others to suf­
fer be<*ause of “ business custom and 
accepted practices in trade” — men 
who are at the head of large enter­
prises which an* run, primarily, for 
the h(*nefit of the sto<*kholders 
whom they represent.

We need not iliseuss the i*ases of 
soim* of the men who dominate* in- 
clustrial life; those who are directly 
responsible for the under-j)ay and 
•)verwork of the men and women 
whom th»*v c'ontrol. While some* 
have persuade«l themselves that 
their conduct is right and just, the 
great majority who are guiltv of 
such practices know’ full well where 
in they are falling short. But there 
is another group which is more 
hopeful— those who are the imme­
diate beneficiaries of the evil prac­
tices under discussion— the st^K'k- 
holders.

Who are these stockholders? It 
is somewhat difficult to specify. But 
it may he put down as a fact that 
they aren’t gimerally looked upon 
as unscrupulous people, indulging 
in criminal practice and question­
able methods in order to produce 
larger dividends. No— thev are 
usually the best folks in town, gent­
ly-bred, refined and cultured, often 
prominent in the church, liberal to­
ward charitable objects, and u.sually 
interested in every movement which 
has as its purpose the bettering of 
social conditions among “ the 
masses.”

Thev would resent the suggestion 
that they are anything hut broad­
minded, large-hearted, hig-pattern- 
ed individtiflls.. And on general 
principles, this would characterize 
manv of them, according to ordi- 
nr.rv’ standard.s.

.\nd yet. at bottom, the? are rc- 
a< tionarv. They would not disturb 
pre.sent conditions, because it might 
“ unsettle society.”  They are usoal- 
Iv quite content with their own af­
fairs, so long as they are permitted 
to mend the affairs of others which 
have become an eyesore to them. 
Often, while they are living in oom-

»*volvc a s<*lu*me that will 1h* eonsiil-' 
ered just and fair to all. But iiiean- 
while— we need not wait for the 
millineuiu —  there’s' many a long 
step to he taken lH*foT<* we reach 
that dcsin*d g^nil. and tho. ê who 
sincerely wish to usher in that gla*l 
day can help mightily.

Will these fair women W satfs- 
fied to aci'cpt a smaller profit that 
their sisters may have more joy? 
Then let them say so to the manag­
ers of their affairs, who may be 
driving thir si.-*ters unduly. And 
may it not be a good plan to have 
them personally investigate the con­
ditions under which these sisters are 
working and living? It di>esn’t re­
quire a knowledge of what some 
fwople have tried to make a myste­
rious “ science” to tell whether p<*o- 
ple are living decently and in ac­
cordance with stamlards that w’ill 
give them S fair chance to express j .  
their l>est hopes and aspirations^^ 
.Vnd surely nothing less than .J
should satisfy either the workers or 
tho.*4e whom they are serving.

And what al)out the men who are 
i*njoying the larger life— whether of 
work or of leisure— hecau. ê their 
fellows are toiling for them? Will 
they l»e content with a littlh less 
that those who serve may have a 
little more? There is no panacea 
for the social situation— at least 
none is likely to he intro<luced in 
this generation.

Sometimes when a rich young en­
thusiast liccoiiies a .•«N*ialist he is 
hailed as a hero and a possible 
“ martyr.”  But he is perfectly safe, 
so long as he doesn’t take the thing 
too s4*riously and liegin to practice 
his philosophy. For usually while 
he call.8 public attention to the in­
justice of his rweiving the profits 
which h(* »s .sure should he going to 
his ♦miployes, he continues to live 
iis he formerly did, making no at­
tempt to do even w'hat he may do, 
today, to share with his workmen 
the common proilui't in his mill or 
mine or factory.

yet made the most of their oppoi^ 
tunities to establish greater export 
trade, according to Geo. Otis Smith 
in Bulletin 599 of the United States 
Geological Survey. Statistics show 
that the export of cement from 
England, Germany. Belgium, and 
France not only have been consid­
erably greater than those from the 
U c it^  Statas, but have borne a 
much higher ratio to the produc­
tion in these countries. The quan­
tity of cement exported by Fraaee 
in recent years is estimated to have 
reached at least 23i per cent of her 
production, and that of Germany 
about 17 per cent. There are few 
cement plants in South American 
countries, and in the past these 
countries have ’been supplied main­
ly from Europe. There is evidently 
an opportunity now for the cement 
industry of the United States to se- 
enre this trade.
