that poultry having access to space 
under tlieflonr of the poultry house 
will slay there in preference to re­
maining in the house itself although 
that affo, .3 all tlie shu.
Tlie shade may be as good aliove 
tlie floor as under it, but even when 
the under space is open on only one 
side, the circulation of air may be 
better there. The explanation of 
this is that the ground (usually 
somewhat moist) is cool and the dif­
ference between the outside temp­
erature and that of the moist sfiace 
under the floor is enough greater 
that the difference between the out­
side temperature and the tempera­
ture in the house to make the mox-e- 
ment of the air under the floor 
more rapid. When the space under 
the house is open on two or more 
side.s it is usually as comfortable 
a [dace in hot weather as can be 
found.

A flock of growing pullets nearly 
always contains a considerable pro­
portion of birds that are very much 
under size, or in otlier w’ays are 
[looiTy developed. These should be 
culled out as soon as they are no­
ticed as conspicuously backward. 
They will never make a profit and 
the sooner they are I'aten, the less 
will be the loss on their account.

It is much 
better to let the good thrifty pul­
lets hax'e all the feed.

CITIES, TOW.N’S AND COUNTIES 
F'OR PUBLIC IMPROVEMENTS 
PUBLIC ROADS. ETC.

Senate Joint Resolution No. 20.

Proposing an amendment to Sectiot 
9 of Article 8 of the Constitution ol 
the State of Texas, by changing said 
Section £» so as to provide for the 
levy of taxes by counties, cities and 
towns, not to exceed thirty cents 
for roads and bridges, and a tax 
not to exceed fifty cents on the 
One Hundred (|100) Dollars’ valuA- 
tion in any one year, for the erection 
of public buildings, street.s, sewers, 
water works, improvements of ceme­
teries and other permanent improve­
ments, providing for the levy of a 
maintenance tax by counties, or po­
litical subdivisions thereof, not tc 
exceed sixty cents on the One Hun­
dred ($1U0) Dollars’ valuation, upon 
a majority vote of the qualified 
property tax payers voting at an 
election held for that purpose, and 
making an appropriation therefor. 

Be it resolved by the Legislature of 
the State of Texas:

Section 1. That Section 9 of Article 
8 of the Constitution of the State of 
Texas be so amended that the same 
will hereafter read as follows:

Section 9. The State tax on prop­
erty, exclusive of the tax necessary 
to pay the public debt, and the taxes 
provided for the benefit of the public 
free schoohs, shall never exceed thirty- 
five cents on the One Hundred Dol­
lars’ valuation; and counties, cities 
and towns are authorized to levy not 
e.xceeding thirty-five cents for city or 
county purposes, and not exceeding 
thirty cents for roads and bridges, 
and not exceeding fifteen cents to pay 
jurors, on the One Hundred Dollars’ 
valuation, exclusive of taxes levied for 
the payment of debts Incurred prior 
to the adoption of the amendment 
September 25th, 1883; and for the 
erection of public buildings, streets, 
sewers, waterworks, improvement of 
cemeteries, and other permanent im­
provements not to exceed fifty cents 
on the One Hundred Dollars’ valua­
tion, in one year, and except as in 
this Constitution otherwise provided 
and the qualified voters, who have 
been assessed or paid property tax, 
of any county or sub-division thereof 
now existing or that may hereafter 
be defined by the Commissioners’ 
Court, may at an election called in 
accordance with the law authorizing 
the levy of a special road tax, by a 
majority vote levy a special tax of 
not exceeding sixty cents on the One 
Hundred Dollars’ valuation on ail 
property, for the further Improvement 
and maintenance of public roads; pro­
vided that this provision shall be self 
f-nacting and that no part of such tax 
shall be available to pay an Indebted­
ness incurred prior to the current year 
for which said tax is collected, except 
to pay indebtedness now existing, and 
provided further that such levy may 
be voted off or changed at any time 
by majority vote of those qualified 
to vote under this provision. And the 
Legislature may pass local laws for 
the maintenance of public roads and 
highways, without the local notice re­
quired for special or local laws.

