“Whalecome the strangers.”

The good that this meeting has
secomplished ean never be estimat-
ad. At the first meeting thirty vears
ago there were only three profess-
ing Christians, aside from the
pireacher. on the ground. At 2
meeting for men only last Sunday
afternoon where the S15.000 ransom
fund for the two aviators held by
Mexican benditti was raised in less
than 5 minutes there were present
162 men, less than ten of whom
were not active christiens, Th
conversions which have taken place
at this Campmeeting would eom-
pare favorably with those related
by Harold Bevbie in his “Time Born
Men.” At the meeting just closed
there were 12 conversions all of
whom joined some one of tho
churches participating in the meet-
ing.

Either Caustic Soda or Caustic Potash
Without Other Substances lIs
Satisfactory,

(Prepared Ly the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

Vhen circumstances are fgvorable,
as in the case of farmers \\'*m build
up their herds by raising the progeny,
the horns may be prevented from
growing ‘by a simple and practically
painless method, and the custom of
preventing the growth of the horns is

The calf should
be treated not later than one week af-
ter its birth, preferably when it is
from three to five days old. The agent
to be used may be either ecaunstic soda
or caustic potash, both of which may
be procured in the drug stores in the
form of sticks about the thickness of
an ordinary lead pencil and 5 inches
long. These caustics must be handled

with care, as they dissolve the cuticle !

l

and may make the ‘hands or fingers |

sore. The preparation of the calf con-
sists in first clipping the hair from the
parts, washing clean with soap and
warm water, and thoroughly drying
with a cloth or towel. The stick of
caustic should be wrapped in a piece
of paper to profect the hands and fin-
gers, leaving one end of the stick un-
covered.

Moisten the uncovered end slightly
and rudb it on the horn buttons or little
points which may be felt on the calf’s
hLead, first on ene and then the other.
alternately, two e¢r three times on
each, allowing the caustic to dry after

each application. Be very careful to
anply the caustic to the horn button
only. If it is brought in contact with

the surrounding skin it will ecause pain.
Ko very ecareful also not to have too
much moeisiure on the stick of eaustie,
as it will remove the skin if allowed
to run down over the face. After treat-
ment, keep the calf protected from
rain, as water on the head after the
application of caustie will cause it to
run down over the face. This must
be carefully avoided.

Either caustic soda or canstie pot-
ash alone, without the admixture of
