THANKSGIVING IN THE HOLY
LAND
—0—

The average American has an idea
thal Thanksgiving is a na‘ional hol-
iday pecudiar to his country and
celebrated because of proclamations
issued by the President and by gov-

ernors of stales, whereas the feast
of Thanksgiving is observed in many
other countries. One of ‘he many
interesting observances of this feast
is hald by the Jews in Jeruselam,
though it is celebrated in a very
different manner from hat we are
accustomed to think of Thanksgiv-
ing, says a writer in the Loz Ange-
tes Times,

While here we celebrale the day
by discontinuing all business and
ziving up ourselves mostly to the
Thanksgiving dinner, in the far
Ease the Thanksgiving is continued
as a religious service for several
days, though accompaied by much
merry-making, during which all
business is suspended. This ancient
Hebrew people, elinging to the mem
ory of their glorious past, drawn
near to each other because of their

common love for their peculiar
traditions and for “heir “Torah”
their solace through the ages

gathep in colonies in sites theirs by
right through inheritance, though
not granted "hem by the usurpers
of their land. Drivey through the
centuries, from country to country,
perseculed for ther religion and
massacred by the injustice of rad-
ical prejudice, they now flock o
their owp country, selling all thep
possess to pay the voyage, and come
to look upon the land where ived
thgir patriarchs and prophets and
to die and be buried on holy soil.

The three greates' feasts in which
the Jew remembers his past and
fulfils @ all the details possible
the old Mosaic law in the land
promised Lo Moses so many centu-
ries ago. are the Passover. Taber-
naclos and Penfacost. It is al the
Feast of Passover that he offers the
Paschal sacrifice in the temple on
Mount Sinai, sinee upon ifs stands
a gorgeous mosque where only Is-
lam bends the knee and bows he
head in adoration to Alap and Mo-
hammed. Yet there are times when
the Jew in his own aneient land
rejoices and is glad. With thanks
tlo his God for the existence 'oday
of his race—still sel apart— and
with great festivily he commemor-
ates God’s wonderful preservation
of this people and celebraies the re-
m'ul\.nblo- events in their history.

He is elated at the privilege of be-

ing able to celebrate his own feasts
in the place where thev wepe in-
slitused, and this ig enlirely possi-
ble at the Feast of Thanksgiving,
for it is a fedival for the Swvna-
zogue and the home, and there are
no obstacles in the Holy Land fo
the fulfilling of every le'ter of the
law in regard lo this ecelebration.
