New Freezing Method
for Preserving Fish

Im provem ents in refrigeration  m eth­
ods which may resu lt in w idespread 
changes In system s of storing and 
shipping perishable foods are  being 
put Into effect by a group of shipping 
experts, fish d istribu to rs, and oflicials 
of the A tlantic  experim ental sta tion  
for fisheries of the C anadian govern­
ment.

The cen tral idea of the new m ethod 
is th a t food.s preserved by freezing 
should be chilled rapidly instead of 
slowly. F ille ts  of large fish are 
w rapped in waxed paper and packed 
tightly  in narrow  cans and sunk in a 
rap id ly  c ircu lating  bath  of very cold  ̂
brine. Small fish a re  w rapped and 
packed whole. I

F ish  preserved by the  new rapid [ 
freezing m ethod have been kept for ; 
six months, and when thaw ed and | 
cooked could not be d istinguisher from  :

Sweetbread and 

Cucumber Salad.— 
Prepare  the sweet­
breads by parboil­
ing and removing 
all the Inedible por­
tion, then drop into 
cold w ater to make 
firm aga in : add a 

tablespoonfui of vinegar to the w ater. 
A fter standing an hour, drain and 
cut Into pieces. Cut Into cubes half 
the am ount of cucumbers, mix all to­
gether w ith a highly seasoned mayon­
naise which has been mixed with half 
Its bulk in whipped cream. When 
well blended, heap lightly Into nests 
of tender lettuce. Serve w ith toasted 
wafers.

Celery Jelly  Salad.—P ut two cup­
fuls of stra ined  tom atoes, a . table­
spoonful of grated  onion, a bay leaf 
and a pinch of celery seed Into a 
saucepan; bring to the boiling point 
and set aside for fifteen m inutes to 
keep hot. Add half a package of gela­
tin which has been soaked In half a 
cupful of cold w ater, one-half tea ­
spoonful of salt, and the Juice of half 
a lemon. Stand over boiling w ater un­
til the gelatin Is dissolved; strain , s tir  
In a quantity  of finely cut tender cel­
ery and set on Ice to set, stirring  oc­
casionally until It begins to thicken. 
Mold In small cups and chill. Serve 
on beds of lettuce and mask with a 
rich mayonnaise.

Apple Lemon Pie.—Take two cup­
fuls of chopped apple, one cupful of 
sugar, the Juice and rind of a lemon, 
one egg well beaten, half cupful of 
water, and the sam e of cracker 
crumbs. Bake in a two-crust pie In a 
m oderate oven.

Peas, Pickles. Peanuts Salad.—Take 
an equal quantity  of peas and pea­
nuts with enough chopped sour pickle 
to add zest. Serve on slices of orange, 
garnished with parsley. Serve w ith a 
highly seasoned boiled dressing.

Tapioca Pears.—('ook tapioca and 
bake with canned pears, adding grated 
lemon rind and bu tter. A little  lemon 
Juice adde<l to the sauce which may be 
made from the pear Juice will add to 
the flalor.

Mock Duck.—Take pork tenderloins 
and split them lengthwise. Make a 
dressing as for turkey. But dressing 
In the meat, sew It up, season, lard  with 
strips of salt pork, add u little  hot 
viSMcr and4tJCEe for fort.v-five minutes.

J e l l y  F l u  ff.— 
Take half a glass 
of Jelly and tlie 

w hite of one egg; beat until stiff and 
the m ixture will stand up alone. Heap 
In sherbet cups and top w ith a little  
egg white mixed with sugar or a bit 
of whipped cream.

Another nice fiuff which is well 
liked la prepared as follows: G rate 
a medium-sized apple and mix with 
sugar td taste , add an egg white and 
whip until stiff. This may he served 
with a thin custard  sauce, Ice cold, or 
the fluff heaped over small cup cakes.

Emergency Deeeerte.— Steam any 
leftover cake and serve with m arsh­
mallow sauce. Mix one cupful of 
brown sugar w ith three tahlesj>oon- 
fuls of flour, add one and one-half 
cupfuls of boiling w ater and cook until 
smooth, add a generous grating  of 
nutm eg and two tahlespoonfuls of bu t­
te r  with a dash of lemon juice and 
rind. Just before serving have the 
sauce boiling hot and add a few m arsh­
mallows cut into quarters.

