SUM M ERY SALADS

There Is nothing in the food Una 
which “ touches the sjiot” equal to a 

fresh, crisp, well- 
made salad.

T o m a t o ,  C u- 
eumbtr and Onion 
Salad.—If the to­
matoes are small, 
c u t th em  In to  
halves; if large, 
Into slices. Heap 

on each a mixture of a tahlespoonful of 
onion to three of cucumbers, all cut 
into very small cubes, and marinated 
with French dressing. Top with a 
spoonful of mayonnaise dressing. I f 
the onion Is not enjoyed, or less is 
used, add celery.

Lemon Salad.—ITepare a package 
of lemon pudding, pour Into a long 
shallow dish. When firm cut Into 
small cubes and mix with pineapplf, 
also cube<l, and a little firm tomato for 
color. Heap on head lettuce and serve 
with mayonnaise.

Tomato Aspic Salad.—Cook two 
cupfuls of toui;<o and one onion for 
twenty minutes, add one teaspoonful 
of salt and two of sugar; when well 
dissolved strain and add four table- 
spoonfuls of gelatin which has been 
softened In a tablespoonful of water; 
mix and stir until the gelatin Is dls- 
8oIve<l. Pour Into molds and serve 
with shredded lettuce and mayonnaise 
dressing.

Ceylon Tomato Salad.—Peel three 
solid tomat«»es, cut them Into tulip­
shaped forms by cutting nearly 
through from the blossom to the stem 
end. Place on a tender leaf of lettuce, 
add a teaspoonful of chopped onion to 
the center of each, fill with freshly 
grated coconut and sprinkle with a 
tiny hit of green pepper finely 
chopped. Prepare a French dressing 
using the coconut milk, lemon Juice, 
seasoning and a little olive oil. Beat 
well and i»our over the salad.

Tomato and Peart Salad.—This is 
a most delightful comhinution; each 
brings out the flavor of the other. Ar­
range tomatoes cut Into eighths, pears 
also In eighths in alternating sections. 
Sprinkle with French dressing and 
then arrange on lettuce and serve with 
a rich mayonnaise dressing.

Creamed Celery in Cheese Shell.—  
Use the shell of a pineapple or Edam 
cheese for a receptacle. Cook celery 
until tender, add a creamed sauce with 
a few mushrooms or a chopped sweet­
bread, or oysters in season. Pour Into 
the shell and bake until tbe crumbs 
covering the top are brown. Do not 
have the oven too hot or the cheese 
will melt and the beauty of the dish 
will be spoiled. Wrap the cheese with 
dampened paper or cloth to avoid 
burning If the oven is overheated.

Celery cooked, serA-ed with a white 
sauce and grated cheese, makes a most 
tasty luncheon or supper dish. Serve 
baked covered with buttered crumbs.

Seasonable Dishes.
Now that the delectable field mush­

rooms are ready, let us try some new 
consblnations.

Sweetbreads and Mush­
rooms.— P a r b o i 1 tw o  
pairs of sweetbreads and 
remove the fiber. Cut 
each into two pieces. 
Heat a tahlespoonful of 
butter, lay them in IL 
cook quickly, turning 
once. Season with salt 

and pepi>er and i v  on a hot dish. 
Have ready a cupful of fresh mush­
rooms cooked in butter for five min­
utes, add them to a cupful of rich 
cream which has been thickened with 
a tahlespoonful of flour and well 
cooked. Pour the sauce around the 
sweetbreads on a hot platter.

Tomato Rarebit.— Spread slices of 
whole wheat bread with butter, salt, 
dry mustard, Worcestershire (a few 
drops) all well mixed, cover with a 
slice of tomato, tlien add grated 
cheese. Put over the second slice of 
bread, press together an<l saute in a 
little butter until hot and the cheese 
melte<l.

Head Lettuce W ith Sherry's Dress­
ing.— Wa.sh and drain the lettuce and 
place In a cold place to chill. I'or the 
dressing chop one small Spanish 
onion, add two tahlespoonfuls each of 
chopi>e(l red and green pepper, one 
tahlespoonful each of salt, powdered 
sugar and chopi>ed parsley, a few 
dashes «>f cayenne pei>per, one-fourth 
cupful of vinegar and thr»*e-fourths of 
a cupful of olive oil. Put Into a mason 
Jar, shake for five minutes, let stand 
one hour before using, then shake 
again just as It Is served.

