“Section 10. Tax»*s not to rclea.scd 
Kxcept by Two-thirds Vole of Each 
Hoii.se.—The Legislature shall have 
no power to release the inhabitants; 
of or property in any county, city or 
town, fro mpayment of (axes levied 
for Stale or county purpo.ses, un­
less in case of a great public cala­
mity in any such county, city or 
town, when such release may be 
made by a vote o f two-thirds of each 
House of the Legislature."

The calanruly under which Galves­
ton County had her lax remission 
bill pa.ssed in 190.3 is known to the 
civilized wx)rld, staiid.s with the 
.Johnstown flood, the earthquake ini 
San Francisco. Mo* burning of Chi-1 
cago and the earthquake in Tokin. 
But the exc'spjion set out in Section' 
10 of .\rtic!e 8 certainly tk»es not re-, 
fer to the yearly overflow of riv'ers. 
the recurring droughts that occur, 
in different .«ecfions of the Statei 
aud Nation. ,

The remission hills passed for. 
these other counties can no more he 
.justified.' under Section 10 of the 
Consfifution. than could a hill toj 
remit taxes of flie sixty-live coun­
ties of Central Texas that were v i- ' 
sited with a disasternus drouth in 
Hrjo. Tlie.se counties m an fu lly  
shouldered the burdens plaecft u!»- 
ou them hy this disaslermis crop 
failure, paid their debts incurred 
like gfxwl citizens and ask no favnr.s. 
vet Mow sliouhl uof lie forced to 
hear the less onerous burdens of 
other counties who ask this fax ex-, 
eniplion for the pnrfmse of making 
inifirovemenfs that enhance the val 
ue of the property tlial have.

Tills (ax exemption renders nu- 
gatorv- tlie provision of the Consti­
tution adopted for their jirotecfion, 
to make them share equally the hur- 
den.s of gov'crnmenf. It is i-adically 
wrong, unjust, unequal and destruc 
live of the just treatment to which 
tliey are entitled under the Consfi- 
luMon and the law. We have nof in 
the whole State of Texas two more 

|'•rospe^ou3 counlie.s than Dallas and. 
'I'arrant nor have vve two more pros­
perous or beautiful cities Mian Dal­
las and Fort Worth. The alleged CA- 
L.AMITY is the occasional overflow 
of a small rivee that but carries a- 
way the refuse from the cities and 
when properly conserved, furnishes 
them a proper water supply. What 
IS sought to be done iTbut lo pro­
perly dam up and conserve that 
wafer supply for the benefit of the

people of those cities, and for this 
they ask the people of the St^e to 
tax themselves for the benefit of the 
property owners of those cities and 
to remit a portion of their lax for 
a period of *i.'> years at an expense 
to the tax payers of the State of 
more than 85.250,000.00. We had a 
similar condition in Wichita, Baylor, 
Wilbarger and Clay Counties and in­
stead of “CALAMITIZLNG" the sit­
uation. the big business tnen of 
those counties built their dam, con 
served the water, have provided 
water for irrigation of their farms 
and water for the beautiful city of 
Wichita Falls, and they have nof 
come siipidiaiils to your d(M>r.< ask­
ing Miat you assume all or [lart of 
M.eir burden, nor sliould Miose bra- 
y*' peofde tie foiYi'd to assume M*** 
ourdens of the propertv owners of 
Ihiilas f.nd Ft. Wortli who «'*.*k ( i  
build Mieir fortunes frern the earn­
ings of these thrifty eople.

Ah. but they teli us that we^will 
be able to collect from the added 
wealth of these counties! Wo are 
now' collecting (he added taxes from 
the brave people o f Wichita and 
Baylor counties and we have not had 
to bear their burdens to gel it. The 
Legislature is now searching every­
where to find revenue lo meet the 
just need of the lax burdens we can­
not meet, and at the same time are 
carrying over 8850,000.00 pei- annum 
of Mil' burdens of ‘ ti? I'l r*ouiitn*s 
that we should not have assumed.

the oil contained in the sands. Even 

J from the best pools recovery by the 
old methods is small, perhaps one- 
half in the most favorable conditions, 
oftener one-«lxth, or one-seventh, or 
•ne-tenth. But ar considerable part of 
what still remains in the ground can 
be recovered by methods now estab­
lished as technically and economically 
practicable.

