DO T on  tall your baby that the bofle-maa

Do you toll him that Jack Froat will 
btta him if he doesn't stay under the blankets?

Do you pick him up and pet him if he falls 
down and cries?

Do you spank him when he takes the Jam off 
the pantry ahelf?

If you do any o f these things, and many, 
many others, according to the startling new the­
ory adraaced by the “ behaviorista,”  you are 
likely to Influence the whole destiny o f your 
child.

The founder and chief exponent o f the amaz­
ing theory o f "behaviorism" Is the celebrated Dr. 
John B. Watson, former director of the psycho­
logical laboratory at Johns Hopldns University. 
According to Dr. Watson, it is an attempt to 
make psychology into a natural science, to sub­
stitute concrete facts for abstract ideas, and to 
prove that every activity in the life of a child, 
and later in the life o f man, can be explained 
in terms o f physical action.

If Dr. Watson's theory is accepted it will 
completely revolutionize the present methods of 
bringing up children, for he claims that what­
ever we are and whatever we hope to be depends 
entirely upon the training we leceive during our 
infancy!

"Give me a dozen healthy infanta, well formed 
and my own sMclfied world to bring them up 
in," says Dr. Watson, "ami I’ll ^arantee to 
take any one at random ami train him to berome 
any type o f specialist I might select— into doctor, 
lawryer, artist, merchant-chief and, 
yea, even into beggar-man and 
thief, regardless o f his talents, pen­
chants, tendencies, abilities, voca­
tions and race o f his ancestors t"

Sounds like a big order! But 
it's really very simple, acconiing 

■To begin with.

to fear, loss o f support and a 
loud noise, and you strike a 
steel bar it will show all the 
signs o f fear. I f you ahow it a rabbit it will not 
notice it. Now if you show it a rabbit and at the 
name time heat the steel bar, and you repi-at 
this several times, the baby will ahow all the signs 
of fear when it sees the rabbit alone as well 
as when it hears the loud noise. From then on 
the child will bo afraid of rabbits. That is what 
the Behuviorista call a "conditioned response.” 
In the day-by-day unnoticed life of children such 
conditioning is constantly happening. Before it is 
a year old "baby”  baa learned to fear many 
thlnga

Many mothcra believe that if  the baby Is not 
showrn the rabbit for a long time it will forget 
all about it. "Just keep him away from it and 
he’ll outgrow it," they say. But tests, it is 
claimed, have proved that this is not so.

One child five years old was afraid o f a 
xperli

out o f it— told it
him. But the next time ha showed the 
same fear at the sight of the animal. Then 
it was not shown him for several days, but 
each day for ten minutes he was told stories 
about Peter Rabbit and shown picture 
books, but when he was shown the rabbit 
again it was found that he had not been 
cured of his fear.

By another experiment it was demon­
strated how the baby could be rid o f this 
fear. He was shown the rabbit at 
the same time he was given his din­
ner. After doing this several times 
the baby began to associate "Runm'” 
wiUi sunii thing pleasant. The Be-

to the new theory.
It Is claimed that every healthy, 
normal baby comes into the world 
with certain “ unconditioned re­
sponses," which means that 
whether black or white, Chinese or 
American, of rich parents or poor, 
a baby will respond in a certain 
way to certain stimuli, or causes, 
buora Its environment has had 
any chance to influcnco it. It is 
when surroundings and circum­
stances— and parents— begin to 
complicate the baby’s natural re­
sponses that he etarts on tho road 
to becoming President of the 
United States or bandit!

For Instance, some of the 
natural responses are, sneezing, 
hiccoughing, crying and smiling.

after about seven days. Crying 
usually starts when tho baby be­
gins to breathe. Crying is tho 
natural response to pain, however 
slight, as when tho baby is gently 
slapped or plunged into cold water 
to get its lungs to work when it is 
bom; or from hunger. But a child 
soon learns tho effect on its nurso 
or mother when it cries, and so it 
forms the habit of crying for other 
reasons than pain. When a child 
responds to other things than it did 
natunslly at birth the Behavdorists 
call it a “ conditioned response.”

The clearest example of this is 
fear, and one which can produce 
a disastrous effect on a child’s 
later life. A baby is bom to fear 
only two things, say the Be- 
haviorisu: a loud noise end the 
iota of aupport. It is natural for 
the baby to stiffen its little arms 
and legs and cry if you blow a 
horn or ring a loud bell near its 
ears, or Uke your am»s away as 
though to let 't fall, but aa it 
grows olders It becomes afraid of 
many, many things. How do you 
account for this? Or rather— 
how to tho Behavlorista account 
for It? . . .An experiment performed by 
Dr. Watson illustrates the new 
theory of why children, am! 
grown-ups, too, are afraid of so 
many things they esn’t find a rea­
son for.

haviorists call this "re- 
ronditioniiig hia re­
sponses." Aa the child 
grows older it becomes 
more and more diffi­
cult to do this because 
his reiiponsea ari- be­
coming more and more 
complicated, and it is 
often impossible to 
trace what caused the 
orijrinal fear.

One of the most 
revolutionizing things 
tbout this new theory 
IS that It  recognizes no 
instincts nor any such 
thing ns the inheritance 
of capacity, t a l e n t ,  
temperament, mintal 
constitution or char­
acteristics. "What wo 
think of as instincts" 
says Dr. WaUon, "is 
really largely the re­
sult of training." He 
uses as an example the 
little toy soldier that 
is mounted on a semi­
circular rubber base.

the muscles and glands of the body. Rage is a 
heightening o f the blond pressurr-, a chan^’ in 
the breathing and other purely physical effects 
which ran be measured and examined Just as in 
chemistry we can measurv and examine the ef­
fects of one acid on another.

