Each probate judge of this territory, in 
h is county, is authorized, and it is made 
bis duty, to reouire the justices of the 
peace of the different precincts of his 
county to notify and require the iobabi- 
taots of their respective precincts, to keep 
under c a re ' of herders all classes of ani­
mals, from sod up to the time designated 
by each justice of the peace, in his pre­
cinct, in order that they may not injure or 
damage the crops of any ciUzeu.

All damage or injury done to any fields 
sown with grain, shall be paid for by the 
owner of the animals committing said 
damage or injury, after the damage shall 
have Been appraised or valued the par­
ties iotererted, or in case of dispute, by 
two appraisers appointed for the purpose 
by said Interested parties.

Every justice of the peace, in his pre- 
, cinet, shall have jurisdictioa in cases of 

damages and injuries done to crops when 
the damage or injury claimed does does not 
exceed one hundred dollars. Any person or 
persons having committed any damage 
with one or more animals to aoy c u ltiv a te  
fleUK upon pr«M>f tliereof, tliey shall pay 
the damage according to the provisions 
of th is act, and aball also be fined, on 
conviction thereof, in any aum not exceed­
ing one dollar, which may he collected by 
any oooatabie on a warrant from the 
proper jnstice of the peace.

them immediately, and the justice shall 
order the owner or owners to pay the 
journey of the person damaged for the 
bringing of the animals, and i f  the owner 
or owners are not known, then the jnstice 
of the peace shall dispose of them ss is 
hereinafter provided; the iustices of the 
peace are hereby authorized to place them 
Id custody, but this shall not be for more 
than eight days; if after this length of 
tim e the owner does not appear, said ani­
mal or animals shall be transmitted by 
said justice to the county seat of 
his respective county; the probate 
judge of the  same shall p rn ce ^  in coo- 
fom iity with the law for controlling ani- 
mals.

No justice of the peace after having had 
any animal or animals presented to him 
as having done damage, shall deliver the 
same to their owners until they have paid 
the damages done and proved, ss well as 
the fine and costs: Provided, that when 
any l»og or hogs o f '^ h a tso ev e r  class or 
age ah ^ l be presented before any justice 
or justices as aforesaid, it shall be bis 
duty to place such hog or hogs in custody 
of Uie constable of his own precinct, who 
shall proceed to put up three public no­
tices in bis precinct, manifesting therein 
that if the owner appears within six days, 
and each of the owners or owner pay the 
fine, costs and damages, if there were aoy, 
that the animal shall be delivered to them 
or h im ; if within such time the owners 
do not appear and pay as provided in this 
act, such bog shall be sold and the costs 
paid, the overplus to go to the county 
treasury of the couoty wherein the sale 
was made: Provided, further, that the 
maintenance of said animals or bogs, shall 
be taxed by the justice of the peace of the 
precinct of the same .constable in which 
the sale was made.

K KRrEKS’ BONO.

I t is hereby made the duty of the judges 
of probate of the different counties to re- 
qnire the  conservators of animals, who 
may have been or shall be appointed for 
such purpose, to enter into bond made 
payable to the ^ rrito ry  of New Mexico, 
in the sum of ooe thousand dollars, con 
diUoned for the faithful compliauce witli 
their duties, and to diligently take care of 
animal or animals placed in their ciiarge 
and care as such conservators, and that 
said animals be not lost by their abandon­
ment or neglect.

If in any county any cooeervator should 
refuse to give the bond required as above 
provided, the probate judge of such «x>un- 
ty, may appoint another person fur such 
purpose, should lie offer to enter into such 
bond, but should there he no person wiio 
shall offer or agree to eater into such 
Nmd, then, and in such case, the probate 
judge, where there is no conservator wlio 
shall enter into hood as herein provided, 
shall direct that the animal or animals in 
the custody of such conservator, and those 
that shall hereafter he delivered to him, 
whose owners are not known, shall lie 
placed Under the care of persons who in 
bis judgment are iiersons of integrity and 
good reputation until the owners of such 
animals shall appear, or they shall be 
■old as provided by the laws now in force.

