A  O IO A N T IC  O B O A H IZA T IO M
The St » h K GuoNvr;K .mentioned three 

weeks ago that a scheme was on foot 
among the cattlemen of the northern 
country for the consolidation <if the herds 
and an organi/ation of interests under a 
{Mioiing system. To-irky we are enabled 
to give further details and say that a 
sclieme has been formed for organizing 
the largest cattle com|>any ever known in 
this or any other country, controlling hun­
dreds of thousands of cattle and ranges 
larger than many states. The origioahirs 
of the plan are the cattlemen of the Wyo­
ming Stock association, w ith headquarters 
at Clieyenue. The matter has been in 
contemplation for some time, but has 
been kept secret until the situation was 
such as to allow of open movement in the 
direction of securing ctmtrol of such herds 
and ranges as were desired." Tlie failure 
of the 8w an brothers brought matters to 
a focus rather unexpectedly, but tlie par­
ties in interest soon made ready, and 
within a short time will make a combined 
movement to secure their end. The plan

is Ui unite the cattlemen*of Wyonriag. 
Colorado, eastern Utah .western Nebraaka, 
sonthem Montana and aouthem Dakota 
in one giant company, each giving op bU 
individual herd and ranch and receiving a 
proportionate amount of stock in retora. 
A similar a.ssnciation has been recently 
formed in Texas, but one much leas far- 
reaching in extent and complete in organ­
ization.

The plan of the Wyoming men is for 
every man in their association to abao- 
lutely surrender all stock and ranch im­
provements, and receive a certain share 
in the company. By so doing the danger 
of flooding the market bv throwing upon 
it a large amount of cattle at an unfavor­
able time will be entirely obviated, and 
such disasters as followed the Indian 
Territory catfle sales rendered impoMible. 
For five or six years past the caUle mar­
ket has been periodically depressed b j 
the necessities o f the weaker ranchmen, 
who, in order to raise money to meet 
their most pressing obligatioDS, have been 
obliged to ship ca&e before they arrived 
at matupty anti accept such prices aa the 
dealers chouse to offer. This course baa 
been as disastrous to the strung as to the 
weak holders, as these forced sales have 
reduced the price far below the proper 
figure, and have enabled the buyers to 
make their ow n terms The necessity of 
further corobioation bus been long appar­
ent, but action would have been poat- 
pooetl f«ir some time, had not the Swan 
failure occurred. Fear of the disastrona 
coosequeuces that would follow the sod­
den cHsting on the market of the great 
henls of this company compelled the cat­
tlemen to take immediate action, which 
they have done with commendable energy. 
As soon as the failure became known, 
delegates were sent to New York, London 
and Edinlnirgh. to impress upon the cap­
italists of those cities who had agreed tn 
take part in tiie venture the neceaeity of 
at once into iug iu the matter, and provid­
ing means for taking up the Swan bonds 
ns soon as they could be purchased. 
These gentlemen have agreed to do tkeir 
part, and before many months have 
passetl, the new company will, in all prob- 
ability, be in complete operation.

Tliose connected w ith It are very reti­
cent in the matter, but enough has been 
learned to state with reasonable certalnW 
that Sturgis, Lane, Carey, Davis, lliff, 
and Clark of Cheyenne, aiiid Ulriclta and 
Havemeyer of New York, together with a 
number of Scotch and English capitalistt, 
and some from Philadelphia and Boston, 
are deeply interested in the scheme, and 
will do all in their (tower to carry it to a 
sccessful termination. Tliese gentlemen 
already coutinl fully half the stock in 
Wyoming, and several millions of money, 
while nearly all tlie slockiiieo of that 
region are in sympathy with them, and 
will enter warmly into the new com(>aoy. 
I f  the plan is fully carried into effect, the 
company will tsmtroi all the range cattle 
that are carried to the east the Union 
Pacific, railway ami its tribntaries. Their 
ranges will extend from the Arkansas on 
the south to withlu lOU miles of the 
Nortliern Pacific no the north, and wiB 
include all the cattle grasing on the grant 
central range of the conut^. By the 
gantzation o f such a company the (xwrer 
owners will mit he oldiged t f  sacrifice their
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herds to meet monlDg expenses, while 
those strong, flniuicisllj, will be ridleeed 
from roinoas benknipt oorapetltloo. The
cattle can be apportioned to the ranges, 
the watennpplT M r l j  dlelded, as the In.
terest o f ooe will be the Interest of all, 
and the pnidnetiTeDess o f the entire 
region eery largely Increased. The whole 
ache me Is yet in a somewhat InchoaM 
aMiditioti, bet the character and standing 
of those hiteteased is sncb as alronet to 
secure its snccess in adrance. I f  soocesa- 
fully formed, the new company will be 
(Kw the largest and r ic b ^  organixn- 
tloDS in the worn, as not less than $160,- 
000,000 will be controlled by it.

