It La rppoitod that ('^Nnmiaaioner Col- 
man thinlu that he haa found the cra­
ter of infection for the cattle diaeaaa 
that has been ravaging Chicago. The 
(liiiease is believed to have been oommu- 
nuated from the Elmhurst berd,a bnncb 
of pure bred rattle that wore exposed to 
pleuro-pneumonia about e ig h te e n  
mouths ago. This but illustrates, i f  the 
facts are as they are beUeved to be, the 
pxcmling contagisusness as well as te- 
uacity of pleuro-pneumonia.

T he issuanee o f instructions by ('om- 
missioner Coleman to the railwBy offi- 
c ials whose lines penetrate the range 
country as to the carrying o f cattle, is 
one of the best features duuBcterixing 
the work o f the bureau o f u t tw i  in­
dustry that has been accomplished this 
year. The western agents o f the bu­
reau who have given much intelHgent 
thought to the application o f proper 
methods for the protection o f  our 
herds should reoeiTe the gratitude o f 
every well wither o f the range 
industry. The bureau throagh these 
gentiemen has now given us nearly ab­

solute protection from the incoming o f 
pleuro-pneumonia. I t  is now apparent 
to any but the most obtuse understand­
ing, that the action o f congress at the 
close o f the last seasion^n enlarging the 
powers o f the bureau o f ammal indus­
try and appropriating funds for ita use, 
a c ^  wlsdy,for the best interests o f the 
country and to the satisfaction particu­
larly o f the rangemen.

T u x  Cattle Trust, so far as the west 
is concerned, seems to have placed its 
hopes for rathusiaBtic endorsement o f 
the scheme on the part o f the ranchmen 
in the names o f men connected with the 
enterprise. It  has dawned already on 
the understaudings o f those boldiug 
down the eastern end o f the Cattle 
Trust that the western in%'estor cares 
very little for the rattling about in the 
corral o f the promoter, 'ilie  cattleman 
is not caught by drag neta. He takes 
only the doUar-and-cents view o f a busi- 
uesB enterprise.

T iik  ('attle Trust should bunt up a 
.Manrot at once if  it is to fuilil a glori- 
ouB miaaion among the ranchmen. Per­
haps it woujld be advantageous for It to 
exdiauge its Jonah for a Mascot.

.V MAM o f informatioo will be found 
Hiiewhere in this iarae relative to the 
Ix^'ine disease, pleoro-pneumonia. The 
cuts accompanying the subKct matter 
make an intelligent understanding o f 
the disease o f easy acquiremenL

T he market value of northern Xew  
Mexico steers from the herds of improv­
ed catUe, is from 812 to 813 for ones 
and 818 to 817 fortwoa. Boyers must 
come prepared to pay the above prices 
i f  they Secure any number o f steers 
from sellers. Once in s while a sale 
may be made at figures shading these 
prices, but it will be i f  at all, because 
the seller is iu pressing need o f cash. 
Generally speaking the buyer will not 
catch many soft snaps o f this kind. The 
cattleman under the extraordinarily 
good conditions now existing for the 
prosecution o f his business, is not hunt­
ing men to give his steers to. Ilis  back­
bone is very stiff and he feels otherwise 
quite gamey this season.

We fear the live stoclt editor o f the 
ATcim does not keep as thoroughly post­
ed on the values o f cattle in the mar­
kets o f slaughter as a gentleinan in his 
position should. The assertion madej 
by us in our issue o f the 4th instant 
was that * ^ 1 1 0 6  the organization o f the 
Trust cattle have declined about twenty 
cents per bimdred.”  The organization 
o f the Trust, according to the itate- 
mrats o f John L. Routt, Thomaa Stur- 
gia, and gentlemen'of lesser influence 
connected therewith, was accomplished

