The people everywhere interested in thp  ̂
proiluction and consumption of beef 
lay the evil at their doors. The influen­
tial eastern newspapers are now turn­
ing their attention to the dressed beeC 
fellows. The N. Y . Timet of recent 
date thus hits the monopoly a har^ 
blow:

The Chicago Tnbuae't inauiry con­
cerning the price of cattle ana the price 
of meat to the consumer is one in 
which people in all parts of the country 
are interested. As we have repeatedly 
mown, the price of western cattle hse 
^ e t i  about one-half in the last three 
or four years, while the consumer must 
pay as much as ever for beef. The cat- 
ne industry dias been greatly depressed 
and consumers have been shamefullv 
robbed by the action of a ring of mid­
dlemen in Chicago and Kansas City 
who exact tribute from both partiee. 
The dressed beef men complain that the 
railroads have discriminated against 
them in the matter of rates, and there 
seems to be sufficient gn^und for such 
complaint, but iu these days some of 
the most prominent and successful 
members o f the ring are in the dressed 
beef business, and the people who are 
plundered will not be inclined to sepa­
rate them from their associates in the 
indictment which they will find. The 
beef monopoly in Chicago and Kansas 
City was established by means of 
special low rates for freight and by 
enormous rebates. Is i it maintained 
now in the same way V This is a ques­
tion which should receive the attention 
of the inter-state commerce commis­
sion, and some organization of consum­
ers ought to procure evid^ice and 
cause an official investigation to be 
made.

ducers; although it involved the right of 
every shipper to equal service upon equal 
terms, and, although It liad been repeat­
edly, in tbe last decade, before congress it 
does not appear to have seen, or. i f  it saw, 
to have appreciated, its public aspects 
at all.

The opinion was by Mr. CominiMloner 
Walker aad decides nothing. It recites

a more moderate tariff, and nothing 
would be determined one way or another 
antll it should be seen how they behaved 
tbemselvee.

Is this tbe jodicial way o f disposing of 
diacriaitnatioos— utterly lawless sggres 
sfons upon private rights— which the 
aggrieved parties have gone to the pains 
and expenae of making out in due legal 
form before tbe commlaaion • What ia 
settled by such a proceilure ? Tlie offend-

In justifl 
cation of a charge for hauling Uie Burton 
car empty many times greater than for 
hauling any other car loaded, tbe defend­
ant companies alleged that this rsr, bav 
ing two fixed partiona, could not be con­
veniently loaded back with lumber, cross 
ties and steel raila Instead of making an 
order for Just and equal rates, allowing 
only for this. Commissioner Walker 
gravely makes the circumstance tlie ex 
cose for making no order at all. 'Phat the 
ailegatioa about Uie importance of these 
classes of return freight is tbe merest 
pretext is shown by the admission of the 
fiffonding corporations, reciteil by tbe 
commissioner himself, that they tnipisie 
their same extortionate and pn>blbitofy 
charge upon all other improveil cattle 
cars, some of which have no cimipart- 
ments whatever.

The change is manifestly maUe, not for 
service, tmt for the exclusion of all cars 
which carry stock past the catUe yanls 
and beyond the clutches of swindling 
rings. The street stable car of New York 
and Chicagis doing, perhaps, ten times 
the business of the Burton, has no com­
partments, but it fares at the hanus of 
the railknhIs precisely as do tbe Burton, 
the SheilalNirger, anti others, which have, 
it was unfortunate, imteed, that the ques- 
Uon of public relief from tbe eztortiooa 
of the catUe yanls and eveners’ rings 
should have arisen on an application hy 
tbe Burton car in.stead of any one of a 
dozen others. But for those unfortunate 
fixed partiUons it is hsrd to guess how 
Mr. Commissioner Walker would have 
manageai to find any excuse wliatever for 
the extraordinary grace vouchsafed to the 
defemiaot roads.

But this case is not yet beyoml tlie 
commisaioQ. Mr. Walker has siiaply re­
manded the parties to their respective 
situations before suit was brought, with 
some sage advice to tbe wniugdoers. 
When it is again called up tuxier the i>e 
culiar practice of the commission it is to 
be b o| ^  that the oUier meraliers will 
give it some attention, anti, in behalf of 
the beef eating |>ubllc, put a sudden pe­
riod to the infsnxMis system of Uiscriini- 
natioD and extortion which lays the whole 
people of the I'nited States under tribute 
tu the cattle yanis and the eveners' rings.

As heretofore intimated In this corres- 
poadence, a conmiiasion is s very doubt­
ful sort of a tribunal for the determina­
tion of questions iietween the people and 
the powerful mooopollaa. They have sel­
dom or never pmved safe guardians of 
the public rights, sail the democratic 
friends of federal legislation retUaining 
tbe railroads were very reluctant to ac­
cept the comraissioD as pnqiosed by the 
senate.

