The cause may be summed 
up as short feed, scarcity of bulls and 
scattered herds.

F ob the Chicago papers that are bol­
stering up that thiering monopoly, the 
big four, the S t o c k  ( I r o w e i i  has a 
scriptural quotation: “Verily, they 
have their reward."

The weather prognosticators have 
not yet promulgated the climatography 
of the coming winter. Whether we are 
to phlogisticate and swelter from the 
warmth of sudoriferoas simooms or to 
didder with the algid, gelid blasts of a 
way-below-zero season. All of which 
alMve might be translated Into mean­
ing, are we going to have a warm or 
cold winter V

If A current report be true then there 
are some very short-sighted and foolish 
cattlemen in the Cherokee Strip. I t is 

•said that a number of the present occu­
pants of the strip have stated that if 
they are dispossessed they will secure rê  
venge by firing the range and utterly 
destroying the grazing. That Would be 
a poor revenge and one that would ulti­
mately work damage to the perpetrators 
as the curtailment of the present cir­
cumscribed grazing region means a 
forced marketing of ju ^  so many cattle 
and a consequent depression of prices. 
Don’t  do it and don’t  say that you in­
tend to.

It Has become evident to us of the 
range country that there must he a rad­
ical change made in some of the old- 
time range cattle working methods. 
We must plant alfalfa or some other 
good forage plant or must cut gramma 
hay if possible. This is no longer a 
steer country but a breeding section, 
and there must be a reserve of winter 
feed—not for fattening steers but to 
keep the weaker stock alive. The old 
way of trusting to providence to furn­
ish a mild vfinter was all right when 
the country was not stocked so heavily 
and there was grass for stock; but 
things liave changed and “the cupboard 
is bare." Suppose it does cost 810 in 
feed to winter a 82i»cow ‘f Is there not 
money in the scheme 'f A system must 
be adopted whereby the ranges will he 
ridden thoroughly all during the winter 
and spring and when a week animal is 
fouiia it must be brought to shelter and 
Snough feed given it to keep life. 
This looks like “eastern farm style,” 
but it is good, sound reasoning. The 
death rate must be kept down or na­
ture will settle the overstocking ques­
tion of itself by starving down the 
herds until they fit the range and grass 
supply.

A WIDE-SPREAD interest is felt in the 
coming joint meeting of butchers and 
cattlemen to be held ia St. Louis next 
month. It is not to be supposed that 
the attendance upon this meeting, from 
the range country, will be large in num­
bers. But it is hoped that a representa­
tive delegation of workers will be pres­
ent. An alliance between the cattle­
men and butchers cannot certainly hurt 
the former and no doubt will result in 
much good to those engaged in the 
business of cattle raising. The butchers 
of the eastern and middle ktates form 
a powerful body numerically. They 
are well orgmiized and possessed of 
strength politically. It is now neces­
sary to f i^ t  the big four by securing 
such state legislation as will call for 
live in sp ^ io n  of all cattle killed as 
meat. That is to say to have all meat 
inspected alive at the town or place 
where it is to be sold to consumers. 
Such legislation frould destroy the wide- 
reaching operations of the four who 
supply ice lx)x meat. Our friends the 
butchers will work for such legislation.

and raves—linking in the big four for a i 
full share of its groundless abuse. 
Right here we must say that it is* not 
our mission to champion the cause of 
the big four. They need nothing of the 
kind at our, hands, and we say further 
that we are and ever have been opposed 
to monoiKily, syndicates and trusts of 
every kind. We believe in open, fair 
competition in every branch of trade 
throughout the whole commercial 
tie li and as to the vituperative abuse 
which has beeu kept up against the 
big four, so-called, without stint or 
measure for the past two or three years 
by the S t (x :k G r o w e r  and sundry 
other papers ot its ilk, we have only 
been led to repeal some of the grosser 
attacks that have been made by these 
papers for the reason that so far as 
they could have any bad effect in any 
way they smirched the Chicago market 
to the fullest extent that any baseless 
twaddle could smirch it. Hence from our 
standpoint here we have been forced 
to repel the more glaring imputations 
that have been hurled recklessly and 
groundlessly against the big four at the 
same time involving the character of 
the whole cattle trade here.

