fle Describes in a Graphic Manner the Fight
that Was Engaged in Before that
Chinese City.

Washington, July 27.—The navy
department makes public the follow-
ing:

United States Ship Newark, Taku,
China, June 18, 1900—Sir: I have
the honor to roport as follows: The
commanding ofticer of the gunhoats
in the river met on the afternoon of
June 16 and agreed for the senior of-
ficer of gunboats to direct the move.
ments.  This officer happened to be
a Russian. The positions of the
various gunhoats were then assigned,
mking positions in the second -‘reach”
of the river above the north fort.
The gunhoats participating were the
Koreetz, Guilak, Bohr, Russian; I1tis,
German; Lion, French; Algerine, Kn-
glish. The English torpedo hoat
destroyers Fame and Whiting joined
in the latter part, after securing the
captured torpedo boats near Tong Ku.,

The United States steamship Mon.
ocacy, being under orders,
moored at Tong Ku and took no part
in the action,
afforded shelter and proteciion  duar
ing the night,

At about 5 a. m. the gunboats,
having silenced the northwest forts,
a landing force disembarked and oc.
cupied it, where, hoisting the flag, a
few pasualties occurred, notably the
captain of the Japanese landing party
and one English sailor killed and
several wounded. The Chinese then
abandoned the north forts, which are
joined to the northwest ports by a
protected passage,  After ahout two
hours more the south forts were
taken, after the explosion of the
magazine, Most of the occupants
fled, but were not pursued,
forty were found hiding in various
parts of the fort,

The torts, being of thick mud and
grass adobe, were but little damaged
by the five, although they received a
host of projectiles.

Amendment To The Constitu-
tion Of The State Of Texas,
To Be Voted On Tuesday,
November 6, A. 0. 1900.

(H.J R. No. 35.)

JOINT RESOLUTION, amend-
ing Article 8, of the Constitation
of the State of Texas, by adding
thereto Seciton 20, providing tor
the organization of irrigation
districts, and for the levying and
eollection ofa tax for the construe-
tion of reservoirs, dams and canals,

Be it resolved by the Legisla-
ture of the State of Texas.

That Article 8. of the Coustita-
tion of the 3tate of Texas, be
amended by adding thereto Sec-
tion, 20 as follows:

Bection 20. Ton addition to the
powers of taxation grauted in the
foregoing sections, it shall be law-
ful for the Legislature of Texas to
authorize the land owners of the
eounties of Archer, Baylor Clay,
Wichita and Knox to organize irri-
gation distriets in said counties
without regard to county lines.

In makiog provisions for
construction of irrigation works
within said territory, it shall be
lawfal to levy taxes an‘l create an
indebtedness to rest as a charge
on and be secured by a lien ou the
frrigable land for the use and
benefit of which said Iirrigation
works have been or may be con-
stracted. The Legislature may
authorize such taxes and indebted-
ness a8 may bhe necessary to con-
stract irrigation works within said
territory, but no taxes shall be
levied nor indebtedness ereated in
any district until anthorized by a
two thirds vote of the resident
Jand owners therein whose lands
are suseeptible of irrigation from
the proposed works-

The Governoris hereby directed
toissue the necegsary proclamation
tor submitting this amendment to
the qualified voters of Texas on
the first Tueaday after the first
Monday in November, 1900 at
which election all voters favoring
the amendment shall have written
or printed en their ticketa “For
