William J. Bryan took cognizance of
the letter sent to him by Assistant
Secretary of War Meiklejohn, and
prepared a reply, of which the fol.
lowing is part:

“You will note that the treaty of
agreement, as the president des.
cribes it, was confirmed and approv-
ed, subject to the action of congress,
and the only exception that he made
was that in regard to article 10, re.
lating to slavery. You can but know,
however, that since the president
sent those instructions the Republic.
an party, with the approval of the
administration, has adopted the
theory that the constitution does not
follow the flag, and therefore the
thirteenth amendment does not in-
terfere with slavery in the Sulu
archipelago.

“The Porto Rican law asserts the
doctrine that the people of Porto
Rico are beyond the protection of
the constitution and can be governed
by the arbitrary and unrestrained
power of the president and congress,
If the constitution itself cannot reach
the West Indies, how can the thir-
teenth amendmen. Ind way into Asia?
The president does nof repudiate
article 13, which reads as follows:
‘The United States will give full pro-
tection to the sultan and his subjects
if any foreign nation should attempt
to impose upon them.’

“In view of the fact that the
president, in his letter of acceptance,
declares it dangerous for us to agree

| Philippine islands, would it not be

Lackey,s Oplllt;ll.

In a commugzication to the Dal-
las News 8. G. Lackey of Estelle,
Dallas county, has the following to
eay:

This place has had since 5 p. m.
on the 20th up to 10 o’clock next
morning an unprecedented rainfall
of 4.36 inches. The weather on the
day immediately preceding this ex-
ceptional rainfall were nothing out
of the ordinary. No material
change in the barometer occurred.
The whole system of atmospheric
circulation and storm movement
scems to have been ghifted several
degrees southward,as the movement
of the upper clouds showed tha
an extreme condition existed in the
upper atmosphere and a transfer of
the usual track
areas of

of low pressure
the mnorthern bLoundary
southward over Texas were likely
te occur, thus giving copious rains
to a greater portion of our state.
Such conditions have occurred and
will occur again. This is what hap-
pened in March, 1897, when the
rainfall at his place was 6.50 inches
in that month, and, as I have said
before, a sharp lookout was kept for
the movement up the upper clouds
and those observed were principaliy
cirrostratus from the southwwest.

In the early forenoon of the 19th
crrus  clouds appeared, moving
for the southwest witn wind south
to southwest. A solar halo was ob-
served at 3 p. m. and by yesterday
morning the weather had become
very threatening with light sprink-
ling rain with the wind freshening
up up from the northeast, and dur-
ing shifted to the east,
with a heavy downpour of rain at
5 p. m., which
the night. The wind blew steadily
from the ast until near 10 o’clock
the 21st, when it stopped raining,
and the wind then changed to the
southeast.

Such heavy rains may be looked
for in locations within or near the
track of cyclonic storms, and are
more likely to occur in August, Sep-
tember and October, as more of
these storms are generated in the
west gulf at this season of the year,
or if they form in the West
dian islands, as far east as Barba-
does, they are likely to travel west-
ward to the western gulf.

The cyclone that was first ob-
gerved near Barbadoes in 1886 on
the 15th of September traveled
westfard through the Caribbean gea,
passed over Kingston, Jamaica, on
the 18th and through the Yuecatan
channel on the 19th, and when

north of Marida, Yucatan, it de-
fiected southward toward Vera Cruz
and made very slow progress when
opposite Tampico, but after the
nd it got a rapid movement and
came out on the mainland at or
near Matarnoras and thence up the
gulf coast, wwossing the Bay of Cor-
pus Christi and wup through the
country west of Austin.

In a Letter Read Before a Demo-
cratic Meetiuy

IN THE CITY OF BALTIMORE

Gives Mis Mearty lndorsement to the Nomi-
nees of Democracy and Declares
Against Imperialism,

Baltimore, Md., Oct. 10. —Several
thousand persons, among them many
ladies, braved the elements Monday
night and attended the Democratic
mass meeting -at music hall.  When
Chairman James H. Smith called the
meeting to order, he introduced
James D. Richardson of Tennessee,
chairman of the congressional com-
mittee. The latter read a letter from
ex-Senator Gorman, who wrote in
part as follows:

“The attempts of the Republicans
to make the currency question pre-
dominant will fail. That guestion
was four years ago the logical pro-
duct of conditions which no longer
exist. The phenomenal addition
made to the volume of gold since
1896—an amount equal to, if not
greater than, all the coin in circula-
tion on the 1st of January of that
year, removes the question from the
domuin of controversy. This condi-
tion, together with the balance of
trade in our favor, has been brought
about by natural causes which the
ingenuity and the enterprise of our
people have utilized. For the Re-
publican party to claim it as the fruit
of its virtuous and enlightened states-
manship is too preposterous for seri-
ous consideration.
