4 or S 
and IS given cunstructive cumments 
by judges Hico made a TV-dtvtsion 
of wluch it IS very proud, a.’id hopes 
ta do better In succeeding years.

The band program is growing 
rapidly. Besides the 41 members 
who marched this year there are 
eight other high school students 
who. due to kxitbnll or cheertead- 
lag durng the season did not march 
but will now join the group.

Other than these there are sev­
en children in the fourth and fihh 
grades who are beginning instru- 
n rotal study thi.s year, making a 
total of SS students in the program 
The pnigram x  still in the b e r r  
ning stages however Of the 49 
ttadent  ̂ registered ui the high 
schoni hand. IC are actually begin- 
nefs who ,-sr.n»< take band anv other

time due to their schedule, 31 stu­
dents are at an mtermediate stage, 
and only 12 memhers can be con­
sidered advanced students There 
IS therefore a lot of work to be 
done. Goal of the pmgram is to 
huild a hand that can go to the 
three I ’ lL contests heU each year, 
marching, concert, and sight read­

No major expenditures are plan­
ned for next year because the band 
will need this time to pay for this 
year's expenditures ‘Pus twxvyear 
budget may be broken down as foi- 
lows; $000 for new instruments. $36 
for contest fees. $100 for music: 
$150 for instrument repair; and $$S 
for alteration and cleaning of uni- 
fiwms that was necessary this year 
for th«‘ larger band. (Twelve uni- 
hirms were loaned the Hico band by 
Slephenville, which the school it 
moat grateful) The band parents 
made about $350 on the sale of pil­
lows and $90 on the chih supper. 
They have thus paid almost half 
of the proposed budget $270 has 
been paid on instruments, $60 on 
music, and the cleaning bill of $66 
is paid in full.

The band will try to earn as much 
of the remaining $550 as possible 
this year Approximately $1100 will 
be received in fees soon and some 
money will probably come from 
the school board, leaving about $300 
to be made by the band
