In keeping with the general topic 
of conversation, Dr. Johanaun, As- 
aociate Professor of Biological 
Science at Tarlelon State College, 
spoke on "Pollution of the World."

Beginning with the premise that 
there exists in nature a very deli­
cate balance between plants and 
animals, he p'oetded to show how 
man in various ways has ignor­
antly, f<M>lishly and selfishly dixie 
much to destroy it. This balance is 
essential to both animals and 
plants, giving off carbon dioxide 
whicJi plants consume, plants giv­
ing off oxygen which animals use.

Dr. JuhantKXi stated "Pollution is 
now a major world problem,” and 
discussed three main areas of the 
problem; water, air and papulation 
explosion.

Vital plankton, which are the 
main source of oxygen on land and 
sea, are being rapidly destroyed 
Fish once populace in streams and 
lakes are disappearing. Oil seep­
age, raw sewage, laundry suds, and 
saw mills all contribute their part 
in this destruction. Spots once fav­
ored for fishing and swimming are 
now often damningly labeled "Pol­
luted Water”

"Inaecticides. herbicides, and 
pesticides not only pollute the air. 
but they also affect vegetation and 
animals.'* the speaker asserted, 
“and most of these* compounds aie 
mX easily destroyed " He cited 
DDT. for instance, has a half-life 
up to four years. Animals which 
eat the affected vegetation are in 
turn eaten by pe-ople who thereby 
acquire a certain residue For ex­
ample, duck eggs from the Arctic 
were found to contain DDT which

was likely picked up while the 
birds were wintering in Texas. One 
part DDT per billion will cause 
oysters to quit feeding. Hundreds 
of other chemicals will react as 
DOT does.

Air pulluticxi caused by smoke 
and smug is iritating to eyes, nassl 
passages, and lungs. Dr. Johanson 
quoted the astounding statistic that 
a large jet airliner releases two 
and one-half tons of air pollutants 
per ten minutes of flight.

An authority has said that it will 
take ten billion dollars annually 
lor the next 20 years to clean up 
the present stale of pollution.

TTie population explosion also 
plays a large part in increaaing 
pollution, the speaker said. It has 
been estimated that the average 
American produces five and one- 
half pounds of garbage daily. More­
over, agriculture cnnrxg feed these 
growing numbers. In 1959 the world 
last produced sufficient food; this 
year it produced seven percent less 
food than last year.

Agricultural land is rapidly be* 
ing reduced by construction of su­
per highways and housing for the 
increasing population. World popu­
lation must be controlled or there 
will be a serious famine in the fu­
ture.

"The citizen’s evident duty is 
to support worthwhile legislation to 
clean up and to control," Dr. Jo- 
hanson concluded.
