the Castro regime, and today only 
one newspaper and one magazine 
are published in Cuba.

She saU that before the Castro 
take-over, Cuba had II universities 
but presently only three are In op- 
oration, with many professors and 
teachers going into exile in the 
United States and other countries.

She pointed out that the revolu­
tion was the result of only a few 
Cubans. Many of the people fol­
lowed Castro as they thought he 
was for the people and was fighting 
a social war; only when he over­
threw the former government he 
then declared he was a communist. 
She stated that Cuba is not a com­
munist country, it is an imposed 
form of government on the people.

Cuba was once a very rich and 
very prosperous country due to the 
close association with the United 
States, but since the communist 
take-over it is reduced to such a 
state that citizens are now ration­
ed to only three ounces of meat 
per week per person and a small 
amount of rice and white beans. 
She stated that many people there 
are now wondering if the Castro 
regime is so good, then why do so 
many people want to leave the 

I country.
I She cited the example of the al- 
I most 1,000 young Americans who 
j went to Cuba last year to assist 

with the sugarcane harvest, many 
had b»*en involved in infamous acts 
of violence in the U.S., such as 
bombings, student uprisings, and 
terrorism across the nation. These 
young people have he«‘n taught, 
and taught well, the art of espion­
age.

The speaker pointed out that con- 
■ ditions are now worse than in 1062 
j during ih? Cuban Crisis. She stabs!
I that Cuba is presently a Russian 
: base, as Rus.sian ships and sub- 
! marines now come and go to get 
• all supolies they need in Cuban 
I ports. Fish that was once caught 
I off the Cuban coasts and freely 
' distributed to the people is now 
I shipped from the country in Rus- 
! sion ships, earned and sent to food 

ot>er communist countriM.
“Never think it cannot hanoen 

I here ” Mrs. Tolon concluded. “The 
j tinted States must be aware of 
I the danger and be alert. Cuban.s 
! did not think it could hanpi-n to 
i their country at one time.”
