**A military career ha« many 

advantages, and I am happy that I 
•ook advantage at the opportunity 
to  make it my career," said Master 
Sergeant Lonnie Redden. Sgt. Red­
den, the friendly grocery clerk at 
M B  Food Store, entered the mili­
tary service Sept. 9. 1M2 at Camp 
Wolters, and retired in 1969 after 
23 years and four months of ac­
tive duty svilh the United States 
Army. While discussing current 
military trends. Sgt. Redden u id  
lack at military discipline and cour- 
tcousness bothered him most.

Considered to be Hico't most 
decorated soldier following World 
War 11. Sgt. Redden is holder of 
the Silver Star, the nation's third 
highest award for combat service, 
two Bronze Star Medals, and the 
Purple Heart. He also holds the 
Combat Infantry Badge, and his 
Good Conduct Medal mchides five 
clusters, as well as his European 
Theatre Occupational Medal, signi­
fying five nujur conflicts anth the 
anemy.

Sgt. Redden was wounded at 
Mount Abby, Italy, in 1M4. result- 
tag in the Purple Heart. He aras a 
aaember at the 3ith Divisian.

His military experlenoe has been 
vaned. In IMI and 1M7, SgL Red­
den aras a member of the Horse 
Calvary stationed in Germany. 
Oaring this ume his outfit served 
a s  bordei guards aloag the Caech- 
calovakian Border. Sgt Redden re- 
aaambers Fairbanks, Alaska as his 
xaoat memorable tour of duty. Ha 
aays that the Alaskan people de­
mand on one another and everyone 
le trusted. To further explain hts 
Ipaa tor Alaska, Sgt Redden added 
*Taople m Alaska never lock their 
doors, if they are away from their 
homes they make sure there is suf­
ficient fire wood and food. Any 
paaaersby, if ever stranded or 
MOar-bound. is welcome to enter 
ta t  home of a stranger, find shel- 
tar from the winter storm, and 
gnpare  food." Sgt. Redden conclud* 
ad that the passerby was never 
taguired to repay the home owner. 
It aras simply understood that he

would do the same for another 
stranger.

The father of three blond, blu^ 
eyed daughters, Sgt. Redden la 
tarice G ra m ^ . Daughter Lynn was 
bora ia Germany. Debbie in Loui­
siana. and the youngest daughter, 
Gayla. who lives with her father, 
was bora arhile the family lii-ed in 
Alaska.

Born in Sweetwater, the sergeant 
served several years as ROTC rep­
resentative at Woodrow Wilson High 
School in Dallas. Again, this smil­
ing salesman showed his true col­
ors when he said. "I loved working 
with those young people—I was 
selling the United States Army, 
dealing with the public, and I 
thoroughly enjoyed every minute 
of it."

"When I was ratired from the 
United States Navy June 31, 1 
would have been pleased and proud 
to re-enlist for 30 more years of 
service to my country," explained 
ADCS Geary Baxter Cheek.

"The military service has been 
good to me and my family, we 
have traveled, had many new and 
varied experiences, met s  host of 
Interesting people, and have good 
friends all over the country." Chief 
Cheek cunbnued.

The Hico High School graduate 
enlisted in the US Navy as an Ap­
prentice Seaman on July 16. 1940 
at Dallas. He was released from 
active duty and placed on tempor­
ary disability just IS days short of 
a 31-year career vdth the Navy.
Chief Cheek's medals and awards 
include the Good Conduct Medal 
(9th Award), American Defense 
Madal, American Campaign Moial.
A.siatic-Pacific Campaign Medal,
World War II Victory Medal. Navy 
Occupation Service Medal, National 
Defense Service Medal with one 
star, and the Armed Forces Ex­
peditionary Medal.

Upon retirement, the Comman-:- 
ing Officer at the Naval Air Station 
in Corpus (!hristi. commended the 
Ststion Chief Mssler-st-Arms "for 
willingly snd resdily taking charge 
whenever the situation warranted 
and further added that he could 
always be relied upon to accom­
plish all assignments, expenditkius- 
ly and in a complete professional 
manner." He was also cited for 
"his contribution to the United 
States Navy, specifically In the 
field of aviation."

The son of Mrs. S. J. Cheek S r ,
Chief Oieek traveled to the Hico 
area when he was six years old 
and settled first on a farm near 
Carlton. Although he was bora in 
Hillsboro. Chief Ciieek says that 
Hico has always been home to him

was not pleased with her nickname 
and she remembers sticking out 
her tong^ie at her future husband. 
Bom Msmye Wright. Mrs. Cheek 
is the daughter of Mr. and Mrs. 
Jim D. Wright of Hico. She grew 
up in Hko and was graduated from 
the local school.

The Cheek family includes a son. 
Jimmy, who is married to the for­
mer Been Griffin. The younger 
Cheeks live in Beaumont where 
Jimmy is a Vocational Agriculture 
teacher at Beaumont High School. 
The Cheek's daughter, Janice Jean, 
will become Mrs. Paul Francis 
Noce July 34. Janice and her fu­
ture husband, Lt. (jg.) Noce, plan 
a career in the military also.