Sec. 2: The foregoing constitutional 
amendment shall be submitted to a 
vote of the qualified electors at an 
election to be held for that purpose 
on the fourth day of November, A. D. 
1919; at said election the vote shall 
be by official ballot which shall have 
printed or written thereon the words 
“ For the amendment to .Article 8, 
Section 9 of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas providing for the l'*vy 
of taxes not to exceed thirty cen’ s 
for roads, streets and bridges and not 
to exceed fifty cents for the erection 
of public buildings, streets, sewers, 
waterworks and other permanent im­
provement.s, and n#t to exceed sixty 
cents for maintenance of public roads 
in one year.” and, also, the "word-s 
’’Against the amendment to Article 8, 
Section 9 of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas providing for the levy 
of taxes not to exceed thirty cents 
for roads, streets and bridges, and not 
to exceed fifty cents for the erection 
of public buildings, streets, sewers, 
waterworks and other permanent im­
provements, and not to exceed sixty 
cents for the maintenance of public 
roads, in any one year.” All voters 
favoring this proposed constitutional 
amendment shall erase the words, 
“•gainst the amendment to .Article 8, 
Section 9 of the Constitution.” etc., 
and those opposing it shall erase the 
words “ for the amendment to Article 
8, Section 9, of the Constitution,” etc., 
which erasure shall be made by mak­
ing a mark with pencil or pen through 
said words. Ail ballots cast as above 
provided shall be counted as cast for 
or again.st this proposed amendment; 
and if a majority of the votes cast shall 
he for the amendment, it shtill be de­
clared adopted: if a majority of the 
votes cast shall be avuinst the amend­
ment said amendment shall be lost.

Se<-. 3. The Governor of this State 
is hereby directed to issue the n*Yces- 
sary proclamation for said election 
and to have the same publish'd as 
required by the Constitution and laws 
of this State.

Sec. 4. The sum of Five Thousand 
($5000) Dollars, or so much thereof 
as may be necessary, is hereby appro­
priated out of funds in the SUtte 
Treasury not otherwise appropriated 
to defray the expense of such publi­
cation and election.

PROVIDING FOR AN ISSUE OP 
BONDS BY THE STATE FOR THE 
PURPOSE OF CONSTRUCTION 
OF HIGHWAYS.

House Joint Resolution No. 13.
A Joint Resolution proposing to 

amend Section 49, Article 3 of the 
Constitution of the State of Texas 
relating to the power to create 
debts by or on behalf of the State 
BO as hereafter to authorize the Leg­
islature to enact such laws as may 
be necessary directing the Gover­
nor of the State to is^ e  Imnds in 
a sum not to exceed $75,000,000; 
providing for the levy of a tax to 
create the necessary interest and 
sinking fund therefor; and provid­
ing that the proceeds from the sale 
of such bunds shall be used in the 
construction of durable, bard sur­
faced roads upon th« public high­
ways of the State.

Be It resolved by the Legislature of 
the State of Texas:

Section 1. Amend said Section so 
as to read after its adoption as fol­
lows:

Article 3. Section 49. No debt 
shall be created by or on behalf of 
the State, except to supply casual de­
ficiencies of revenue, repeal invasion, 
suppress insurrection, defend the 
State in war, or pay existing debt; 
and the debt created to supply de­
ficiencies in tlie revenue shall never 
exceed in the aggregate at any one 
time, two hundred thousand dollars 
(1200,000); provided however, that the 
Legislature may enact such legisla­
tion as may be necessary to authorize 
and direct the Governor to Issue bonds 
of the State in a sum nut to exceed 
Seventy-five million ($75,000,000) dol­
lars, the proceeds to be used in the 
construction of durable, hard-surfaced 
roads upon the public highways of the 
State; provided that such proceeds 
shall be apportioned to the different 
counties of the State according to the 
needs of the St.ate Highways in such 
counties; and, provided further that 
under Legislative authority a tax not 
to exceed twenty cents on the one 
hundred dollars of valuation of tax­
able property in the State may be lev­
ied, assessed and collected to provide 
the necessary interest and sinking 
fund therefor, and said taxes shall he 
in addition to the taxes authorized by 
Article 8. Section 9 of the Constitu­
tion. "