Caramel Cornstarch Pudding.— 
Brown one-half cupful of sugar until 
it forms a sirup In the pan, then add 
a pint of boiling m ilk; s tir  until the 
caram el is dissolved—this will take 
time. .-Vdd two tahlespoonfuls of corn­
starch  mixed with a little  cold milk 
and cook until the starch  is thorough­
ly cooked. I’our Into sherbet glasses 
and garnish with a spoonful of 
whipped cream  topped with a piece of 
preserved ginger for each glass.

Chicken Loaf.—Cook a fowl In 
w ater until the m eat falls from the 
bones. ~ S train, put the broth Into a 
saucepan and reduce to three cupfuls 
by boiling. Add one-half package of 
gelatin. Separate the m eat from the 
hones and shred fine. But the chicken 
Into a well-rinsed mold, season the 
broth and pour over It. Set away to 
harden and serve on lettuce with 
m ayonnaise dres.slng. A good Imita­
tion for a hurry-up dish Is canned 
chicken with chicken broth or canned 
soup used Instead of the fresh fowl.

S n o w b a l l s .—Spread cookeil rice an 
Inch thick over squares of coarse mus­
lin wet In cold w ater. In the center 
of each place a canned peach or apri­
cot. or iM-ar. Tie carefully and steam 
ten minutes. Serve with a sauce pre­
pared by thickening the fru it Juice 
from the can, adding a little  b u tte r to 
make It richer.

TO SECURE TIME
FOR EXTRA TASKS

Various Odds and Ends Are 
Confronted at Once.

(P p ^ p a r^ d  by  th e  U n ite d  S ta fe a  D e p a r tm e n t  
o f  A g r ic u ltu re .)

A period of spring freshening Is 
Inevitable in every good housekeep­
e r’s calendar, no m atte r how careful 
and system atic she may be about 
cleaning throughout the year. The 
furnace fire Is dl.spensed w ith ; 
screens go u p ; portieres and many 
window curta ins come down or are 
exchanged for those of more season­
able fab rics; slip covers appear, and 
best rugs as well as w inter flannels 
a re  put away with moth marbles. 
Such changes an these, as well as 
m iscellaneous tasks of tu rn ing  out 
boxes and cupboards, m ending fu r­
nishings and getting  rid of articles 
no longer wanted, confront one al­
m ost sim ultaneously, and while many 
of them  are  not. strictly  speaking, 
cleaning processes, doing them  fre­
quently reveals corners th a t have 
been overlooked or th a t need a tten ­
tion and rearrangem ent.

In the home th a t Is alw ays kept 
reasonably clean the actual w ashing 
of woodwork, windows, floors or fu r­
n itu re  may be less of an extra task 
In the general spring freshening than 
attending  to these other require­
ments. If  the housekeeper's tim e Is 
alread.v largel.v consumed by the or­
dinary duties of her home It he' omes 
a problem to get In such additional 
Jobs. As n‘*arj.v all of them require 
some decision on her part, they can­
not he delegated successfully to any­
one else, BO she must find some way 
of gaining tim e for them without n e g ­
lecting the dally needs of the famll.v.

The bureau of liome economics of 
the United S tates D epartm ent of Ag­
ricu ltu re  suggests th a t In such cases 
a tim e schedule or plan of work may 
he of real assistance. It should he 
made several weeks before the period 
of spring change Is due, and followed 
until the transform ation  of the house 
Is completed. Begin by keeping a 
record for one week of the tim e ac­
tually  spent In .vour successive activi­
ties each da.v. Include housework, 
sleeping, dressing, care of the chil­
dren, talk ing  or teIei>horilng, and any 
o ther ways you spent your time.

Now go over these tim e records da.v 
h.v da.v to see how long you spent on 
routine work, and w hat free tim es 
a re  available, even In spaces as short 
ns five m inutes, or half-hours. De­
cide, first, w hether any of the tasks 
recorded could he elim inated alto­
gether, a t least for the period of 
ex tra  spring work, or delegated to 
some one else, perm anently  or tempf>- 
rarlly . Gould one of the children set 
the talile, sort the laundry or dust 
the living room? Gonld .you siutd the 
w ashing out for a few weeks, to gain 
tim e for those tasks no one rise  hut 
.vfMirself can possibly do? Then see 
w hether time could he gjilned by 
speeding up any of the regular work. 
Your method of dishw ashing may he 
a t fau lt; you cr.n a t least simplify 
meals for a while, so as to have fewer 
dishes and cooking utensils to wash. 
lifTeen m inutes galm 'd on several 
little  tasks dally will prove worth 
while. Think It all out clearly. liOoic 
a t the location of the scattered short 
periods of free time. Gould any of 
these be brought together by combin­
ing o ther duties In a dIfTerent order? 
The longer the spdee of time avail­
able the more one can accoinpllsti. 
Such a Blight change as rising a little  
earlie r (offset, of course, by going to 
bed earlie r I) may enable you to pre­
pare  part of dinner early In the day 

[ while getting breakfast and bo leave 
I a longer space free later.