Ginger Ice Cream.—Use a vanilla 
Ice cream n?clpi’, taking one table­
spoonful of vanilla, three tahle.spoon- 
fuls of ginger sirup and one-half cup­
ful of the fliAiIy chopped ginger. 
Freeze as usual. Use a sauce of the 
chopped ginger and sirup.

Crown Roast of Lamb.—Have the 
crown roast prepared at the market, 
having It large enough to hoy when 
served plenty of buttered peas for the 
number to be served. Wrap the bones 
carefully while roasting with slices 
of salt pork, to keep them from burn­
ing—remove when ready to serve. 
Serve with the center heaped with but­
tered green peas.

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Far Best Resalts in
Color Combinations

No general rales for the selection 
o f colors and color schemes for homes 
c®n be laid down without Including a 
vast list of exceptions. It is po^ible 
to make certain exceptions and com­
ments, however, which, when applied 
with common sense and discretion, 
will be a guide and a warning. They 
must be taken liberally.

It Is almost always the case that a 
house looks best when It blends Into 
Its background and surroundings; the 
roof, therefore, when against the sky 
should be of subdued tone and color, 
but can be brighter when against fo­
liage or other buildings. While a large 
house can be dark, a small one cannot 
afford to be, for dark walls or light 
walls with dark trim will make it 
seem still jimaller. In selecting color 
combinations, the best results are 
Usually found In varying shades of the 
same color, as the walls of a stucco 
house might be buff, the trim Ivory 
and the roof brown.

While patchiness should be avoided, 
there should be always a contrasting 
relief to large surfaces of one color, 
as trim and shutters in a contrasting 
color of tone will relieve the monotony 
of evenly-tonefl walls.

When cornices, moldings and trim 
are painted white, on a white or light 
house. It Is a shadow that brings them 
out; such trim should therefore be 
wide and with deep projections. To 
paint this trim In contrast with walls 
would make It entirely too heavy; 
contrasting trim should be narrower 
and shallower.

One back yard laid 
out into a pretty garden In a block Is 
usually an effective piece of mission­
ary work which excites emulation 
among the neighbors whose disorderly 
and unattractive rear areas are shown 
up. The laying out of a back yard 
Into a little formal^ garden is a very 
simple matter which can be accom­
plished by any one.

For small areas the formal garden 
Is often best, as the naturalistic style 
does not lend Itself well to small areas, 
and back yards are so frightfully In­
formal, as a rule, that they almost 
clamor for order. The chief reason for 
formality in a garden is to secure pro­
portion and a balanced and orderly 
distribution of the space. Few of us 
possess a*sense of proportion, but it j 
can be attained by geometrical designs 
without difficulty.— New York Times.

In the latter part of June, when 
less bedding is required, most hou.se- 
iKcpers begin to think about washing 
the blankets and putting the heavier 
ones away for next winter. You will 
want to store these l>l«nket3 in fresh 
spotless condition, not only because it 
makes it so much easier and pleasant­
er in the fall when they are again put 
into use. but because experience has 
shown that moths do not attack clean 
woolen articles as readily as those 
that are soiled. So the chances of 
complete protection from moths are 
better If you wash the blankets now.

( ’hoose a bright, moderately warm, 
breezy day each time you plan to 
wash blankets— for in a large house­
hold they will most likely be done a 
few at a time and you will then be 
sure that they will dry quickly and 
evenly. The warmth of the blanket 
de|:>end.s verj’ largely upon the amount 
of nap. When the blankets are thor­
oughly dry you can raise the nap by 
brushing them well with a clean stiff 
whisk broom. Hand cards, such as are 
used for combing wool, are even bet­
ter for the pun>ose. There is some 
loss of wool In napidng a blanket, but 
the r^u lt is a fluffier, (amsequently 
warmer, blanket.