Producing oil from coal and shales

long worked. They have made great 
progress and so increased re<'overlc«.

In earlier tlmcvs most oil producers 
carefully guarded ail information 
about their wells ard experiences, but 
latterly there is co-operation in these 
matters. Geologists and petroleum 
engineers, once derided by the “ prac­
tical” oil men. are more and more 
accepted as guides and mentors. New 
knowledge is constantly increasing re­
coveries.

As to Mining for Oil 
In Lorraine they have dug shafts 

down to the oil sands and actually 
brought the sand.s out, like coal from 
a mine. But it’s costly.

Another mining process is to «ink a 
shaft to the oil sands and from its 
bottom drive tunncle in all directions 
through the sande From these tun­
nels small perforated pipes are driven 
into the sand.s, which drain the oil 
oat of the sands..

After a time the flow will stop again, 

'but still much of the oil will be left 
In some flelds it has been poeeAle to 

, obtain additional amounts of oil by 
latrodacing water in some of the wells 
and forcing the oil to others. The ad­
dition of a chemical such as soda ash 
to the water may assist in removing 
the oH from the sand grains, but nei- 
fher plain water nor water containing 
chemicals should be Introduced Into 
an oil sand except as a last resoit, 
for it Is likely that the' water, which 
travels taster through the sand, will 
get to the open wells ahead ot the oil 
and when the flow is resnmed under 
pressnre water will come out

Everything Saved Nowadays
The gas escaping from an oil well 

carries with it a proportion of gaso­
line. which in the old days was lost 
Nowadays It Is extracted from the gas 
and saved, while the dry gas can be 
forced back into ground to main­
tain pressure.

One of the menaces to most oil 
pools Is the inflow of subterranean 
water. Water flows threugh the oO 
sands faster than oU. and by snrronnd- 
lag the bottom of the well keeps the

some fielde the hi^h recovery that is 
assured might justify the cost. I 
understand the process *s about to be 
intsalled in a few flelds in this coun­
try, some compani^ being convinced 
it is practicable and profitable.

Oil can be distilled from coal, and 
much work is now being done 
along this Una But more appeal has 
been made by the plan of extracting 
oil from shale. The shales of Scotland 
havs been worked for three-qnartera 
of a century, and they are almost un­
limited In this country, richer in ell 
than those of Scotland. Kentucky, 
Ohio, Colorado, Utah. Nevada, Wyo­
ming and California are particularly 
rich In shalea It is just s question 
of the cost of extricting the oil. Con­
gress has given |180,000, with which 
the Bureau has inetalled a plant near 
Rnlison, Colorado, to . distill ell from 
the Colorado lUver Shales. H Is 
calculated that the ehales mtaed at 
Rnlison wUl produce about a barrel 
of oil to the ton.

The Uee of Oil Shales
In Scotland they are working shales 

that produce al>oot twenty-five gallone 
of oil per ton. Th « eeanu are from 
three-and-a-half to eight or tea feet 
thick. In Colorado are seams maay 
times as thick and containing much 
more oil per ton. Reduction of shales 
Involves an enormous mining opera­
tion. and after the oil is extracted the 
vast tonnage of refuse must be dis­
posed of. So it is expensive compared 
with producing oU from wells.

Ben B. Lindsey of the Bnrean of 
Mines Experiment Station at Bartlea- 
vllle. Okla., Is confident that explora­
tion. better recoveries, better utilisa­
tion and deeper drilling would fumiak 
enough oil to meet all requirements 
for at least twenty-live to fifty years. 
If it eonld be extracted In that time. 
But as a practical matter this will not 
be possible. Within that period there 
will be thnee of shortage, when oil 
from shales wiU be needed to supple­
ment the oil from wells, etc.

Meantime federal and state govern­
ments and the Indnetry are co-operat­
ing in an astonishing range of inves­
tigations and studies. These activities 
cover snch a wide field that even an 
enumeration of them would rua into 
tiresome detaU.