From the simple responses of the baby the 
whole complicated pattern of its life la made 
And with these as a basis the rhild'i system of 
training should be developed. " I f  he should fall 
and hurt himself," says Dr. Watson, "h# should 
be trained not to cry. His natural response 
should be to go and get a bottle of amira him- 
self and treat the bruised spot. If he finds in 
the beginning that such ia the best way to get 
relief h<’ will develop that habit immediately."

The Behavioriats, in other wonis, have taken 
the old expression "Man is a creature of habits” 
and changed it slightly, making it, "Man is a 
creature of Al* habits." This expression Is the 
sum total of their philosophy and the foundation 
of what they hope is a new science.

Tweira yean ago, when Howard Konkle waa a 
baby of lix, he waa atrirken with lockjaw. He waa 
ruahed to the Methodiat Epiacopal Hoapital in Brooklyn, 
and all that medical akill could do for him waa done. 
Rut the doctor! aaid that he would aurelr die.

It waa when they were waiting for ute end that the 
boy'« father, Oncar E. Konkle, preaident o f the Realty 
auretiei, Ine., oT New York, who never gave up hope 
made a aort o f compact with God.

If hia aon got well, according to the aneement, he 
aould devote hla efforta thereafter to making money to 
promote miaaionary work both at home and abroad. And 
aa part o f the project he viaioned himaeif aa builder of 
an enormoua building which would be a church, a hotel, 
a arhool and an executive headauartera all in one. A 
place where miaaionariea might live, and where money 
might be made to help the cauae along.

Howard lived. And now on a comer o f Broadway in 
Upper Manhattan work haa begun on the akyorraper. It 
will contain aixty-fiva atoriea and tower eight hundred 
feet above the atreet—eight feet higher than the Wool- 
worth Building— a coloaaal monument to prayer I

But ita height la only one o f ita unique featurea. 
Another ia the number o f activitiea the building will hold.

First the building will house a hotel extending from 
the fourth to the sixty-fourth storj'.

o f preferred stock, accumulative, paying eight per cent a
year and payable semi-annually. There will a 
issue] $3,000,000 o f common stock o f no par value
which will be in full consideration for all the present 
holdings o f the Realty Securities, Inc., and payment in 
full to the Konkle family, who own all the stock. Accord­
ing to the plan, every resident must hold not less than 
five hundred dollars worth of preferred stock. Ten per 
cent of the net earnings, after paying a'.l interest charges 
and all operating expenses and providing a sinking fund, 
will be devoted to missionary, educational or charitable 
work, as the board o f directors and managers pass upon 
and direct.

And while plans for the colossal enterprise are going 
on, the sick little boy who got well and who is now a tail
lad o f eighteen, is at Colgate University, studying to be­
come a medical missionao'. He will be graduated In two 
years. He then plans to help establish a medical base on

great radio receiving and broadcasting station to be 
established on the roof. The hotel will all 
tlon room for the convenience o f fruests, and there w 
be a huge dining room on the mam floor seating more 
than two thousand.

For the further comfort o f guests, there will be 
twelve roof gardens, all laid out with natural shrubs and 
flowers. And on the sixty-fifth floor there will be a 
hospital, with a complete staff o f physicians and nurses 
and a separately equipped kitchen.

On the main floor a three-story auditorium will be 
used for undenominational church services, Sunday 
school and educational lectures. On this floor it also is 
proposed to open a new national bank, to be known as 
the Missionary National Bank of New York. It will be a 
clearing house for the accounts o f missionaries all over 
the world.

Together with a number of shop*, the remainder o f 
the first floor will be given over to vault spaces, the hotel 
offices and the lobby.

Power for electric lights, refrigeration and thirty 
elevators will be generated in a huge electric plant In the 
sub-basement, two stories below the street. Here, too, 
will be great oil storage tanks for heating the building.

The building is to contain large refrigerating re­
ceivers, laundry, trunk rooms, gymnasium and swimming

rsols. The building, exclusive of land, will cost about 
14,000.000.

A third unique feature of the world's tallest sky­
scraper is that every occupant will be reouired to fill out 
a form agreeing not to smoke or use tobacco or intoxi­
cating liquors of any sort on the premises. Furthermore,

the shore o f Victoria Nyanxa in Africa. Ten per cent of 
the profits of the hotel will be set aside for the boy’s first 
year of work, and the amount will be increased as the 
work expands.

Mr. Konkle baa spent twelve years In perfecting plans 
for his enterx-risc. After Howard’s recovery, consiuered 
miraculous by medical men at that time, the father 
planned a lofty mission for the down-and-outers on the 
Bowery in lower Manhattan. He attempted to purchase 
the plot where the famous old Atlantic Gardens and the 
Thalia Theatre have stood for years. The deal fell 
thrrugh, however.

As a second venture he purchased a piece of land on 
upper Broadway at One Hundred and Fourth street, then 
occupied by the Hope Baptist Church. lamd-holders on 
either side failed to come to terms, so the company built 
a seventeen-story apartment house on the site, and again 
opened negotiations for other pieces of property on 
Broadway, one in the Seventies and the other in the 
Eighties. Because o f the high prices asked for land in 
those districts, no contracts were effected.

Mr. Konkle then made a study o f the Columbia 
University section, where his company already owned two 
apartment houses, and eventually the plot in which the 
hotel will stand was purchased. It haa a frontage of 
more than four hundred feet on Broadway, two hundred 
and twenty-five feet on West One Hundred ami Twenty- 
third street, and two hundred and fifty on West One 
Hundred and Twenty-second street.

Thus almost an entire New York City block will be 
covered by this world’s highest skyscraper, being erected