Every person or persons to whom soy 
animal or aniiuals sh ^ l have been deliver­
ed by the direction qf any probate judge, 
in the cases shove m en tion^ , shall keep 
the same until required by the probate 
judge who so p la r ^  ttiem in their care.

The Am aricnn Ckrwboy.
■ The cowboy of today, eqwhlally on the 
northern ranges, is of entirely different 
type from the original cowbtqr of Texas. 
New conditinns , bavo prodnaed the 
change. The range cattle btmnesa of 
Kansas, Nebraska, Colorado, W yomipfi 
Montana and Dakota la, aa already stated, 
a  now business. Those engaged in it ss 
proprietors are chiefly from the states 
situated east of the Mississippi river and 
north of the Indian Territory. Among 
them xre m any Engttshnien, ticotohmen, 
Frenchm en and Germans of large means, 
embracing titled men who have embarked 
in the business quite extoosively. Many 
of these came to America originally as 
tourists or for the purpose of bunting 
b a M ee s , but the sttraadvenss of the 
to'ttls butiaeM  airested th e n , aad they 
have become virtuklly, if not through the 
act of naturallxaUon, American herdsmen. 
Some of this class have, from the force of 
romantic temperament and the exbilira- 
t  on of range life, themselves participated 
actively in the duties of tbe cowboy.

Organizatioo, discipline and order char­
acterize tbe new undertakings on the 
nort hern ranges. In a word, tbe cattle 
business of that section is uow and has 
from tbe beginning been carried on upon 
strictly business principles. Under such 
proprietorships, and guided by such 
methods, a new class of cowboys has beeu 
introduced and developed. Some have 
come from Texas, and have brought with 
them a kuowledge of the arts of their 
calling, but the number from tlie other 
states and territ4»rie8 constitutes a large 
majority of the whole. Some are gradu­
ates of American colleges, and others of 
collegiate institutions of Europe. Many 
have resorted to tbe occupation of cow- 
boys temporarily and for toe purpose of 
learning the range cattle business, with 
the view of eventually engaging in it on 
toeir own account, or in tbe interest of 
friends desirous of investing money in the 
business.

The life of the cowboy Is always one of 
exritesneot and of romantic interest. His 
waking hours when "riding on tra il” are 
spent in the saddle, and at night be makes 
bis 6ed upon the lap of mother earth.

The great henls which are yearly 
driven out of Texas to the northern 
ranges usually embrace from 2,5(JO to 
4,000 yonng cattle each, and the move­
ment has since its beginning, about 
eighteen years ago, amounted to about 
4,000,000 bead, worth nearly $50,000,000. 
Each herd is placed in charge of a boss, 
with frvMn eight to ten cowboys, a provis­
ion wagon and a cook. Four horses are 
supplied to each cowboy, for the duty is 
an arduous one. Tbe range cattle when 
away from their accustomed hannts are 
susp'cious and excitable, and need to be 
managed with the greatest care to keep 
them from stampeding. When “on tra il” 
they aretfclose herded” at nightfall, and 
all it's down within a space of about two 
acres. The cowboys then by watches 
ride around then^ all night long, l ^ e  
sensible presence of man appears to give 
tbe aairaala a faalibg of security.

Tbe journey from southern Texas to 
Montana requires from four tu, six 
months. Herds are also driven from 
Oregon and W a sh in ^ n  territoiy to Wy­
oming and eastern Montana. It is im­
possible for one who has not had experi­
ence in "riding on trail" to imagine the 
diflScnlties involved in driving a large 
herd of wild cattle over mountain ranges, 
across desert isods where in some cases 
food and water are net fonnd in many 
miles, and where streams must be crossed 
which are liable to be dangerous freshets.