In reply to the above the Stock 
Gbowkr will aay tbit fine locations fur 
horse ranches can be secured in New 
Mexico and except in the eastern portion 
where “ loco” prevaila there is no better 
country on earth for the breeding of gnixl 
horses. Feed for winter use can be easily 
grown, as alfalfa, the best of grasses, can 
be raised in any valley where water can 
be procured. 'Hiere are but few ranches 
devoted exclusively to the breeding of 
horses. None to the Percheron-Norman 
breeds, though some farmers and ranch 
men have lately bought thorough Iwed 
studs of this named breed. Many rancb- 
men raise tbeir own cow horses and for 
saddle animals and light buggy teams 
there is always a brisk demand.

Rauge grass is, as a rule, good here the 
year round, and range horses, except 
when worked bard, are always in good 
shape. During the round-up the liorses 
get only grass for feed aud stand the 
work well.

Artesian W elle for Kexi£o.
Hugh J. Sherman, of Staten Island, 

passed through Las Vegas this week on 
bis way to Chihuahua. Mr. Sbarman bas 
been largely interested in Montaua cattle 
ranges, but owiug to the heavy losses of 
last winter K>ld out his catUe, ami i.i u.;w 
oo his way to Mexico for Uie purp<icke of 
examining into tbe fea^bility of es­
tablishing large ranges in t^at country.

“ I know emiugb .about tbe Hio Grande,” 
said Mr. Sharman, “ to be very suspicious 
of tlie water supply <>f that stream. But 
fnmi what I can learn there is oue means 
of olitainiug nu ample spjply of water 
that has never been tried there, and to 
which the country farther in the interior 
is especially adapted. 1 am now on my 
way to make an examinaUon of the coun­
try with the view of sinking artesian w ells 
and thus getting all Uie water 1 need. 
There are a number of long, narrow val­
leys boumied on each side by high moun­
tains, which present every indication of 
being well supplied with water, if it can 
only lie bniiight to the surface. I have 
made a careful study of this matter, and 
am of the opiniou tliat tbe future wealUi 
and fertility of many aections now liarren 
will owe Its origin to Uiis means of ob- 
taiuing water. It was tried on tbe Staked 
Plains many years ago, and only failed 
througii the imperfection of Uie machin­
ery in use at that Ume, and the insuffi­
cient government appnvpriation for its 
p̂ ô >ê  development. Our Idea l« to make

great tanks fill them with water from our 
wells, and distribute this water w-|>erever 
needed by a system of irrigaiiog ditches. 
Any one at all conversant with the coun­
try kuows that rainstorms in the moun­
tains are of weekly occurence, however 
dry it may be in the valleys, l l i is  rain- 
fail w ill keep our wells running, and if 
the ex|>erimeiit succeeds, as I believe It 
will, the country will be revolutionized, 
as nearly all of northern Mexico, now 
nearly worthless, can be watered in this 
manner and made the great cattle country 
of North America. I shall send for ma­
chinery G> New York ss soon as I find tbe 
right place to commence experiinents, 
and. wiiether I succeed or fail, 1 am de- 
termiueil to give tbe .scheme a full and 
fair trial.”

The Pacific Coaat Market.
The indicatioDs are that tbe Pacific 

coast will be short on good beef the com­
ing summer. In addition to what was 
published in the Stock  G r o w e r  two 
weeks ago ou this question, we find that 
the Pikrtland (Ore.) Weleotfu of recent date 
raises a doubt as P> tbe future supply in 
the following preseutatioo of the situation 
there.— Meat of all kinds is now high- 
priced, and the probabiliUes are that it 
will ascend the scale yet more. A reporter 
in conversation with one of PorUand's 
leading butchers recenUy, was Informed 
that he had just paid for a lot of cattle at 
the rate of six cents a pound oo foot,eqaal 
to eleven cents dressed. Stall fed catUe 
are very scarce, and not four car lords in 
all Oregon were ret-eived on tbe 25th ulL, 
notwiilistaoding an order for 1.000 head 
from Montana. Agents muldn’t get the 
beeves anywhere, for cattle are scarce in 
eastern Oregon, Washington and Montana, 
on account of the heavy winter. Grass- 
fed stock are plenUful enough, but fat 
stall-feil animals are unobtainable. A steer 
welching 1.200 pounds, worth 9^2 is more 
pnititsbie to raise than to cultivate wheat 
.\ny farmer w ith 160 acrea of land can 
ra i^ feed enough all the year round for 
100 bead of cattle, and can more readily 
market the latter at a good margin of 
profit. Meat will never be moch cheaper 
in Oregon. Uur farmers should take note 
of this, and go more into stock than wheat 
raising. There is money in cattle that 
have offspring, and those who have past­
ures ought U) see it.