about May 10th. The declaratioDS o f 
these gentlemen in the matter were 
v ^ fie d  at the time by the publication 
in the Chicago Tribute, Bffeder'* On- 
tMU and the Record and Farmer, o f Kan­
sas n ty , in thdr issues o f early May, 
that the Am oican  ('attle Trust h i^  
purchased a lot o f steers from the Tnion 
Cattle company o f Nebraska. Other 
evidenoea are not-wanting that the pro­
moters and officers o f the Trust cm- 
sidered, when we puMisbed our item to 
which reference has been made, that 
the “ machine’* was in operation, how­
ever doubtful the chances may be at 
this writing that the wheels go round. 
In order, however, to show the Neec$ 
that we are accustomed to weigh well 
ail our utierancea o f ao editorial nature 
and that we make no hap-hazard aaaer- 
tiona, that gueaawoi^ ia not a part o f 
the expressed mental operations o f the 
writar, we referred the question as to 
values o f csttle in the Chicago market 
during the month o f May, whether 
there was a decline or an advance of 
the same over the quotations o f the 
previous month, to the well known 
oommiasion house o f James H. Camp­
bell 4  (Ja Their reply verbatim is 
found in the following:

This \ fee|iiif o f 
theirs has arisen in respect to the mat­
ter from the desire so deeply Imbedded 
in the hearts o f nearly all eattieaam for 
relief from the pressure pot ap<m the 
industry by the Chicago dressed beef 
men. Alas, H. and D., the Stock 
G row'Er  cannot rajoy your enthusiasm 
over the probable good resulta to flow 
from the American (battle TraaL In  
itsd f the CatUe Trust, or any Trast fbr 
that matter, has dements 'o f  strength, 
utility and great benefit for the indaa- 
try it propoees to operate on in its own 
work. This, however, is not a dmrao- 
teristic o f the CatUe Trust as it  Is now 
generally und^stoood. I t  is bettored 
by leading men in the range comUry 
and many others that the Tnmk hM 
nothing in common with the b ed  te- 
terests o f the range cattlemen. Ono or 
two bright feUows in mwt haye 
gained a few willing foUowem in the 
west, and baye launched the craft aa 8  
full-sailed vessd to carry on board 
the range industry ostenslbfy to 
a pleasant harbor. The rangeoaen, 
however, are not saUafied with 
the captain o f the crew—and the yemel 
is drifting badly. T o  leturn to  your 
question: I t  is a matter o f  history iaid 
to place the credit where it  proporly be­
longs, that the organization o f tne 
American Cattle Trust in its every feat­
ure, does not belong either to Mr. 
McGillin, Thomas Sturgis, o f  Wyoming, 
John L. Roatt, o f Colorado, Nelse Mor­
ris, o f Chicago, or any o f the vaiious 
gentlemen o f moderate brain power who 
are. associated with the T ra s t The 
genUeman who conceived the plan and 
organized the Am oican  (battle Trust is 
Oliver Sumner Teall, o f  N ew  Y o rk  city, 
vice president o f the Lyons A  CampbeO 
('attle company, o f Silver C^ty. I t  is in 
all its ramifications the product o f his 
active brain. Last fall the plan in de­
tail was presented to e « la in  ranchmen 
in S t Louis by Mr. Teall, and they were 
asked to join the proposed organiiaUoD 
which Mr. TeslI had ̂ borated . I t  was 
then intended to make the Trast an or­
ganization for the sole benefit o f the 
western ranch interests. Its soofw and 
purpoae waa changed later on and we 
now find the American Cattle Trust %o 
be an suxilisry to the labors o f  the 
dressed beef man o f Chkego. The cat­
tlemen o f the west are only axpectedto 
torn the erank wheel o f  tme madrine.

Railway Development in the Pan­
handle.

By tbe courtesy of U. B. Welch, agent 
for tlie Soutirern Kansas railromi in tbe 
matters of ser-uring right-of-way and do­
ing prelioiinary work liaiking to the loca 
lion of stations and towns along tlie line, 
we are enabled to give our renders a few 
points coiK'eming pro|Mated stations as
definitely located op to date.

Tlie first statiiHi established in the Pan­
handle will lie in Lipscomb county, on 
section 243, lil'a k 43,one mile west of Uie 
lUOtli nieriilian and alwut 111) miles from 
New Kiowa. Kansas A depot is to be 
liuilt at tliut point and ample stock pens, 
and the com|Mny exiiei ts to la* pre(>ared 
for bu.siness at that place about the mid­
dle of June, |tn>x.

is at a discount; and where the "coming 
cattle country,” especially fur breeding 
ranges, undtiubtedly it.— Where Dillon, 
Bennett, Pierson, f'anooo, Halstead and 
acores of other foreigners, wiin hare not 
been blinded by tlie dost from the banks 
of tbe Rio Gra^e, are now stacking their 
shekels.