Non suppose you had •  few thoasaod 
dullara and you invested it in cattle. 
Bappnee when you w era feeding them on 
the desert nene day the national troops 
drive them off and destroy your little 
i»roi>ertjf! What would you think ? That 
Is ju.<n a hat has been ihioc. Many young 
men have lieen driven to desperation by 
losiug every dollar through a iniachievous 
uaiitHial ailiuiiiistrstiou. Tliese lands 
will douliUeas uever lie.sold to iiome- 
stesders, as they are not cidtivalde. What 
sill or wnsig is there in utilizing the 
waste country? The fuel is there is no 
money miw in raiii-lics. ami everylss'y is 
trying to get out, sml one of tliese days 
ttiere is going to he a liig beef famine.”

One that impiesses tne coiisiiiiier is that 
lie gets lieef no cliea|>er liecauae the pro­
ducer M'lls it for so little. W ho is it gets 
tlie iHg sum ill la-iwe4'U the price paid by 
the priaJucer ami the consumer? It it 
binu^ by ranclmien that it is a dressed 
beef tuouo(>o|y. Inter-state commerce 
laws have no terrors for these dressed 
beef men The low price of beef is tlielr 
opportunity. I f  they fail to keep beef 
down they will quickly purchase Ml that 
is offered for future delivery. These mo- 
monopolists lash botli sides, the producer 
ami tiie consumer alike. They juake 
fortunes on all this panic among cattle­
men. On every bullock there is a profit 
of f  10 to the dressed Ijeef monopoly and 
either a l<a« or an even thing for the pro­
ducer. The consumer pavs the monop­
oly the extra flU  profit f)n this subject 
the lion. Brewster Cameron, director of 
the Arizona International Range W-ssocla- 
tion says;

Before tlie passage of Uie inter-state 
commerce law members of the syndicate 
[dresse<l beef monopoly] obtained rates 
from railroads which in themselves 
amounted to fair profits on the product 
handled and conse<{UentJy shut out com­
petition. At the present time members 
of the symlicste are getting low rates 
from railways running through Canada, 
which arê  dot affected by this law, and 
tliey are also getting rates to eastern 
(loints on their own cars on a mileage 
basis [witness Armour with 600 carM 
which amonnts to abont a third of tariff 
rate charged to outsiders who have not 
the facilities. Cattle ^>wers should estab- 
listi dressed beef plants of their own to 
compete with the mooo(M>nes wbicL at 
present control the business. I f  cattlemen 
will take spick in dressed plants to the 
amount of $10 a bead for all the marketa- 
ble'^ieeve* Uiey own at the present time, 
payable in five annual installments out of 
the proceeds of the sale of the beeves,they 
will raise sufficient rwpiul to insure suc­
cess and obtain good dividends on their 
investments, and at the same time be pay­
ing for their share a portion of the money 
they are now losing ou every beef steer 
sent P i market, the total subscription 
amounting Pi onl^ $2 per bead on each 
beef steer sold during the next five years 
succeeding such subacriiition.

It is the IinmJ that is tusking Montana and 
C'aliforuia horses famous for hooe aud 
metal. We could, if we would, raise as 
fine horses liere a-s tlie world can sliow, 
but not on corn.—Holt Co. (Mo.) Press.

The Montana Herda.
Tlie trulli in regard to the cattle losses 

of tiie noitliwest during the past winter is 
only lieginning to lie known. When the 
winter first bioke ilie loss was supposed 
P i lie fifty (ler cent. But when tiie cattle­
men got out on the range they Siam con­
tradicted this and set the loss at from 
twenty P> tliirty p r cent., but later ad­
vices placed it *back Pi fifty again, and 
now it is siated on g<sHl auUiurity it was 
no less tlilxi seventy-five per cent, loss in 
many localities. On the Yellowstone, 
we are assured that it was even mure than 
seventy.fi ve peif ceiip. and some outfits 
put their loss st\ighty and ninety per 
cent. One concern running 3U,tKlU bead 
in Mimtana and Wyoming have naly been 
able P i round up 7UU beau, and we un4,ey- 
staiid tliere are some coin)>aniee unable to 
find a brand. These statements are prob­
ably overdrawn, yet we are satisfied that 
the loss in some haaliUes has been al­
most equal to pital auntliilaUon. But tbe 
severest losses liave lieen with Uie new 
companies, aa old Ume cwtUemen snuffed 
the danger from afar, and by rusUing got 
a fair portion of their herds through. The 
actual losses of the hi:: coniiiaiiie.s. we are 
satisfied, are reiireseiiteii lo lie lar>:er than 
they really weie. The lui-iuess having 
been carrieil on on Uie high pressure 
principle wiUi a busines.s office in some 
of our railroad tow n>., v\iUi offii-ers located 
Uiere on salaries who never saw their 
herd.s, thousand:, of stia W were represent­
ed P) the sPwkhol.l.T.-i to fa* tens of thou­
sands, fictitions branding rejsirteil and all 
manner of swindles |ier|ietrafeil. Tlie 
winter being severe lia» given managers 
of Uie couceriib an op]H>rtunity to even u|i 
tbeir Uaiks and an appalling loss is now 
shown up. This is, of course, bad for the 
Uie industry, but ns there is no interest 
manifested, in having it perfietuated in 
the range form, the country wi[l lose but 
litUe. But tor the old-time grower who 
will make some preparatiuos for winter, 
it matters not what the world thinks of 
tbe business, since he is not dependant 
on the price of stuck catUe for support. 
The catUe business is sometbing that can 
be easily closed out by .^speying tbe heif­
ers aud letting them get fat for beef. 
Hence the catUe growers need care notb- 
ini: for anything save a giaal range and a 
fair price for beef. And, since at present 
prices lie can do reasonably well, the wild 
spiry of the losses of last winter will not 
effect him. neither will the closing out of 
the large coniiiauies.— Mai ntai n