But as to the article in the S t o c k  
G r o w e r  the writer in his ea^rness to 
abuse the big four runs clear away 
from the subject in hand, after the fol­
lowing fashion:

“Wtien WF coMid^r that fkome of the members 
of the bis four are sellint; animal fat, cottonseed 
oil and tbeir compounds under the label of 
tloed lard, we need not expect tliem to be gov­
erned hr anv high moral principles in their treat­
ment of the cattle producers of the country.**

This is very rabid. In our article, 
which has called o u t such a bitter 
onslaught from the .St ^ c k  G r o w e r , 
we c i t^  the cold fact that the rise of 81 
to 81.50 per lUO pounds on good cattle, 
which took place June 1st effectually 
upset the whole charge against the big 
four, and over which a thousand 
changes had been rung that this combi­
nation had put the prii'e of cattle down 
and had been kw'ping prices down. In 
an attempt to answer the unanswerable 
argument w hich we made on this point 
the S t o c k  G r o w e r  gets off the follow­
ing:

June and the 2nd of October, where 
they have rrfatively paid the same ad­
vance in the price of the cattle they 
have bought there as they have paid ajt 
Chicago. BO that this single game 
spider and fly has already cost th^ big 
four several millions of dollars, and ac­
cording to the present outlook the prices 
for goM̂  cattle will hold up until it will 
cost them a good many nmlions more 
by the same rule before we shall see the 
low prices of 1887 prevail again for cat­
tle of the best grades. As a matter of 
fact supply and demand have been the 
only genei^ governing principle in the 
Chicago market during the past three 
years in cattle, hogs and sheep. During 
that time the big four have bought 
heavily of hogs and sheep, and in all 
those operations these pajties have been 
in comj^tition with each other and with 
all the outside miscellaneous buywB 
that have been constantly operating 
against them, for the market here has 
b ^ n  open to all kinds of live stock 
buyers from all outside points and 4’̂ '- 
iiig this time the Chicago live stp<^ 
market has been in full amapetion With 
all other live stock markets. All the 
buyers that have operated here have 
been governed by the old-time common 
principle and have made t t ^ r  pnr-i 
chases of cattle, hogs and sheep at the ' 
lowest possible ratra on each ahd every 
day, ana as a matter of fact there has 
been no crookedness in the buying ot 
cattle here than there has been in ray­
ing of hogs and sheep during the time 
of which we have spOTen. The great 
trouble is that a great revolution has 
been inaugurated and established in< 
the whole cattle trade whiph in its na-> 
tural effects has badly hurt the trade 
of the common butchers all over the 
country; hence all the racket we have 
had over the matter. Upon common- 
sense, logical principles it wonld be just 
as wise to attempt to downThe .railwaiy 
system as now established for the pur­
pose of restoring the old (bach-and-iour 
system as it would be ^  attempt to 
down the dressed beef shipping system 
as now established for the purpose of 
restoring the old time bukchering sys­
tem for the handling and maiketuig 
of beef cattls.

So 
with canners of meat and vegetables. At 
a lim e when the members of all the 
peace societies on earth are grieved 
Bismarck’s expresaed opinion that there 
will be no Enropean war, regarding the 
utterance, naturally enough, as a pretty 
good sign of impending*war, these gentle-' 
men are rubbing their bands with all the 
ghoulish glee of a plumber in a blizxard 
Great is the canning industry.

“ Whatever Kind of food anybody 
produce, I can.” said a wealthy proprietor 
of one of the largest establishments in the 
trade, and his feeble joke was not far 
from the truth.

Hence the glee of the canners. The 
armies of England and France are fee 
now very largely on -American beef in 
cans. I f  the armies are increased and 
the prodnetive fon^ of the two countries 
are impaired by reason of a war the 
trade will assume greater proportioui 
than ever.

The proportions now are staggering 
From Chicago alone long trains of cars 
leave daily m  the east, each car holding 
ten tons of canned beef. ^

How many cattle in a car f 
That is a little bard to say. If  the en­

tire animal was commonly ppeked in cars 
there wonld be about fifty, but a curious 
fact has been developed in the trade 

When a “beef critter” is slain about 
one-third of him is valuaUe to the butch 
ers who deal in fresh meat. The rest is 
not easily saleable; though the good peo­
ple who would like to see the whole 
world live on scientific principles instead 
of consulting their palates, insist that the 
leas saleable ports are more -nutritious 
than the choice cuts.