The Cheeks had no real favorite 
Naval Base—they found something

good about all at them. However, 
Brunswick. Maine, stood out for 
both of them as a time the whole 
family enjoyed. Not having been 
use to such severe arinters. the fa­
mily purchased needed extra cloth­
ing snd became avid winter sports­
men. Probably the most memorable 
experience, although very unpim - 
ant, occurred last year when the 
Corpus Christi Naval Air Base was 
hit by Hurricane Celia. Living in a 
two-story base housing apartment, 
the upper story of the Cheeks home 
was swept away. They remembered 
how willing to share and help each 
other the hurricane victims were.

And. Mrs. Clieek further added, 
"when one's life is involved, the 
loss of personal bekMigings seem 
mighty small.”

Sgt- Roymond Lawrence
"One realires what a small work] 

we live In sta ted" stated Army Sgt. 
Raymond L. Lawrence as he relsu 
ed experiences during World War 
11 lo his father, the late Fay Law- 
rence. After establishing kicstiont 
In France, the father and ion found 
that each had traveled the unw 
route, bunked in the same bam rlu, 
saw the same sights of war, only 
with one major difference—a 21-year 
span between their viaita.

Born la Deerfield. Missouri, Sgt. 
Lawrence enlisted in the United 
States Army in February 1943. and 
retired in 1965 after 22 years and
4 months of active duty.

An American that is pnnid to 
serve his country, and one that it 
not in agreement with today's pr» 
testers. Sgt. Lawrence remembers 
that he never liked to display his 
ribbons and awards on his military 
uniform. To satisfy his superiors, 
he chose only to svear the medal 
for Good Conduct. Tucked away 
at home svere the ETO Ribbon with
5 combat itars, ETO Occupation 
Ribbon, a Soldiers Medal for sav­
ing the life of a drowning buddy, 
the Japanese Far East Occupation­
al Ribbon, the French Croix de* 
Guerre, Unit Citation, and the 17th 
Airborne Unit Otation srhen crots- 
ing the Rhine.

Sgt. Laurrence's colorful career, 
which took him all over the world, 
started in Artillery with the En­
gineering Branch. Later transfer­
red to Transportation, he served 
with the Military Police as a Com­
bat Guard, and the final 7 ^  years 
of his military service svere spent 
as a Game Warden at Fort Ord, 
Calif.

When asked Ms favorite military 
poet, both Sgt. and Mrs. Lawrence 
agreed that it had to be Germany. 
They enjoyed the resort area of 
Munich and ahsrays managed to 
find time to fish and hunt where 
ever they lived Another favorite 
location svas France, living in a 
small village, the Lawrences lived 
on the village economy. While in 
France, their daughter, Darlene, 
uras presented as May Day ()ueen.

Bars.

Sflt W. B. Donley
Not many Army Sergeants can 

boast of moving into a small Cen­
tral Texas town in the midst of 
World War II. live in the school 
house, and meet his life’s mate.

First Sgt. William B. Donley an­
swers. ”yes” to all three exper- 
iences. In 1943, Sgt. Donley was in 
charge of a group of 125 men and 
trucks assigned to the Hico area 
to collect scrap iron. The group 
was housed in the lower left hand 
comer of the present high school 
building. Sgt. Donley says that the 
school parking lot was used to park 
their military vehicles and store 
the collected scrap iron. Not only 
did Sgt. Donley follow throng with 
hii orders, but he met and later 
married a local girl, Bemeke 
Bradfute, the daughter of Mr. and 
Mm. Ed Bradfute.

A native of Mt. Morris. Penn, 
Sgt. Donley was inducted Into the 
Army at Indiantown Gap, Penn , 
In November of 1940. He was re- 
tired after 20 yearn of active duty.

In 1945 he was awarded the Pur- 
pie Heart for wounds received in 
New Guinea. Sgt. Donley’s other 
decorations include the Good Con­
duct Medal with the bronze clasp 
and four k»ps. Asiatic-Paciric 
Campaign Medal with three bronze 
stars, the Philippine Liberation 
Medal, the National Defense Med­
al, the American Defense Service 
Medal, the Army Occupational Med­
al in Germany, the Combat Infan­
tryman Badge, and Expert Rifle­
man.

Definitely a world traveler, Sgt. 
Donley has been around the globe. 
Speaking with authority, he says 
that Holland is the most beautiful 
country he ever visited. He remem­
bers England as beng very expen­
sive. O.ve he was sent to India 
for spetial assignment and found 
it interesting. Japan rated high on 
his list and he forzky displayed a 
photograph taken just before he 
and his tmrps departed for home 
after the war.