Sec. 2. The foregoing constitution­
al amendment shall be submitted to a 
vote of the qualified electors for mem­
bers of the I^egislature at an election 
to be held throughout the State of 
Texas on the first Tuesday In No­
vember, the same being the fourth 
day of November, A. I). 1919, and the 
Governor of this State is hereby di­
rected to issue the necessary procla­
mation for said election ftnd to have 
the same published as required by the 
Constitution and laws of this State. 
Those favoring the amendment shall 
have written or printed on their bal­
lots the '•'ords “For amendment to 
Section 49. Article 3 of the Constitu­
tion proposing to amend Section 49, of 
Article 3, relating to the power to cre­
ate debts by or on behalf of the State, 
so as hereafter to authorize the Leg­
islature to enact a law directing the 
issuance of bonds by the Governor of 
the State in a sum not to exceed 
Seventy-five Million ($75,000,000) dol­
lars, the proceeds of said bonds to be 
used in the construction of durable, 
hard-surfaced roads upon public high­
ways of the State; and providing for 
the levy.o f a tax not to exceed 20 
cents on the One Hundred Dollars 
valuation, on taxable property in the 
State.” Those opposing the amend­
ment shall have written or printed on 
their ballots the words “Against the 
amendment to Section 49. Article 3 of 
the Constitution proposing to amend 
Section 49 of Article 3 relating to the 
power to create4§r‘bts by or on behalf 
of the State, so as hereafter to au­
thorize the Legislature to enact a law- 
directing the issuance of bonds by 
the Governor of the State in a sum 
not to exceed Seventy fivo Million 
($75,000,000) dollars, the proceeds of 
said bonds to be used in the construc­
tion of durable, hard-surfaced roads 
upon public highways of the State; 
aud providing for the levy of a tax, 
not to exceed 20 cents on the One 
Hundred Dollars valuation, on taxable 
property in the State.”

Sec. 3. The sum of Five Thousand 
($5,000.00) Dollars or so much there­
of as may be necessary, is hereby ap­
propriated out of any funds in the 
State treasury not otherwise appro­
priated to defray the expen.ses of such 
proclamation, publication and elec­
tion.

Sec. 4. The fact that the Legisla­
ture is restricted by the provisions of 
Section 49, Article 3 of the State Con­
stitution from enacting needed High­
way Legislation create.^ an emergency 
and an imperative public necessity ex­
ists, demanding the suspension of the 
rule requiring bills to be read upon 
three several days, and such rule is 
hereby suspended.

House Joint Resolntion No. 38.

Proposin? an amendment to Artlrle 
16 of the Constitution of the State 
of Texas, by adding a new Section 
thereto to be known as Section 60; 
providing that the Legislature shall 
have power to enact laws authoriz- 
ii t a division of the net proceeds 
arising from the operation of the 
prison system of this State between 
the State and prisoners confined in 
the Penitentiary or their depend­
ents; providing for the submission 
of a proposed amendment to a vote 
of the people, and making an appro­
priation to defray the expense of 
such election.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of 
the State of Texas:

Section 1. That Article 16 of the 
Constitution of the State of Texas be 
emended by adding thereto a new sec­
tion to be numbered Section 60 aa 
follows:

Sec. 60. The Legislature shall have 
power to authorize a division of the 
net profits arising from the operation 
o f the prison system during any one 
fiscal year between the State of Texas 
end the prisoners confined in the Pen­
itentiary during said fiscal year or 
any part thereof, or their dependents 
in such proportion as the Legislature 
inay determine, not to exceed fifty 
(50) per cent to such prisoners or 
their dependents.

Sec. 2. The foregoing amendment 
to Article 16 of the Constitution of 
Texas shall be submitted to the quali­
fied electors of this State for its 
adoption or rejection, at a special 
election hereby ordered for the fourth 
day of November, 1919. All voters on 
this proposed amendment at said elec­
tion who favor its adoption shall have 
printed or written on their ballots the 
following: “ For amendment to Article 
16 of the Constitution, authorizing a 
division of the net proceeds of the 
prison system of this State between 
the State and prisoners confined in 
the Penitentiary or their depehdents.” 
Those voting against its adoption shall 
have printed or written on their bal­
lots the following: “Against the 
amendment to Article 16 of the Con­
stitution authorizing'a division of the 
net proceeds of the prison system of 
this State between the State and pris­
oners confined in the Penitentiary or 

^dependents.” Previous to the 
the Secretary of State shall 

cause to be printed and forwarded to 
the County Judge of each county, for 
use in said election, a sufficient num­
ber of ballots for the use of the 
voters in each county, on which he 
shall have printed the form of ballots 
herein prescribed, for the convenient 
use of voters.