Vary White Sauce Used 
in Serving Many Dishes

To vary the white sauce used In 
serving such dishes ns creamed pota­
toes, eggs, toast nr vegetahles, or In 
m aking scalloped dishes, try  adding 
half a cupful of cottage cheese to 
each pint of sauce. Cool the sauce 
slightly before adding It to the cheese, 
says the United S tates D epartm ent of 
Agriculture. S tir till well blended, 
and then reheat In a double holler. 
Avoid boiling the sauce a fte r the 
cheese Is ad<lcd.

If the cheese Is Btrongly acid It 
may he necessary to add a small 
am ount of baking soda to It before 
mixing with the sauce. If  a half a 
cupful of cheese Is to he used dis­
solve a q uarte r of a teaspoonful of 
so<la In a little  hot milk or w ater and 
blend with the cheese, then combine 
the la tte r  with the sauce.

V ariations In the flavor of the 
sauce may he made by seasoning with 
cayenne p ep p e r; by mixing a dash 
of curry powder with the flour used 
to thicken the sauce ami adding a 
few drops of onion Juice; by adding 
n little  W orcestershire sauce and 
some finely chopped f)ar.sley; or by 
adding chopped parsley and pimen- 
toes.

Crusader Towns
Get Into News

Tw entieth century fighters arrived  to 
fight against the  T urks and Germans, 
Ruad was occupied by the French, 
and today its  cen tral castle, dom inat­
ing the  low-lying island, and in turn  
dom inated by a iighthouse, is the 
prison of political prisoners.

*'Ruad s tirs  the im agination because, 
quarry ing  away its tiny coast line to 
construct a m egalithic wall which 
dropped sheer to the surf, the Arva- 
dians shut them seives into a place 
where, lacking a fieet they would 
starve, but sallying forth  from there 
they dom inated the m ainiand as fa r  as 
the Oronies, including the Nosariyeb 
hills, now inhabited by descendants 
of severai m js tic  sects and those who 
gave the word assassin to the world.

“Today the  men of Ruad are  skillful 
m ariners as of old and in the lee wa­
te rs  between the Island and the main­
land, there  are  many small ships. 
These ships are  all th a t tu rn  the  bai- 
ance of trad e  in favor of the island, 
enabling it to live, for all the food 
is im ported from the m ainland. It is 
a tiny Ilrlta in  anuind which one can 
row In half an hour, and the boatman 
wbo ferried  me across from T artu s In 
a heavy boat eiiuij)ped with four «»ars- 
men and a sail was glad to add a trip  
around Ruad to the ferry  pas.sage for 
the prom ise of an ex tra  fiO per cent 
added to the 75 cent fare  which was 
the minimum for a direct crossing.

“Tonight I sa t In a T artu s  cafe full 
of m uleteers in conical felt caps, 
•slouchy and com fortable, and town 
folks in tarbouches well pressed and 
ruddy in the light.”

Wisconsin Town Saved From Flood by S2uidbags

Dispatches From  Syria Re­
call Forgotten Places.

W ashington.—D ispatches from Syria 
tell of political p risoners being sent 
to Ruad, and m ention o ther places 
which elnerge into the day’s  news, a f t­
e r lying in the back w aters of world 
h istory since the tim e of the Crusades.

In a comm unication to the National 
Geographic society, M aynard Owen 
W ililam s tells of a recent trip  he 
made through th is Iiistoric, but alm ost 
forgotten, region.