Store in Cedar Chest.
After they have been washed, the 

best place to store heavy winter 
blankets over the summer Is in a 
ce<iar chest. Any tight box or con­
tainer. however, may be used if .vou 
scatter moth balls or naphthalene 
flakes through the folds, or the blan­
kets may be securely wrapped In

To keep the grains 
sefxirnte and prevent them from be­
ing sticky, wash the rice thorough­
ly until all the loose starch Is re­
moved. Have the milk hot and drop 
the grains slowly Into it. add a tea­
spoonful of salt, and cook for about 
one-half hour <mvered. Then remove 
the lid from the double boiler and 
cook slowly for a little longer until 
the rice has dried out somewhat. Turn 
It l” to a pan. cover it with a lid, and 
put It In a hot oven for a few mln- 
utM to dry out more.

Of all the textile fibers, wool per­
haps requires the greatest care In 
washing, sayS the United States De­
partment of Agriculture. I f  moist 
wool Is nibbe<l, if It is exposed to in­
tense heat or cold or rapid change of 
temperature, or if strong alkalis are 
put into the wash or rinse water, the 
w'ool fibers are likely to becnime hard 
and shrunken, and white ones will be 
yellowed. Idankets therefore which 
are warmest when fluffy need careful 
handling. Wash them in lukewarm 
suds made of neutral soap and rinse 
them in lukewarm water. Soft water 
Is, of course, best, but do not use 
water that has been softened with 
large quantities of strong washing 
powders. I f  anything at all besides 
the soap is put into the water, use 
lM>rax or ammonia. Also do not rub 
soap right on the blankets, but dis­
solve It in the water and put the 
blankets Into a large quantity of this 
lukewarm suds. Woolen materials ab­
sorb a great deal of water so you will 
need more suds than for cotton, linen, 
or other fabrics.

To Dry Blanket.
To dry the blanket, hang it over a 

line with from a fo^|rth to a half oa 
one side. Squeeze the ex<?ess water 
out of the ends occasionally. As blan­
kets are generally washed In warm 
weather, the precaution about never 
allowing woolens to freeze Is unneces­
sary. but If possible, hang the blankets 
where there Is a current of warm air 
to help them dry evenly and quickly.

Distinguish Hard Wheat
From Soft by Practice

The housekeeper can distinguish 
hard-wheat from soft-wheat, flour with 
a little practice. Flours from soft 
wheats have a velvety texture some­
what like cornstarch. Those from 
hard wheat are usually more gritty. 
Experts detect this difference by rub­
bing a pinch of flour lightly between 
the thumb and the third finger. 
.•Squeeze a handful of flour tightly, 
then open the hand. If the flour re­
mains In a mold and shows the im­
pression of the fingers it Is probably 
a flour from .soft wheat. Hard-wheat 
flour acts more like a powder and the 
mold breaks up readll.v. A quart of 
hard-wheat flour that has been sifted 
once, dipped lightly into the measure, 
and then levele<l off weighs about Id 
or 17 ounce.s, or even more. A quart 
of soft-wheat flour sifted and mens 
ured in the same way weighs only 
about 14 or 15 ounces.

H
OW many words do yoa 

know?

Shakespeare used about 
23,000 words. A  six-year- 

old child knows nearly a 
thousand. An uneducated 

person knows 3,000 to 6,000 
words. The “average" per-

4 son knows 8,000 to 10,000.
A  college graduate knows 
more than 20,000. Lawyers, 
doctors, and ministers know upwards 
o f 25,000 words. An editor knows 40,- 
000. Woodrow Wilson used more than 
00,000 In three of his books.

Do words Interest you? Have you 
any Idea of the number of them In 
American speech or In the EIngllsh 
language?

Come along, then, and have a chat 
with a “word expert," Dr. Frank H. 
Tlretelly, managing editor of Funk 
A Wagnalls "New Standard Diction­
ary.”  Doctor Vlzetelly, who Is re­
sponsible for the figures In the fore­
going paragraph, has had brought to 
his attention In the last fifteen years 
more than 515,000 words. He does 
not claim, of course, to remember the 
meaning of all of them, but It Is 
probable that he has a fairly good 
working vocabulary.

"The range of a man’s vocabulary 
depends on his occupation.”  Doctor 
Vlzetelly says: “A churchman, fa­
miliar with the Bible, will know the 
meaning of 8.674 different Hebrew 
words In the Old Testament, and of 
6,624 Greek words In the New Testa­
ment, or 14,206 words in all, with 
•orne duplicates, o f course. This is 
an exceptional case.