A large part of tbe northern ranges is

Thunder and 
lil^ to ing  are here frequent, and they are 
especially terrifying to the range cattle. 
Tbe most thrilliDg incident in the life of 
the cowboy occurs on the occasion of a 
thunder storm at night. Such an nccur- 
ance is thus d escrih ^  from personal ob­
servation by Mr. William A. Baiilis (tor- 
bam, an English writer:

"On tos approach of one of these vio­
lent outhorta tbe whole force is ordered 
on du ty ; tbe spare horses—of which each 
atan has alwajrs three, and often as many 
as eight or ten—are carfuliy fed and 
tethered, and tbe herd is ‘rouoded-up.’ 
that is, collected into as small a space as 
pnsaibie, while the men continne to ride 
around the densely maaaed herd. Like 
horses,' cattle derive courage from tbs 
close proximity of man. The thunder 
peals, and tbe vivid llghtuing flashes 
with amazing brilliancy, as with lowered 
beads toe herds eagerly watch the alow, 
steady pace of tbe cow ponies, and an 
doubt derive from it a comforting sense 
of protection. Sometimes, however, a 
wild steer will be unable to control his 
terror, and will make a dash through a 
convenient opening. The crisis m at 
hand, for the example will surely be fol­
lowed, and in two miautes tbe whole herd 
of 4,000 bead will have brnken tiurough 
the line of horsemen and be away, one 
surging, bellowing mass <rf torrified 
b e a ^ . Fancy a pitch-dark aiftot, a ponr- 
ing torrent of rain, the groaou a r t  only 
entirely stranro to the meo, hot very 
broken, and fall of dangerously steep 
water courses aod hnllows, and you will 
have a picture of cowbov duty on such a 
n ig h t TlMy must bead off toe leaders. 
Once fairly off, they will stampede 
twenty, thirty, and even forty miles at a 
stretch, and many branchm will stray

from tbe main herd. Not alone the reck­
less rider, rushing hesdiong st b rea k i^ k  
speed over dangerous ground In dense 
darkoeHs, but also the bursea, small, in­
significant beasts, Imt matchless for baniy 
endurance and willingnesa, are perfectly 
aware bow much deiieods upon tlieir 
speed that night, if it kills them. Unused 
till the last moment remains the besvy 
cowhide ‘quirt,’ or whip, and the power- 
ful spurs with rowels the size of a five- 
shilling piece. Urged on by s shoot, tbe 
horses speed alongside tbe terrified steers 
until they manage to reach the leaders, 
when, swinging around, aod fearleas of 
horns, they preM back the bellowing 
brutes until they turn them. All the 
men pursuing tola manoeuvre, the head­
long rush is at last checked, aiid tbe lead­
ers, pauting and lashing their sides with 
their tails, are brought to a stand, aod the 
whole herd la sgsin ‘rounded op.’**

Throughout tbe northern ranges 
sobriety. self-resUalnt, decent behavior 
and faithfulness to duty are enjoined up­
on toe cowboys. A great improvement is 
also ooticeabte la the oowhoya of Texas. 
Deeds of violence among tlwnn are now 
few. Tbe maraU of the entire range and 
ranch cattle busioeaa of the United Statea 
DOW coroparea favorably with that of other 
large enterprises.—yosspA Nirntmo, J r^  i*

tive eastern buyers and rangemen, have 
wittiin the laat few days secured coutrol 
of a patent car, in which cattle can be fed 
and sratered while in transit, thus avoid­
ing the delays of unloading at way-statioos, 
and enabling such rapid transportation 
that in the aame length of time now re­
quired to reach Chicago the cattle could 
be loaded at eastern pwints of ooosomp- 
tiOD.

Some of the rangemen have already 
suffered from favoring this plan by, as 
they say, the monopoly squeezing tuem 
so as to bring them in to line before their 
scheme becomee more formidable. This 
actiuo, however, baa not resulted In for­
feiting their allegiance, hut has given 
birth to another plan, as a last resort. 
'Dite seonod plan has nut in any way been 
fathered by tbe range amodation, but it la 
dalm ed that it ia already belag talked of 
from ooe end of tbe range country to the 
other. I t  ia to erect refrigerator and 
dreaaed beef eatabHshments at pdn ts like 
MUes U ty, M. T ,  Cheyenne, Wy. T., 
Denver, Colorado, Las Vegas, N. M.,  ̂ £1 
Paso, F W  Worth and San Antonio, Texas. 
Tbe c^iital U to be raised rangemen