In this connection, too, I wish to re­
move an erroneous impreasioa with re­
gard to the aecuritv and protecti*Ki for 
life and property in northern Mexico. 
Judging from thef past, when, owing to 
sparse populatino, i^ursiona of lodiaiis 
and w e ^  and corruK local and general 
^iremmento, life kuo jiroperty were nn- 
aoubtedly unsafe, many stippoae that tiie 
same oooditioo e x i^  there to-day, where­
as, nothing can be farther from the truth. 
The fact of tbe matter is, that no part ot 
oar own coaDtry baa advanced more rap­
idly in civilization within the past fire 
years than has northern Mexico, and mure 
particularly is thia true of the aute of 
Sonora, during the two years last past 
under tbe regime of Governor Luis Torr­
es. Tbe laws in Mexico are equal, and 
in many cases su|ierior to, our own; they 
haring called from among the beat of the 
United States, English anti French laws, 
and tbe administration iif them, however 
lax in the past, ia now being executed to 
the extent o f their abilit}’. C'rimea of all 
kinds are promptly anti, severely pun- 
ibhetl, much mtire an than io our own 
country, and life and fiersonal aafe^ ia 
mure secure there today than iu many 
parts of the United States. It ia trne, 
there ara hundreda of bad Mexicana, as 
there are of all utlier iMinoalitlea, bnt 
nearly all of their deprettaiions are com- 
mittM <m our own aide of the line, for 
which onr own, and mit the Mexican, 
government ahotild be held reapousible.

TIUea to property in Mexico ia another 
bugaboo, which frightens many would-be 
investors, 'lliey think that because a few 
careless, ignoraut men have made iuveat- 
ments without pniper inrestigatiou and 
thorough examination, and Lave been 
caught by clouded titles, that there are no 
free, clear sod secure titles to be obtoiued 
io tbe country. This is a fallacv, for as 
good and secure titles exist iu Mexico as 
iu any other country; and more particu­
larly is this the case if they have been re­
vised or issued by tbe present or last ad­
ministration. Furthermore, the lietter 
educated and more enlightened Mexicans 
of today, see plainly tliat i f  they are to 
keep step in Uie niarrh of nations and 
develop and enrich their own country, for­
eign civilization, capital and energy must 
be introduced, and for thia reason tliey 
ctirdially invite foreign inunigratiou and 
assure them every protertiou. Thev ask 
nothing in return but olierlience to 'their 
laws. And any foreigner who will go 
tliere, mind his own business, conform to 
Uie laws and let their (lolitical affairs 
alone, will have tliat bnsiueas pniterterl 
and secured.

The writer is not “ galvanlzeti”  in the 
slightest degree, but mi American from 
bom to hoof, who knows whereof he 
■peaks and desires to give justice where 
justice is due.

When he 
sold tlie last score, they ufAn did ntg 
bring six pence ()er pound; or, in other 
words, the best of bis drove bnHigbt him 
twice as uiucli |ier pound as the poorest 
This was repeateii so msuy Uiiies in bis 
ex|>erieni:e tiiat, when he was going 
home, and in talking of bis sales to bis 
neigblMirs, lie was Iml to reflect that there 
was certain^ siimetiiing foolish In rais­
ing Uie interior or lower priced cattle. 
After lie had reucliml this point he was 
careful, in bis purriiases, to throw out all 
“culls,” and h> buy only such aa, in bis es­
timation, would iiriug the best prices in 
Uie DmUoa markei. I'be next Uuie he 
went into Uie iiiglilands tu buy cattle be 
purcliH-sed a gisKl bull; lie next bought a 
lig of first-class cows, anil hsik them Itonie 
with liiiu for (ireeding (lurpiaies. He fui- 
hiwed Uie same c«>urse with his sheep 
in all cases he selected his bulls ami 
bucks from Uie man wlio sold him the 
best cattle, or w b<i raised cattle, having 
the largest pro|Mtrtioii of first-class ani­
mals. IU'four years after he coiumeo<.:eil 
Uiis systematic breeding lie was renting 
his bu4-ks for two hundred dollars per 
year, ami, in a few years more was sell­
ing his stock at faliulous jiriues.