Thu liifiB Time o f  A lfa lfa
We bare often i>een a^ked bow long 

will alfalfa lire and produce without be­
ing reseeded? We c.include that there 
is no one liring w ho could answer tbe 
question with intelligence. It has llred 
on in tbe country from which we have 
obtained it tbrough many geoemtioos of 
men. and nowhere in hitstory can we find 
it has ever died out. We read that three 
hundred years ago the Jenuiu from Spain 
sailed tbe south seas, and as a precaution 
against starvation of ship wrecked mari­
ners, planted alfalfa on tbe little l«rren 
islands of the ocean and left a few pairs 
of goats—male and female—tbat they 
might eat this erer-liring plant and re 
produce tbeir kind and possibly be tbe 
means by *beir flesb of sating human life.

We bare knowledge of fields of this 
plant still flourishing near the ancient 
city of Pueblo tbat were planted in the 
days of Cortez, tbe invader. In talking 
on tills subject with Colonel Eli M. Wood, 
of this city, be who traveled Old Mexico 
loo" liefore the reign of l!:binta Amu, 
we learned some iotertwting facU about 
the plant and from one who had observed 
it growing for a half century. Said tbe 
colonel: “ I was in Chihuahua as early as 
1844. and to feed my mules purchased 
alfalfa cropped fnim a field near tbe city. 
Forty yeans later, in 1884,1 again return^ 
to Uie country, and on seeing tbe same 
field freati with that beautiful grass plant, 
I iuquirbd of the proprietor—who was 
tbe same Castilian I bad purchased the 
^ay of in olden time—if tbis bad ever 
been reseeded or tlie land fertilized, aod 
was told it bad not. He infurmevl me 
tliat from bis best information tbe field 
had Iteen planted by his auceatnr a hun­
dred years prior to 1844.”

In the grand valley of Taos, near the 
village of Uiat name, is a small field of 
this plant growing that has yielded three 
crops (ler^ear for more than a hundred 
years. H e were informed by tbe propri­
etor of this Taos meadow a few days 
since that he bad cut tbe grass fnim this 
field for sixty years aod be believed tbe 
crop of the present season was sttiuter 
than it had ever been before. Now, from 
all of these evidences, ,we conclude that 
tlie alfalfa ia a never-dyiug plant—Field 
nnd Form.

Alfllanrik • Coming Forage.
'  Alfllaria {erodinm eirrvtariam) ia one 
of tbe best known forage annuals west of 
tbe range, altbongfa it is only recently 
tbat it has begun bi come inu> notice on 
this side. Reports from the western part 
of Colorado are that it has made its ap­
pearance there on tbe ranges, and I  re­
member seeing large quantities of it in 
Arizona eight years ago. It is hard to 
overestimate its value as a pasture plant, 
where it once obtains a good foothold, for 
all rangemen where it is known bear tes­
timony to its excellence. It stands cold 
weather well, grows well in damp loca­
tions, and flouritdies on high, dry land. 
It will make heavy bay. aod grow two 
feet high on high rich s<iii nut on tbe dry 
uplands, cures on the stock tbe same as 
gramma.

Horses, cattle and sheep eat it greedily, 
and if there is a patch nf it anywhere on 
the range that patch will be cleaned 
up liefore the other irrass around it la eat­
en. Now that {lastures are becoming 
msqm^ nec^ities, this “ pin graaa" wiU 
be^ound to fill a long felt want for a 
hardy, nutritions pasture planL Tbe seed 
is difficult to gather, but once started the 
grass w ill take care of itself and prove 
bard to supplant in general utility.

i f  your pasture can be irrigat^ it will 
g—iw well, but if it cannot be watered tbe 
alfiiaria will grow and get there just tbe 
same. Some steps should be taken by 
those interested in obtaining good pas­
tures to investigate thoioughly tbe poasi- 
bilities aod actualities of tbis hitherto 
uncared for plant, and upon, ctmvictioo 
use the necessary method to aecare ita 
introduction. H lioeoever works under- 
standiogly in tbe reclamation of land 
nearly worthless will find the little 
amount of brains be has expended bring 
immense interest ib tbe increased value 
of bis outlay. H o n d a .

men for the payment of all expenses in­
cident to such prosecution in said coun- 
tlaa, which asasaamaota shall be lerlad 
pro raU on tbe number of stock owned, 
and do i l l  things necessary for the carry­
ing iGto effect of the foregoing reaolu