The parts, however, that are least sale 
able, go into the cans. Plates, navels, 
briskets, jowl cuts and occasionally the 
entire carcass of a cow all go to make up 
the canned-beef supply. The much- 
abused Texas steer, when be is too tough 
for the fresh-meat butcher, generally 
finds his way into the cans.

The scientists continually investigate 
the canned meat, and not infrequently 
find new and startling poisons of the most 
virulent character. Any one of the atoms, 
acomling to a scientific analysis, is deadly 
enough to destroy a regiment, and it 
seems strange, from a chemical point of 
view, that anybody remains alive after 
eating this dangerous-food.

As a matter of fact,- however, millionsi 
of people have been eating it for years, 
ana there is no well-authenticated case of 
ilnjury arising from the use of canned 
beef-unleas the beef has been injnred in 
same way after the can was opened.

Beef, however, and the standard vege­
tables are the n e a t  staples that form a 
very considerable fractiem of the ocean 
carrying trade. The beef alone is big 
enough and important enough to justify 
the writing of many books about it. 

Evervbt^v knows how the business be- 
Or atgap. Or at least everybody o t^h t to. In 

18§0, M. App«t^ a scientific Frenchman, 
knowing the chemical fact that cookedknowing
food could be kept from decomposition 
if the air were kept from it, patented a 
metod of packing such food in glass. Not 
much was done on his patents, however, 
and it was fifteen or twefity years later 
when an English firm Iwgan packing 
meat in tin as a regular article of com­
merce. 'fhetr processes, however, were 
crude compared with those of today, and 
it remained for American skill to per­
fect the work within the last doxen years.

and transportation to the time and place 
iu which it Is to be used.

Armour, of 
Chicago, s e M  bis agent to tbe Dubuque 
batchers, and for tbe beneflt of the poor 
man be 'offers to sella them meat cheaper 
than tb e j can get It here. Your reporter 
SSTS the botcher don’t seem to be Interes­
t s  one wav or tbe other, and why should 
they be? When they aak S  tbe oooodl 
for live meat inspectlan, a measure tbe 
city \n  ha special charter has the  power 
to order, we were denounced aa tbe ene- 
miea of tbe poor man.

Tbe states of Ohio and Miaaouri passed 
special acts through tbeir legislators for 
live meat inspection. Senator Smith, of 
Davenport, ^  a UD through the state 
senate last winter providing for Uve meat 
inapectloa, but when the big four of Chi­
cago got wind of it and flowed into Dm  
MolnM didn’t  they convince enough gran­
ger legiaiotars and some newspapers that 
are always taking the part of the poor 
man that H was ruinous for our people to 
kill tbeir meat at home and have it in­
spected, but highly benetidal to send our 
money to Chicago or Kansas City for an 
article of which we had a sorplua up to 
tbe present time f

There is not an intelligent farmer in 
this country that cannot foresee tbe great 
harm tbe introduction of foreign dressed 
beef will do them. I t makga little differ- 
enoe to tbe butchers whoae beef they cut, 
but they take an interest in tbe general 
welfare of tbe community at large. Live 
and let live is our motto, and do not send 
to other cidM  for what you can buy at 
home, even if you should have to pay a 
little more for it.

City and sold for tenderioinis. What as- 
gravates tliis matter is the fact that these 
xteaks are served in the public eating 
houses.

The importation of rattle to tbe Pan­
handle at this season of tbe year will 
pnive to be a disastrous movement for tbe 
stockmen ownigg them. The experiment 
has been tried before and its termination 
should be a warning. Prom a herd of 
eleven thousand bead turned loose here 
three years ago, only seven hundred lived 
through tbe winter They were in p<M)r 
condition when tam ed lonee and could 
not stand the rigors of winter.