The family’s favorite tour was in 
Germany. Their son. Tommy, at­

tended school there and was able 
to speak German. Later Tommy’s 
military career carried him back 
to Germany and he retraced many 
of the places the family had been. 
M  Stuttguard, Germany, Sgt. Don­
ley was in charge of an FM Radio 
Station. Never having worked or 
been associated with a radio sta­
tion, the new assignment was chal­
lenging although a bit frightening. 
The Army radio station employed 
27 German men and eight enlisted 
service men. Sgt. Donley said that 
the rad :o announcers had to be 
careful to pronounce all German 
names, words, etc. correctly. He 
only had problems with one Am­
erican. a young chap from South 
Carolina who was never able to

cultivate German linguistics. Sgt. 
Donley says that during the four 
years that he was in charge of 
the radio station, he went on the 
air only once and the occasion was 
to wish his daughter. Judy, a hap­
py birthday.

The Donley’s have three diildren. 
Tommy, Judy and Billie Sue. Tom­
my and Judy are both Hico High 
School graduates ,and Billie Sue 
will be an eighth grader this fall.

Known to Hicoans as “Sarge” the 
sergeant enjoys working in his 
workshop and subscribes and reads 
three daily newspapers. He said 
he always had one aim each time 
he faced a r.ew assignment—"To get 
there, get the job done, and get 
back.’*

Sgt- Preocher Bowie ___ ^
"Being a country boy from Duf- 

fau, Texas, a career in the United 
States Army gave me a wonderful 
opportunity to see the rest of the 
world and to realize just how lucky 
the American people really are,” 
elaborated Sgt- First Class Thur­
man P. Bowie as he discussed his 
military career. He quickly pointed 
out that everybody he was associat­
ed with during the 20 years and 
6-day period he served Uncle Sam 
were doing everything they possibly 
could do to keep America a free 
nation.

A Mess Sergeant for 19 years,
Sgt. Bowie was cited for the Army 
Commendation Medal for being in­
strumental in developing and su­
pervising a highly successful Unit 
Mess, and assisting in Operation 
Friendship while serving at the 
US Army Garrison. Fort Amador,
Canal Zone. His Unit Mess was 
recognized as the best on the Isth­
mus. The Purple Heart was award­
ed to Sgt. Bowie in 1944 during 
which time he was hospitalized for 
four months in Sidney, Australia.

Two Army Posts stand out as 
favorites for the Duffau native.
He states that his tour of duty at 
Foit Hood was most pleasant as 
he was near home and able to 
check on hia parents, the late Mr. 
and Mrs. George Bowie. He re­
members with pleasure the Canal 
Zone and Fort Amador. The Bowie 
family was commended by the 
Commanding Officer as being the 
first to develop their lawn in the 
newly built Capehart quarters on 
basa. The Bowie’t  interest in their 
lawn was contageous as the neigh- 
bora soon followed suit and the 
lawns in the entire area became 
a show place.

After ten years of military serv­
ice, Sgt. Bowie met and married 
Mrs. Velma Miller Weadon of Col­
umbus. Georgia. Their family con­
sists of Robert A. Weadon and 
Mary Alice Weadon Diaze of Ar­
lington. and Richard E. Weadon at 
Tucaon, Arizona. They have six 
grandchillren.

Known as "Preacher" to his

friends and neighbors, Sgt. Bowie 
says he acquired the nickname as 
a child. His grandfather considered 
him such a good little boy that 
grandfather was ceitain that the 
Sergeant would become a preacher.

Sgt. and Mrs. Bowie retired to 
their farm in Duffau. They renovat­
ed the country farm house into a 
spacious, comfortable retirement 
home. Mrs. Bowie spends her free 
time at her favorite sport—fishing— 
and the Sergeant ahares some of 
her enthusiasm. He states that he 
is a collector of antiques and other 
old objects.

Although retired from active 
military life. Sgt. Bowie continues 
to work as a fuel truck driver for 
Southern Airways at Mineral Wells.
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when he returned to base.
Crash landing only once during 

his military career. Col. Carring­
ton says the landing gears stuck 
forcing the landing. The landing 
was successful, however very ap­
prehensive, as the plane was loaded 
with bombs. In the process of check­
ing out the aircraft and seeng 
that the crew was safely exited. 
Col. Carrington ripped open a fing­
er Laughingly, he replied that the 
m nor iejury did not mer.t the 
Purple Heart Award.

The Air Force Colonel retired to 
his farm near Hico in I96R Both 
of his children, son Pat and daugh­
ter Andrea, graduated from Hico 
High School. Pal will complete his 
tour of military duty with the Unit­
ed States Marine Corps within the 
next 30 days and return to Texas 
in time for college.

A true Texan, Col. Carrington was 
born in Cleburne and was grad­
uated from high school at Missouri 
City. Although he wears a differ­
ent hat, lives a different life. Col. 
Carrington is still a leader of men— 
Hico's Boy Scouts will be tomor­
row’s ciUzen’s and tomorrow's lead­
ers.

He', too, IS in the Air Feirco 
stationed at Carswell In Fort Worth. 
Both father and fon have been to 
many of the same places during 
their tours of duty.

Pleased and proud that he had the 
Air Force as a career, Ss* Grimes 
says he has only one regret—he 
simply wishes that he had spent 
30 years with Unde Sam instead of 
just 20.