Sec. 3. The Governor of the State 
is hereby directed to issue his neces­
sary proclamation ordering this elec­
tion, and have the same publ’ shed as 
required by the Constitution and laws 
of this State. The sum of Five Thou­
sand Dollars ($5000), or so much 
thereof as may be necessary, is here­
by appropriated out of any funds in 
the State Treasury not otherwise ap­
propriated, to defray the expenses of 
publishing said proclamation, and 
printing and distributing the neces­
sary tickets and blanks for use in 
sTid elections.

PERMITTING GALVESTO C > OUN 
TY AND CITY TO ISSUE BO.VDf 
FOR GRADE RAISING PURPOSES

Sennte Joint Resolution No. 23.

A Joint Resolution proposing and sub­
mitting to the people of the State 
of Texas an ainendinent to Article 
sixteen of the Con.stitution of the 
State of Texas by adding thereto a 
new section and authorizing the 
City of Galveston and County of 
Galveston to issue bonda for protec­
tive works, irrespective of Constitu­
tional limitation, in th<; aggregate 
of five million dollars for both city 
and county, as may be by the city 
or county deemed necessary for the 
raising of the grade, building sea­
walls and breakwaters and doing 
any and all kinds of protective 
works in said city and county, and 
to levy and collect taxes to retire 
said bonds, principal and interest, 
providing for a sinking fund and 
creating an emergency.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of 
the State of Texas:

Section 1. The City of Galveston 
and the County of Galveston, and each 
of them are hereby authorized to is­
sue bonds in such amounts not to ex- 
ce-'d in the aggregate five million dol­
lars, for both City and County, as may 
be by the city or county lieemcd nec- 
assary for the raising of the grade, 
building seawalls and breakwaters, 
and doing any and all other kinds of 
protective works in said city and coun­
ty, without regard to and irrespective 
of any provisions of the Constitution 
of the State of Texas limiting tax 
levies and governing bond issues, and 
for that purpose to levy and collect 
taxes to retire and pay same, princi­
pal and interest, but no debt shall 
ever be incurred for su*:h purpose, un­
less provision is made at the time of 
creating same, for levying and collect­
ing a sufficient tax to pay the inter­
est thereon and to provide at least 
two per cent, as a sinking fund, this 
provision being cumulative, and au­
thorizing the issuance of such bonds in 
addition to those heretofore issued for 
such purposes and still outstanding, 
the amount of such additional bonds 
to be issued by the county hereunder, 
not to exceed one million dollars and 
the amount of such additional bonds to 
be issued by the city hereunder not 
to exceed four million dollars, but 
nothing herein shall apply to bonds 
heretofore or hereafter issued fo pur­
poses other than those herein defined, 
provided, however, that that portion 
of Galveston County not lying within 
the corporate limits of the City of 
Galveston shall not be taxed for the 
purpose of issuing bonds for any of 
the purposes herein provided within 
the corporate limits of the City of 
Galveston, unless such bond issue and 
tax levy be authorized by a majority 
of all the tax paying voters residing 
in Galveston County outside of the 
Corporate limits of the City of Gal­
veston; provided that no such bonds 
issued by the City of Galveston shall 
be valid unless such bond issue and 
tax levy be authorized by a majority 
of all qualified tax paying voters of 
the City of Galveston, voting at an 
election to be called for that purpose 
by the Mayor and Board of CciBmis- 
sioners of said City of Galveston.

Sec. 2. The Governor is hereby di­
rected to issue the necessary procla­
mation for submitting an amendment 
to the Constitution to the qualified 
electors of the State of Texas on the 
first Tuesday in November. 1919. be­
ing the fourth day of November, 1919. 
Those favoring the amendment shall 
have written f r  printed on their bal­
lots the words, “For the amendment 
to Article sixteen of the Constitution 
of the State of Texas, authorizin.g the 
issuance of bonds by the City and 
County of Galveston.” And those op­
posed to the said amendment shall 
have written or printed on their bal­
lots the words, “ .\gainst the amend­
ment to Article sl.xteen of the Consti­
tution of the State of Texas, authoriz­
ing the issuance of bonds by the City 
and County of Galveston.”