"As one comes up to  T a rtu s  from 
the  south, having left the ru ins of 
M arathus behind and draw n a so rt of 
coast circle around the  shorew ard 
side of Ruad, the m ost prom inent fea­
tu re  of the  landscape is a huge C ru­
sader church bulking large above the 
town. The in terior, when one has en­
tered  it, through a small breach in the 
age-browned wall, color of crum bling 
new spaper falling  aw ay from some 
treasu re  it enveloped, or of nut brown 
mummy w rapping is pleasing in its 
grace. Time, however has worn fin­
ger holes in the  once rounded col­
umns, and It resem bles the workshop 
of a carnival com m ittee or a pageant 
board because artless  battlem ents. Jig- 
sawed from  th in  lum ber, fill one cor­
ner.

Mosque Is Deserted.
"The C rusader church stands alone 

between flat-roofed houses and the fe r­
tile plain, edged with spiny cactus. 
On the right-hand forw ard corner i 
th ere  is a small tow er erected when 
there  were plans of m aking a mosque 
of th is vast barn  of a building. But 
T artu s  Is small and a mosque, like 
a cafe, is a t its best when embellished 
w ith hum ans compacted together. A 
g rea t face, high under upturned 
domes, may need only the complement 
of a lowly, kneeling figure to make 
It a house of worsldp. The mosque, 
lacking the presence, needs a more 
com panionable upholstery of living 
beings in it. So the church, no longer 
church, is saved from the desecration 
of non-Christian worship and aban­
doned to the desecration of dirt.

“In the walled town (the roadw ay 
from  the south en ters a hole hacke<l 
in Phoenician m asonry cooval with 
Solomon’s tem ple perhaps) there  is a 
O u s a d e r ’s hall, the outside of which 
runs along one side of the square. 
B ut search as I would, .no m atter 
how many Moslem women or village 
boys guided me aimut, 1 was not able 
to  see the inside of th is hall, now di­
vided among many owners.

“A little  fa r th e r  on, its  m egallthic 
foundations sloping to the di.sused 
m oat, there  is a form er church now a 
mosque, with a really  fine m inaret

proclaim ing its  presence. AI)ove the 
arched doorway a cross has given way 
to a sort of trefoil which disguises the i  below 
effncernent, and the imam, handsome 
and comm anding in presence, is so 
cordial a friend tha t one cannot be­
grudge him the privilege of in stru c t­
ing the youths in a narrow  corridor of 
a room flanking the main hall.

“The studen t may. If he will, trace 
the m egallthic wall most of the way 
around the town. Rut to w hat pur­
pose? Does counting stones awaken 
the im agination? Or does one huge 
block, its  cheek bulging beyond the 
carefully  cut edge.s trim m ed to a per­
fect line along the seam, betray  tiie 
workm anship as akin to th a t which 
H iram  did for his Jew ish friends on 
Mount Zion?

TRY PSYCHOLOGY AS AID
IN TEACHING DEAF TO READ

Scientist Reports That Visual Method 
Is Helpful in Learning In ­

tangible Wcrds.

W ashington.—A new way of teach­
ing the  deaf to read, in which the word 
symbols are  learned by the deaf child 
by visual study, has been made prac­
tical by recent advances In psychol­
ogy, according to Dr. A rthur I. Gates, 
professor of educational psychology in 
Columbia university.

Doctor Gates has been attending  the 
convention of school superin tendents 
of the National Educational associa­
tion here to present the resu lts  of re­
cent tes ts  before the educators.

“T he main difficulty has been to con­
vey to  the  deaf child the  meaning of 
such words as ‘when,’ ‘above,’ ‘these,’ 
and ‘b u t/  which are  quite essential 
to  ord inary  reading,” Doctor Gates 
explains. “T hese  difficulties were 
previously considered by teschers  of

the deaf to he well-nigh Insurm ount­
able. but p rim iples of learning now 
avaiiabi** from p«ycliol<ury .suggest 
meanr. of overcoming tlicni.

"The underlying theory is tb:it the 
deaf could be tJiucht to understand 
words pre.sented visually quite as 
readily and as fully as tbe normal 
child learns to understand words pre- 
sente<l orall.v. There seems no reason 
to believe th a t it Is harder fundam en­
tally  to assfwiate m eanings with visual 
symbols than  with autlltfwy signs.”

The first test of th is procedure is 
being made In the .school of the New 
York Society for the Improvement of 
Instruction to the Deaf, with prom is­
ing results.

T hat m ethods of teaching the deaf 
children to read are  uot fully adequate 
a t present is shown by Investigations 
made two years ago. Doctor G ates 
showed. It was found th a t deaf chil- 
dr«D. ereit those taught in first-rate in-