“The physician or surgeon knows 
more than this number. Take a 
rough summary o f the matters with 
which he must be familiar. There 
are in the body of man 707 arteries, 
71 bones, 70 convolutions, 433 muscles. 
230 nerves, 85 plexuses, and 103 
veins—total. 1.708.

“ In addition to this there are 1,300 
bacteria, 224 eponymic diseases, 500 
pigments, 295 poisons, 88 eponymic 
signs and symptoms of diseases, 744 
tests, and 109 tumors, or a total of 
4,968 matters relating to his profes­
sion alone.

“Then there are the names of about 
10,000 chemicals and drugs of which 
he must have more than a passing 
knowledge— total, 14,968 In all, and 
we have not referred to the science 
of hygiene or to allied professions, as 
dentistry, etc., or to his home life, his 
motor car, or airplane, and the world 
at large, of which he Is so Important 
a figure. These can barely be cov­
ered by 10,000 more— approximately 
25,000 words. .

“The lawyer also Is an exception. 
The most popular law dictionaries list 
approximately 13,000 term.s peculiar 
to the legal profession, and compre­
hensive as the law Itself may be. It 
does not In general embrace the vo­
cabulary of the home, for which add 
10.000 words, or 23,0(X) In all.

“How many words does a newspa­
per editor know? One estimated the 
extent of his vocabulary by the aid of

an abridged dictionary. Under each 
letter of the alphabet a page or more 
of words was selected at random and 
counted. He kept a record of primi­
tive and derivative words. That Is, 
among/ the former was put “meas­
ure” ; among the latter “ measurable,” 
“measureableness,” “measured,” “meas­
urer,” and “unmeasured.” Compound 
words whose meanings were clearly 
Indicated by their component were 
omitted; as “ clock-work,” “draft- 
horse,” “hard-earned.”

“Counting this way, he found an 
average of 20 primitive words and 
35 derivative words on each page. 
This would make, there being 814 
pages of vocabulary In this dictionary, 
a total of 16,210 of the former and 
28,400 o f the latter, or 45,000 In aU.

"Next he took a page In each letter, 
and on It he counted the words which 
It seemed any person of average In­
telligence would be able to use and 
understand. On 24 pages there 
were 268 primitive words and 221 
derivative, or nearly 9,000 In all 
of the former, and more than 7,000 of 
the latter. And, lastly, he made a 
count of very common words, such 
as even a poorly educated person 
could hardly escape knowing, and 
they were found to number 6,700 
primitive and 3,200 derivative.

"The department of psychology of 
one of our learned bodies recently In­
vestigated the matter of vocabularj 
acquisition, and disclosed the fact 
that the average child of from four 
to five years of age makes use of 1,700 
word.s,

“ In Its first year, the child acquired 
a vocabulary of from 10 to 20 
words. During Its second year this 
total was Increased to 300 or 400 
word.s, depending entirely upon en­
vironment. Before the close of the 
third year, the larger of these totals 
was more than doubled, so that the 
vocabulary at command aggregated 
from 600 to 1,000 words.

“ ShakefH>eare’s vocabulary has been 
put at 24,000, 21,000 or 15,000 words, 
and the apologist for a limited vo­
cabulary exclaims, “ What did he not 
achieve with theml”

“Had Shakespeare lived in our time 
he would have advanced with our 
progress, and the strength of his vo­
cabulary would have been double the 
number of words he used, but please 
remember that many of Shake8i>eare'8 
words are now archaic.

“Many words fell Into dl.suse when 
archery gave way to the gun, and 
things which were very useful when 
knighthood was In fiower, eventually 
were discarded. The passing of the 
tournament and jousts wltnes.sed the 
burial of a large collection of me­
dieval terms, even as the passing of 
armor (hd the same.

“When falconry became a dead

sport, its specific vocabulary was soon 
forgotten. Alchemy and superstition 
had a host of friends, but with the 
advance of our culture their lingo has 
been driven out of existence.

"Every well-read person of educa­
tion and fair ability Is able to define 
or understand, as u.>»ed nearly or per­
haps, more than 50,000 worcLs. The 
same person In conversation and writ­
ing will command not fewer than 15.- 
000 to 20,000, while a person who can­
not rend but who bus a good degree 
of native mental ability will command 
5,000 terms.