taking stock eqnal to oee-balf of the 
amount which thvy lose through the 
C b ica^  eombioation. That is, a man who 
slilpe 1,0(X) head yearly and is defraoded 
out of $10,009 to $15,000, would take stock 
to the amoant of $5,000 or more. Tbe 
beef would then be dreaaed and shipped 
to eastern cities at St. Lou a prices. TbU 
<vould involve a contract between the co­
operative refrigerator establifihments and 
the rangemen to take S t  lioois prices lem 
than atirlokage and freights for their 
tieeves. The refrigerator establishment-, 
it is said, would be held only as a menac«, 
in the event of tbe Chicago oombiBati-T 
coming here and seimring control of the 
liusiiieas in S t  Louis by nveribrowing ran 

contractH. etc. In tbat"Tase the com 
Mnation would have to buy tbe cattle on 
tbe range or at the refrigerators, and as 
aooo aa threat compelled them to pay re- 
muaerative prices the refrigerator estab 
iishments would be closed down snd the 
cattle resume the ordinaiy way of shipp­
ing via.

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Id the region lying betwoM the lOOdl | 
meridian and the Rocky Moaatelna a nett 
ty[>e of aetUera baa aprung into ttiateoce 
u itbin tbe laat decade. Aa long aa aarage 
tempered and war like Indians rada orer 
the plains, and occasionally raided the 
lN>nler, tbe cattle range was free from tiM 
pre^nce of these wortbleaa scamps.

The border has been infested for sea- 
■i-rsl years by a class of men who have 
fiiletl iniacrably as farmers or as agrical- 
nir;d laborers. They hare f a i l^  as 
initiers, as ^uodchoppers, ss teamsters 
iisl as sal<a« keepara. Tker kare failed 
aretcliedly in every kind of work they 

undertaken. They are Iszy, mean, 
i iivious. cunning and dangerous. They 
irt' generally unmarried and have no in- 
t. tition of creating homes. They “took 
u|>' land in Kansas and promptly sold 
tlie daim s and drank up their money or 
L'iinbled it away at poker tables. Then 
tiiey entered nr homesteaded land in Xe 
hru.'sks or Dakota and sold their fraudu- 
l>>ntly obtained claims to tbe first buyer 
ni l iiad aootlier spiree. They bare lived 
for years on the proceeds of the perjuries 
they hsve committed in the U n it^  States 
lsn<l offices to otitaio title to governmeot 
lind. which they invariabiy sold. The 
^i^ricultural law! having been exhausted, 
ilie^e meu have e n te r^  the arid cattle 
throwing reriou. They have no intention 
t I create a home, but they have an inten­
tion Ui bleed the stock raisers if it is 
|M»«ible. After entering or bomestesding 
t heir lands they dig a “dug out” iu the j 
hsiik of Mime ravine. Then they plough  ̂
t fi-w acres of laud Iving near a water 
iiolf* which tbe cattle roaming on tbe 
I'lains frequent to drink, and plant it in 
corn or sow it in oats. They know thst 
the grsin thst they have sown will not 
i.'row o> maturity, as there is not sufficient 
r liofsll in tbe region to mature any crop. 
The pretense to agriculture flnished, these 
«urkers speoii the rest of the summer in 
ruling from one ranch to another, claim­
ing damuges from the cattle growers for 
alleged depre«latiuns of stock. Underly­
ing their fraudulent claims for damages u  
tlie unexpressed but thoroughly under- 
'hxxi threat to bum tbe graas off of the 
r a n g e  if tlieir claims are not satisfied. 
Ihe>e men have been known to drive 
't>a k on their ploughed fields, and, after 
the cattle had eaten the withered herbage 
they called crops, to claim and obtain 
damagea.

The MMralled settlers sre reslly preds- 
tory sdventurers. They are feared by all 
cattle growers, becaose they have the 
piwer to bum tbe grass standing on bun- 
'ireils of squsre miles, and thus entail 
^rious losses on tbem. To detect them 
1- almost imfioMible. They are danger 
"ii- men t/> attempt to bully. They are 
heavily  armed and well mounted. They 
'horoughly know tbe country, and they 
are not brightened by threats uttered by 
angry cowboys

If one of these predatory adveotnrers 
1 ikes up a quarter of a section of laud in 
the centre of a rattle range he must be 
xupisirted by tbe cattle growing asaocia 
tniii, or else he mast be killed or driven 
off If he lives and is not paid for his 
crops, he will surely buru the ran |^  as 
'oon as tbe grass is sufficiently dry. They 
• le>erve to be killed, and I regret that the 
I.iw protects tbem from the just wrath of 
the cattle growers.