Twenty live to tkirty.flve feet 
is the length of tke average aea-gram 
ro|>e, hilt such a mpe it prnctlcallv uae 
leMi for range work, although good in a

That CloChilde ia the best butter cow in 
tbe world, that the average Holstein ia 
sure to give more butter Uian the average 
Jersey, or that tbe Jersey has oow loet 
her place? Not by any raeana.- It has 
simply been pm v^ that Clotbilde pro- 
puc^ more buUer Uian any other oow 
entered for the trial. It la natural to aup- 
piwe that tbe Jeraey men were anxious to 
will, and that they took pains to enter 
good s|iecimens of the breed. Many Jer- 
aej cows have, in private testa, surpaased 
CloUiilde’s record. There are hundreds 
of Jerseys that can make more than two 
pounds seven and oue-half ounces of but­
ter in twenty four hours. Every ownerof 
a Jersey cow w ill regret that those who 
had the Jersey interects in charge did not 
have enterprise to bring such animals to 
the show. Tbls trial does not even prove 
that (Itithilde was the moat eoouomical 
butter maker at tbe show. Taking tbe 
coat of her feed into oouakieratloo, her 
butter mev have been more expeoalTe 
tbao that from some of tbe .cows sbe de­
feated. ^ ito o e  thing haa been aetUed 
beyond all queatkin—tbe Holstein cattle 
have been wonderfullr improved duriug 
the past ten years. After this eooteet the

Onttle XNnorder. .
Cattle fed on fibrous, woody gmmea, es­

pecially when in jseed.are liable to attacks 
of gastric irritation, complicated with 
symptoms of brain disorder. Tbe.attacks 
occur in animals grazed on pastures that 
have got strong and run to aeed. Tbe 
seizures come on suddenly; resUeaanees 
and scraping with tbe fore feet are nsu- 
ally the first evidence of anything amiss; 
occasionally there U dullness and drowai- 
nem; presently the animals are convulsed, 
and throw tbemaelvea wildly about; their 
unwonted inviduntary movements are ob- 
viooaly controlled by w ill; they turn 
someranulta, and attempt to run up the 
wall of the house or yard in which they 
are confined. The eyes are bloodahot and 
the membrana nictitans ia drawn partially 
over them. In aome eases there is violent 
straining: the bowels are constipeted and 
torpid; the atnall quanUUes of urine void­
ed are oaually high ooloied and turbed. 
These symptoms are somewhat aimilar to 
the effects produced by feeding on tbe 
Darling pea, which causes bones and cat­
tle to try and climb trees and perform 
other mad freaks, daring which, some in 
their wild freni^ meet with fatal acci­
dents. Curiouafy, however, the alarming 
symptoms are traceable to comparatively 
■light morbid post mortem appearance, 
tbe chief of which cuoaists o f congestion, 
and a few inflammatory patches on the 
mncons lining of the foarth stomach. 
These cases which are so alarming, yet 
generally yield readily to treatment. A  
good dose of oil, followed at intervals of 
riz or eight boors by a pound of treacle 
mixed with two or toree ounces of epsom 
salts, will generally be most beneficial, 
while tome prescribe frequent doaea of 
lim^ water and milk in oi^er to relieve 
gastric irritation, Tbe violent and fre- 
quent convulsiooa gre usually quieted liy 
bleeding from tbe Jugniar vein. Irrita- 
tioo of ̂  urinary organs ia relieved by 
encouraging the l ib e ^  drinking of lin- 
aeed tea and other mucilaginoos fluids 
with which extract of bells dona siMiuld 
be administered several times daily.—

WuRRKAs, The veterinary aanitary 
board has good reaaon to believe upon in- 
veeUgatton that the doineatic animals nf 
Nebraska, KamtMS, Iowa and Miasouri are 
free from any contagious or infectloua 
diseases, and that the authorities of these 
states are using all pueslbie precautions 
against the iutruducUon of disease within 
their borders; and

WuRKKAM, The general government 
has quarantined against infected districts, 
thereby aflordiog a double safeguard;

Jicaoited, That the governor be respect­
fully requested to issue bis proclamsUon 
to Uie effect that cattle from Missouri,

The Clydndnle breed originated In tbe 
vriley of tbe Clyde in tbe ricioity of tbia 
city (Olaagow) moetly in tbe coanty of La­
nark, altboogh tliere are fine animala 
which have been bred in adjacent conp- 
tiea.