When tbe natives which were turned 
into the pens used in the Union stock 
yards in Chicag«) for Texas cattle, to(>k 
the Texas fever and died, every northern 
live stock paper and many of the leading 
dailies and weeklies give the raws es­
pecial prominence and some diluted on 
the d e ^ ly  contact of Texas cattle, and the 
danger to tbe northern cattle interests. 
But when the experiments went on by 
putting healthy native cattle '  with the 
sick, and no further spread of tbe fever 
occurred, none having tbe fever except 
those which bafi actual contact with Tex­
as cattle, or had been penned In the same 
pens, not a line could be found in the pa­
pers that bad previously devoted columns 
to the deadly Texts fever Item. This is 
an unfair treatment of Texas a: tbe bands 
of the northern agricultural and live 
stock papers. No intellirent Texas stock­
man denies that certain Texas cattle, (and 
exactly which is not vet determined) may 
communicate a deadly fever to northern 
apK-k, but they have ^ways asserted that 
-skid fever cannot spread except by actual 
am tact or coming into contact with pens 
or paittures recently occnpied by the Tex­
as cattle, consMuently there Is no d a ^ e r  
whatever of a Texas fever epidemic. The" 
Chicago* experiments clearly prove this 
very important fact, and justice demands 
thst tbe northern live ktock journals give 
this fact wide spread publicity. Never­
theless we can hope for some fairness iu 
the reports from tbe baresu of animal in­
dustry St Washington. Texas is not afraid 
to have tbe world know Uie “truth,” tbe 
whole truth and nothing but the truth” 
alM>ut Texas fever. It is the garbled truth 
that Is worse than a lie.—Texaa Live Stock 
Journal.

Some 
members of tbe Chicago dressed beef 
ayndicatea were present at tbat meeting, 
arid tbeir influence bad been suffleienUy 
strong in tbat organization to prevent ito 
taking any measures for tbe benefit o f  tbe 
cmtle producera or butchers which would 
prove injurious to tiie big four. The In 
te m a tlo ^  Range association, at a mqgt- 
ing following a few montea after that of 
tbe Chicago convention, appointed a com 
mittee of tliree to investigate tbe beef 
question. Tbia committee never made 
any report, and in consequence no steps 
have ever been taken by tliat association 
looking to tbe bettering of tbe condition 
of tbe western cattleiren. While tbe 
Range association has acc«>mpHsbed some 
good, and while it will uoduubtedly prove 
of benefit to western range in te re s t at 
tbe same time it is a local aaaociation in 
a national sense, as its membersblp is 
composed solely of those interested In the 
range cattle bosinesa. Tbe beef question 
must be bandied from a national stand­
point, by men interested in tbe busineas 
from every state and territory in tbe oouu-

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A  Stimngo Brood of OatUo.
A strange breed of wild cattle is found 

io the high bills skirting the Umqua Val­
ley, Oregon, la  tbe mouaiaina near Rid- 
dies and Roaebud, they are probably most 
plentiful, but they do not venture down 
into tbe valley much. They stay on tbe 
hills and get water from the living 
springs which rise there. For tbe most 
part they are concealed io the dense 
growth of oak and fir in these mountains. 
There is heavy underbrush, too, so that it 
is a hard matter to get them. They go in 
bands of six or eight usually, but at uigfat 
a herd of forty or fifty get together and 
lie down in tbe same yard—that 1% they 
sleep in the same spot, which is usually a 
secluded spot amoog the trees. A band 
of wild cattle have been known to get .to­
gether on a clear space like this eve 
night for a couple of years. When tee 
log, there are idways a few bulls to act as 
sentioelA While the cattle graze in bands 
of half a dozen or so, they are, neverthe­
less, close to hands, m  that at an alarm 
fn>ra one of the tMilla, which leisurely 
feed oQ h ib n r  ground, they all run away 
together, l l ie  cattle-are all colors and 
wilder than deer. It is a bard matter to 
get a shot at them, for the reason that 
their scent Is so keen. T h ^  can smell 
man a long distance off. They got wild 
in 185S, when the old man K id^es and 
two or three others of the old settlers 
came to tlie valley. Tlieir cows wandered 
off and could not (le found. After two or 
three years wlien tbe pioneers wanted 
beef all they had to do was to rig out pack 
animals and up into the inountidna. 
The animals had to be killed on sight, the 
um e as deer nr Itear, for they could no 
more tie driven down than deer could 
Once killed theV were quartered, packet i 
on tha horses, and carrlAl down. They 
have been hunted a viaid deal of late 
years, ao that there are uot so many as 
there used to be. A peculiarity about 
these cattle is that their eyes | and horns 
are Jet blacl^. The retina, iris, and the 
whole apple of tbe eye is one mass of 
black. You can’t  distinguish any differ- 
aoce In any part of iu Tlie horar, too 
while being black as ink, are loqg and 
sharp.