Sec. 3. The sum of five thousand 
($5,000.00) dollars, or so much there­
of r.s is necessary, out of the funds in 
the State Treasury, not otherwise ap­
propriated, is hereby appropriated to 
pay expen-ses for the carrying out of 
the provisions of this Resolution. 
(Attest—A True Copy.)

House Joint Resolution No 35

rropcsing arv amendment to .Section 
£1 of Article 3 of the Constitution ol 
the State of Texa« to provide that 
the Legislature may grant pension? 
to Confederate Soldiers. Saiiors and 
their widows, who have been citi 
tens of Texas prior to Jan. 1. 1910, 
providing that all soldiers. Bailors 
and their widows eligible under the 
provisions hereof shall be entitled 
to be placed upon the rolls and par 
ticipate in the pension fund created 
hereunder; levying a tax of seven 
($0.07) cents on the $100.00 valua­
tion of property in this State for 
the payment of such pension, pro 
vlding that the Legislature may re­
duce the rate of pension for such 
purpose, fixing a time for the elec 
tion to be held on such amendment, 
and making appropriation to pay the 
expenses thereof:

Be it resolved by the Legislature of 
the State of Texas:

Section 1. That Section 51 of Arti­
cle 3 of the Constitution of the State 
of Texas shall be amended so as to 
hereafter read as follows:

Sec. 51. The Legislature shall have 
no power to make any grant or author­
ize the making of any grant of public 
money to aay individual, association 
of individuals, municipals or other 
corporations whatsoever, provided, 
however, the Legislature may grant 
aid to indigent or disabled Confeder 
ate soldiers and sailors, who came to 
Texas prior to January 1, 1910, and to 
their widows In indigent circum­
stances and who have been bona fide 
residents of this State since January 
1, 1910, and who were married to 
such soldiers or sailors prior to Janu­
ary 1, 1910, and to indigent and dis­
abled soldiers who under special laws 
of the State of Texas during the war 
between the States served in organ­
izations fbr the protection of the Fron­
tier against Indian raiders or Mexican 
marauders and to indigent and dis­
abled soldiers of the militia of the 
State of Texas who were in active 
service during the war between the 
States and to the widows of such sol­
diers who are la indigent circum­
stances and who were married to such 
soldiers prior to January 1, 1910, pro­
vided that the word “widow” in the 
preceding lines of this section shall 
not apply to women born since the 
year 1866, and all soldiers and sail­
ors and widows of soldiers and sailors 
eligible under the above conditions 
shall be entitled to be placed upon 
the pension rolls and participate in 
the distribution of the pension fund 
of this State under any existing law 
or laws hereafter passed by the Leg­
islature. and also to grant aid for the 
establishment and maintenance of a 
home for said soldiers and sailors, 
their wives and widows and women 
who aided In the confederacy under 
such regulations and limitations as 
may be provided by law, provided the 
Legislature may provide for husband 
and wife to remain together in the 
home. There is hereby levied in addi­
tion to all other taxes heretofore per­
mitted by the Constitution of Texas 
a State ad valorem tax on property of 
seven ($0.07) cents on the $100.00 val­
uation for the purpose of creating a 
special fund for the payment of pen­
sions for services in thtf Confe.Ierate 
army and navy, frontier organization.-* 
and the militia of the State of Texas, 
and for the widows of such soldiers 
serving in said armies, navies, organiz­
ations or milia; provided that the Leg­
islature may reduce the tax rate here­
in levied. And provided further, that 
the provisions of this section shall 
not be construed so as to prevent the 
grant of aid in cases of public calani- 
ity-

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitution­
al amendment shall bo submitted to a 
vote of the qualified voters of this 
State at an election to be held t>n 
Tuesday after the first .Monday in No­
vember, A. I). 1919, at which all voters 
shall have printed or written o.u their 
ballots: “ For amendment of Section 
51 of Article 3 o ' the Constitution au­
thorizing the Legislature to grant aid 
to Confederate soldiers, sailors and 
their widows who have been residents 
of this Slate since January 1. 1912,” 
and “Against amendment to Section 
.51 of Article 3 of the Constitution, au­
thorizing the Legislature to grant aid 
to Confederate soldiers and their wid­
ows.