"But let It be clearly understood that 
If a new war breaks o*t tomorrow, 
whether It be between capital and la­
bor, or between races of different 
hue, or between the upper world and 
the lower world, the editor’s vocabu­
lary will keep pace with the events as 
they develop.

"Every social upheaval, even as 
every social reform, brings with it 
the means with which to describe Its 
various phases, and our si>eecb Is Ilkh 
the tide— ever at ebb and flow.

“What is the longest word In the 
English language? Who knows? Here 
are, however, a few that have posed 
for the time being as the longest 
words In the language.

“The word most frequently cited Is 
‘honorlflcabllltudlnlty,’ which Is to be 
found In Shakespeare’s ‘Love’s Labor 
LosL’ act 5, scerte 1, line 44. To tlie 
Puritan divine Byfleld we owe ‘Inclr- 
cumscrlptlbleness.’ Doctor Benson Is 
credited with ‘antldlsestabllshmentar- 
lans.’ To William E. Gladstone we 
owe ’disestabllshmentarlanlsm.’

“An examination of any treatise on 
chemistry will reveal several like 
th ese ; paraoxymetamethoxyallylben- 
zene, and tetrahydroparamethyloxy- 
qnlnollne.

“Among modem German words of 
cumbersome formation is Schutzen- 
grabenvemlchuangautomoblle, which 
contains thirty-five letters to express 
what the English Indicate by the word 
‘tank’ In Its military sense.

“There Is also the Turkish Asso­
ciation of Constantlnoi>olltan Bagpipe 
Makers, which Is designated In Ger­
man by Constantlnopolltaiilscherdudel- 
sackspfelfenmacherge.sellschaft.

“A word commonly attributed to 
Bismarck Is said to have l>een the re­
sult of his hatred of everything for­
eign, particularly everything French. 
For this reason, he offered as a sub­
stitute for the French word ‘npothl- 
calre, the term ‘Gesundheltswlederher- 
stellungsmittelzusammenmlschungsver- 
haltnls.skundlger,’ which he preferred 
to ‘apotheker.’

"Leading them all, however. Is • 
Greek word denoting a dish consisting 
of all kinds of dainties, fish, flesh, 
fowl, and sauces. Take a deep breath 
and try to pronounce: lepadotemach- 
oseIachogaleokranloleipsan<Klrlmu p o t- 
r 1 m matosilphlokarabomelltokarakech- 
umenoklchlepikossuphophattoperlstrer- 
a I e k t ruonoptokephallhtklnklopelelola- 
gooslralobaphetraganopterugon.

“ Which, In the vernacular. Is Just 
plain ’hash.’

“The Flemish word for motor car Is 
‘Snelpaard^looszonderspoorwegpetrol-
rljtulg.’ ”

Now, aren’t you glad. Indeed, that 
you don’t have to speak German, or 
Greek, or Flemish? Think how much 
hungrier a man would get while ask­
ing for hush In a Greek restaurant I

Biggest Printing Job
The printing of the New York tele­

phone directory i* the biggest single 
publishing Job In the world. It now 
takes between five and six weeks to 
•imply distribute the books to the 960,- 
000 regular subscribers. As soon as 
one Issue Is finished work Is started 
on the succeeding edition. Distribu­
tion requires a force of more than 500 
wagoQS and even pushcarts. Despite 
t̂ha fisct that ^  paper ua^

time to time. Improved to save weight 
and bulk, the last Issue consisted of 
two volumes, weighing nearly five 
pounds. It has 1,920 pages with 830,- 
000 listings. In many Instances sub­
scribers get several copies, so that the 
total edition consists of 3,000,000 direc­
tories, requiring 500 carloads of paper.

Mons Flscellus and borders of Plce- 
num south to the Anlo and FIdenae on 
the Tiber.

The“rapeof the Sabine women” In the 
legendary history of Rome Is famoua 
The Sablnl were finally subjugated 
by the Romans under M. Cliius Denta- 
tus (clr. 290 B. C.) They received the 
Roman franchise In 268, and after the 
Social war of 90 became amalgamated 
with the Romans.

This dance is held either at Oralbl, 
Uotevilla or Walpl, though at times It 
itccurs at Shumgopavl or MlshongnovL 
It Is the closing number of a nine- 
day ceremonial, which they believe

Tungsten of Great Value ,