1 perM inally know five men who are 
engaged  in eitorting money from cattle 
gr< w ing associationa They first engaged 
in the business In central Kansas. There 
they hied the droveiw from Texas. That 
w a.t profitable, and they sold their high- 
l>ing clsims aud foilowad the Texas cat- 
tie westward as the setUements puabed 
tlie tra il further and further west. They 
h4ve lived fur years on the ill-gotten 
c'tins, and will probably cootinue to ao 
live until they are killed.

-Not one of the five men I know baa 
ihine a stroke of honest work for years. 
I'hey plough and plant, and sow, nut to 
r*' »p a harvest, but to extort money from 
honest men. They claim to be honest 
agricultural lettiers who have devoted 
the ir lives to pusliiog the line of prolit- 
utile sgriculture Into the arid zone, a i^  
niiuuaily, when they visit the squalid 
frontier towua, they bitterly com plai^  of 
'!(» k having destroyed their crops am f of 
the hardships of their livea. l lie o  they 
''ink one to tbe other, and after takiag a 
drink they play poker until tbe profits of 
tiie Keaaun’s predatory work has beeo lust.

A Oalyesten dispaAii says; A new id - 
dnstry for Texas is aboat to be opened in 
direct shipm ent from th is port to London, 
England, of fresh beef and mutton The 
British steamship Rowena, Capt. Oibson, 
arriyed here yesterday for the purpose of 
m aking an experimental trip. The R f w- 
ena has been recently fitted out by ^be 
London Anglo-American Fresh Meat com­
pany for the express purpose of engaging 
In this trade. The entire vessel has been
transform ed into a hugh refrigerator capa- 
ble of carrying a carW  of 1,200 tons of 
fresh meats. The rem gerating  compart­
ments are air-tight and tnrrounded by a 
wall of polyerized charcoal seven inches 
thick. Outside of the charcoal wall is a
layer of heay j white flannel, which in
tu tn  is covered by a thick layer of brown 
paper which incases all t h e ^ ^ a t  cham­
bers. On the inside these compartments 
are lined with tin . The Rowena is the 
first steumship ever constructed iu such a 
thorongh manner. H er first cargo will 
not exceed 800 tons of beef, but on each 
trip  her cargoes will be increased as the 
London trade jostifles. The Anglo-Ameri­
can Fresh Meat company have purchased 
a half Interest In the I s r ^  ijeef refrigerat­
ing establishment at Cmnmbus, Colorado 
connty, Texas, and their first cargo will
beirin to arrive from that place tomorrow

Since our last issue, quite s  number of 

the quarantined Cattle have been slaught­
ered and otlusTB Lave died, among the 
latter eleven of the fattening steers be- 
lunging to Mr. Nelson Morris, who now 
appears to have changed bis mind regar 
ing th‘e existence of contagious pleuro- 
pueumonia in the west; at least, he e.x 
presses himself earnestly in favor of some 
decisive action being taken to stamp out 
the disease, which, it is stated by the man 
whose duty it is to report all deaths totlie 
board of health, at present prevails to a 
i^eater e.xtent among the Morris steers 
than the milch cows. The plan of killing 
a few animals from day to day, and dis­
posing of the carcasses pronounced free 
ft’om disease, to local butchers, has not 
proved so snccessful as was satic ipated .' 
Some of the butchers will not touch them I 
at all for fear of injuring their business, | 
and those w:ho do buy, will, i n ' m«si.t 
cases, do so only at low prices. A man i 
by the name of Kennedy, who bad seven ' 
cows slaughterer], found he could not sell | 
them, and now urges the commissioners | 
to take the rest of them off his bands at 
some price, before more of them die. He 
is the same man who killed one of bis 
sick cows, twSk off the hide and removed 
the lungs. When the veterinarians came 
to examine tlie carcass they found a small 
piece of long adhering to the ribs, which 
showed traces of pleuro-pneumonia. 
After some search the lungs were found, 
and, being badly diseased, these and the 
carcass were burned.