'ibCained by ctintinueil rare in croesiog fur 
about a centary. There ia a tradition that 
Uie original stnek^me fnmi wune Plem- 
iah atallinos, wbicb were pure black in 
color; but this ia disputed by some au­
thorities.

W h y Horaea Shy.
I have never met a veterinary surgeon 

wbo knew anj’tbing about “cataract of the 
eye” in horses, I call it that as it is an 
expressive term. Tbe trouble la tbe most 
general of any now affecting tbe borsea of 
tbia country. Itiis tbe cause of nearly ail, 
if not all, of tbe shying which anrgeons 
fail to find a reason fur except in “general 
cossedness.” Tliis cataract is of a brown 
growth, of a fungus nature, that spreads 
over tlie pupil of the eye, from the top 
downwards. It has the ap(iearaoce of a 
sponge growing away fnun its hold. It 
is difficult to see unless s'rong daylight 
falls upon the horse’s eye exactly right.

in the refrigerator cars, which are sealed 
in such a m ailer that th ^  cannot be 
opened on the frontier. Fur tbe Paris 
markets alone there are shipped weekly 
from Berlin over 2,000 carcasses of 
dressed mutton, at the rate of 300 per car 
load. The ttnif is, of course, aaMly rec­
ognized by tbe authorities, who, to save 
trouble of examination, take out about 
fifteen carcaaaes near the door of the car, 
which always happen to be tlie freshest.

Joeeph Mulligan, of Fort Benton, is 
rendering it extremely unpleasant for the 
prairie doga, and propuaes to make it 
more disagreeable for tbe territorial 
treasury. He is operating in a prairie 
dog town on tbe opposite aide of the river, 
and the manner in wbicb he is gathering 
the skins of Uieee cauttoua little animals 
ia not to be despised, except tbe dogs 
and the territorial “ bar’l” His method is 
to snare them. Tbe snare is made c i  a 
pliable willow pole, some seven or eight 
feet long, w hich is sharpened at one end 
and forced into tlie groood at an an^e of 
about forty-five degrees, and just far 
enough from tbe burrow aoi that when 
bent over it will reach almoat to tbe edge 
of tbe bole. A notched peg ia then firmly 
driven into tbe ground a little distance 
from the bole, which is designed to bold 
the spring pole ̂ n uositiun when tlie same 
ia aet. On the edge of tbe {xde is at­
tached a fine copper wire with a run­
ning noose, wbicb is carefully placed 
around tbe hole, the opening being just 
large enough to allow tbe b e^  of the dog 
to pass through easily as lie comes out-to 
tbe surface. Care abuidd be exercised to 
bend tbe wire just a little at the point 
where the loop touches it, so that it will 
always retain its position of a perfect 
circle. Tbe notched peg should be care­
fully made, aothat the pole is easily re- 
leas^. I f  these directitma are fo llow ^, 
tbe first time the dog comes to the surface 
be commits suicide, fur the loop bangs 
around his neck and the first jump be 
makes to free himself springs tbe pole 
and the dog ia hung high above the 
ground. Sometimes their fore legs get 
througfa tbe loop and they are caught 
around the middle, in which case they 
often release themaeives by cutting the 
wire with their teeth. Tbe gentleman 
mentioned now baa some five hundred 
traps set, and in fine weather be is catch­
ing from forty to fifty per day. He aaya 
for tbe first few days after the snare is aet 
the dugs will not venture out In rainy 
weather tbe catch is small, as the animals 
remain under eround. He has found from 
experience that the copfier wire is rather 
soft and easily cut and be bad to get a 
larger size than he first tried. He is 
thinking of getting steel wire, as it will 
be equally aa pliable and harder to cat. 
In two weeks' time his catch has run up 
into the hundreds