Sec. 3. The Coventor is hereby di­
rected to issue the proclain.ation for 
said election and have the same pub­
lished as required by the Constitution 
and laws of this State, and the sum of 
Five Thousand ($5,009.00) Dollars or 
so much thereof as may be necessary 
is hereby appropriated out of the gen­
eral funds of this State not other­
wise appropriated for expenses of pub­
lications and elections thereunder. 
(Attest—A True Copy.)

7. Sections 10. 11, 12. 13. 14 and 15 ! 
of the Constitution of the State of | 
Texas, which article relates to edu-1 
cation, and which sections provide 
for the establishment and support 
of the University of Texas, the .Ag­
ricultural and Mechanical College j 
of Texas, and for a branch college | 
for the instruction of colored j  
youths; provides that the Texas 
State Medical College and the 
School of .Mines at El Paso shall 1

Be It resolved by the Legislature of 
the State of Texas:

Section 1. That Sections 10, 11, 12. 
13, 14 and 15 of Article VII of the 
Constitution of the State of Texas, 
which article relates to education, and 
which sections provide for the estab­
lishment and support of the Univer­
sity of Texas, tbe Agricultural and 
Mechanical College of Texas, and a 
branch college or university for the 
Instruction of colored youths, be 
amended to read as follows:

Sec. 10. In pursuance of constltn- 
tlonul authority and direction the 
State having established the Univer­
sity of Texas at Austin, in Travis 
County: the -Agricultural and Mechan­
ical Collece of Texas at College Sta­
tion, in Brazos County; and the 
ITalrle View State Normal and Indus­
trial College for the instruction of 
colored youths of the State at Prairie 
View, In Waller County; and the Leg­
islature having established the Col­
lege of Industrial Arts at Denton, in 
Denton County, the said University of 
Texas, the said -Vgrlcultural and .Me­
chanical College of Texas, and the 
said College of Industrial Arts for 
white girls, are hereby declared sep­
arate state institutions and independ­
ent In organization. The Texas State 
Medical College, located at Galveston, 
in Galveston County, and tbe School 
of Mines. located at El Paso, in El 
Paso County, are constituted branches 
of the University of Texas. The 
Prairie View State Normal and Indus­
trial College for the ins:ruction of col­
ored youths is constituted a branch 
of lAe .Agricultural and .Mechaulca! 
College of Texas.

Sec. 11. To better enable the Ubl- 
verslty of Texas and its constitutional 
branches; the Agricultural and Me­
chanical College of Texas and the 
Prairie View State Normal and Indus­
trial College, to fulfill the purposes 
for which created, all lands and other 
property heretofore set apart and 
appropriated for the e s t a b l i s h ­
ment ,  endowment, an d  m a i n- 
lenance of the Cniversity of Texas 
and its constitutional branches, to­
gether with the proceeds of the sale 
of such lands heretofore made, or 
hereafter to be made, for the support 
and benefit of either institution, shall 
constitute a permanent fund for the 
University of Texas, the Agricultural 
and Mechanical College of Texas, and 
for the Prairie View State Normal and

Industrial College; prorldad, that 
when the permanent University en­
dowment shall, by constitutional and 
statutory authority, be apportioned to 
the institutions named it shall be di­
vided between the University of Tex­
as, the Agricultural and Mechanical 
College of Texas, and the Prairie 
View State Nodkal and Industrial 
College in the following manner: To 
the University of Texas, sixty-six and 
two-thirds (66 2-3) per cent, and the 
Agricultural and Mechanical College 
of Texaa, thirty-three and one-tRird 
(33 1-3) per cent; and the governing 
board of the Agricultural and Mechan­
ical College of Texas shall apportion 
to the Prairie View State Normal and 
Industrial College for colored youths 
such part of, or interest in, the said 
thirty-three and one-third (33 1-2) per 
cent as may be determined equitably 
by said governing board. Tbe priu- 
cipal of ail funds accruing to each in­
stitution from the division of the 
University endowment under the pro­
visions of this sectlo:> shall, whenever 
tbe said endowment is divided, consti­
tute tbe permanent fund of each, and 
ahall be invested as the permanent 
public free school fund is now or may 
hereafter be authorized by law to be 
Invested: and the governing boards of 
the University of Texas and the Af- 
ricultural and Mechanical College of 
Texas shall be authorized, with the 
approval of the Governor, and in the 
manner to be provided by law, to issue 
bonds for permanent improvements, 
such bond issues to be based upon the 
permanent funds of the institution 
issuing them: and the governing 
board of each institution shall make 
provision from the income derivable 
from its permanent fund for the pay­
ment of all bonds Issued under its 
authority as may be provided by law.