I t  was arranged that several of the 
prominent men at the stock yards shonld 
meet the live stix^k commissioners and 
the veterinarians at the Phienix distillery 
on Monday, witness a pogt morUnn exami 
naEioo of aome of the ,cattle, and satisfy 
themselves as to the disease being conta­
gions pleurojasajimontA W ith this in 
view. Dr. Jea.' H ni^es, on Sunday, 
selected three of the Morris steers ami 
some cows that were affected. On Mi>n 
day, at 10:20 a. m., the time agreed upon. 
Messrs. Pierson & McChesney, live stock 
commissioners, and Drs. Casewell, Hughes | 
and Baker, were at the distillery. After] 
waiting some two liours, Mesers. George j 
T. Williams, treasurer, and G. Titus | 
Williams, snperinteudent of the stock ' 
yards, arrived, but Messrs. John B. Sher j 
man and Nelson Morris did not appear,  ̂
and, so far as we could learn, no rea.s«>n 
was given for failing to keep the engage i 
ment. Two of the Morris steers and one | 
cow were dead, and these being cut o|>en ■ 
showed contagions pleuropneum onia | 
plainly. The proposed slaughtering was j 
postponed. , i

Dr. Herr, who has been stationed at the i 
rendering establishment by the United 
States authorities, last week found traces ] 
of pleuro-pneumonia in the carcass of a | 
cow sent there from a stable ofi Atlantic 
street, about a mile from the stock yards. 
Another case was traced to Augusta street 
which is not very far from the PlKaoix 
distillery. There are, as m eotim ed in 
our last issue, other aaefioa^ whera 
owners have been d ire c t^  to qnaraathie 
their cows because it was believed t b ^  
iiad  been exposed during the summer. It 
is quite prolmble that other cases may be

discove'ed among these cows and among 
cattle not yet quarantined, but it is hoped
that by keeping close watch of suspe<^d 
localities the spread of the disease may 
be prevented. The great importance of 
devising prompt and effective means for 
thoroughly stamping out the disease is 
constantly becoming more apparent— 
National L ite  Stork Journal.

the market next year. One breeder xnd, 
dealer in Colorado tbe past season is said 
to liave sold 900 grade and thoroughbred 
bulls to ranphmen in tbe southwest. And 
we can call to mind fifteen more breeders 
in Colorado and New Mexico that will be 
able to furnish grade bulls next season. 
And this only includes the more promi­
nent and best advertised bull men. There 
are doubtless many others in tbe trade 
that cannot be called “off band.” This 
changes the situation for many of our 
breeders in the states, and the question is, 
how shall this competition be met? There 
can be but one answer, breed better cattle. 
Tbe knife has got to be used more freely, 
and such young bulls as have been held 
heretofore for the range market made In­
to steers. Breeders will find this not on­
ly the true policy, but with the proper 
handling, tbe young steers as profitable as 
cheap bulls and more Mtisfactory. The 
time is at band when otur breeders have 
got to adopt a policy independent of ranch* 
men. If they are to succeed in the future 
they have got to breed for the best and 
cull closely, saving for breeding only such 
animals that w ill in evefy respect fill tbe

Tbe breeding up process which has 
been carried on by western ranchmen for 
the past three or four years is having a 
marked infiuence on tbe western bull 
trade. Colorado and New Mexico are full 
of med now engaged in raising bulls for 
ranchmen, and these bulls are given the 
preference over those raised back in the 
states, aa they are claimed to be better ac­
climated and fitted for the exposure of the 
range. These men last year supplied 
fully half of the bulls taken by their sec­
tion the past season, and from tbe best in 
formation at hand will more fully coutrol

S ,ending of bl(M>d and individual merit 
was demanded, that time is now. Cattle 
to DOW bring big money has got to show ex 
cellence in his enl^ire make up. The study 
and close attention required of breeders to 
attain this end may not be welcomed by 
them, yet w e feel that in the long run it ia 
the i>est for all concerned, and in a few 
years our w hole cattle interest will show a 
marked gain from it.