Sec. 12. The lands set apart to the 
University fund shall be sold under 
such regulatiors, at such times, and 
on such terms as may be provided by 
law; and the Legislature ahall provide 
for the prompt collection, at maturity, 
of all debts due on account of Univer­
sity lands heretofore sold, or that may 
hereafter be sold, and shall in neither 
event have the power to grant relief 
to tbe purchasers. And, until such 
time as the University endowment 
fund shall be divided, in accordance 
with constitutional and statutory au­
thority, the proceeds from the sale 
of lands, as realized and received into 
the Treasury of the State, together 
with such sum belonging to the funds 
as may now be in the Treasury, shall 
be invested as the permanent public 
free school fund is now or may here­
after be authorized by law to be in­
vested; and the interest accruing 
the«‘?on. and any income from the use 
of the said University lands, shall be 
subject td appropriation by the Legis­
lature. and may be available for tbe 
redemption of bonds baaed on the 
University endowment and to be re­
deemed from the said interest and 
income from the use of land, as may 
be provided by law, to aid in the con­
struction, equipment and maintenance 
of the University of Texas and the 
Agricultural and Mechanical College 
of Texas, and the total of such bond 
Issues outstanding shall at no time 
exceed four and oue-hAlf million dol­
lars, and the Legislature is hereby 
authorized to appropriate out of the 
general revenues of the State such 
moneys as may be necessary to cover 
deficiencies in tbe Interest and sink­
ing fund accounts of the bond issues 
herein provided for. Provided, that 
the one-tenth of tbe alternate sections 
of the lands granted to railroads, re­
served by the State, which were aet 
apart and appropriated to the estab­
lishment of “ The UBlverslty of Texas" 
by an Act of the Legislature of Feb­
ruary 11. 1858, entitled “An Act to 
Establish ‘The University of Texas,’ " 
shall not be included in or constitute 
a part of the permanent University 
fund.

Sec. 13. The Legislature shall 
provide by appropriation for the equip­
ment, maintenance and development 
of the University of Texas, and the 
branches of the said institution named 
in this Article and such other 
branches as may hereafter be estab­
lished by law; for the Azricultural 
and Mechanical College of Texas and 
its branches as now or hereafter may 
be established by law; for the College 
of Industrial Arts for the education 
of white girls; for State Normal 
Schools; and for the Prairie View 
State Normal and Industrial College 
for colored youths.

instruction in the professions, of a 
University of the first class; and for 
instruction in all those branches of 
learning which relate to agriculture, 
animal husbandry, the natural sci­
ences, purs and applied, connected 
therewith, the mechanic arts and mil­
itary science and tactics, requisite to 
the development of an Agricultural 
and .Mechanical College of the first 
class; and for the education of white 
girls in the literary branches, the 
arts and sciences, and in social and 
domestic economy of the age, as may 
be necessary to establish and main­
tain a College of Industrial Arts of 
the first class for white girls, and for 
instruction in all the branches reqiii 
site to the development of normal 
schools of the first class.

Sec. 15. The Prairie View State 
Normal and Industrial College for the 
instruction of colored youths of the 
State, having been located at Prairie 
View, in Waller County, as a branch 
of the University o f Texas, it hereby 
declared a branch of tbe AgricuH'^ral

pal clergy and the lay committees, in 
cooperation with the national headquar 
ters for the drive In New York City, are 
preparing to perfect parish organl/.a 
tlons that will insure the success of the 
Episcopal campaign during the comint, 
months. For the purimse of the cam 
palgn the nation has been divided Int' 
four areas, the western area Including 
California. Washington, Oregon. .Nc 
vada, Arizona, Idaho, Utah and Nev.
