Mosquitos are a big problem 
now and I would urge all home- 
owners to join the fight against 
these pests. In addition to being a 
nuisance they transmit many di- 
sease.s to humans and animals, 
including VEE.

Mosquitos can’t hatch unless they 
are in water, so all standing wa­
ter should be eliminated. Mosqui­
tos frequently breed in commonly 
overlooked containers such as old 
tires, tin cans, jars. tubs, bird 
baths, unused fishponds, evapura- 
tie coolers, or even on a flat roof 
where water accumulates. .Such 
areas should be carefully eliminat­
ed. Standing puddles can be treated 
with household insecticides nr a 
small quantity of kerosene or diesel 
fuel, but avoid treating animals 
drinking water or utensils.

I suggest spraying shrubbery, 
eaves of houses and around win­
dows and doors with malathion to 

i help control hiding mosquitos and 
prevent them from entering homes.

If there are places around your 
home where mosquitos breed, you 
may be raising the very mosquito 
which could bite you or your horsr 
to transmit VEE.

S<-w excitingly for fall, sew with 
leather. Buckskins, suedes and 
chamns skins are readily avail­
able in a variety of coiors. And. 
great new patterns have been plan­
ned for leather sewing.

First, make a trial muslin Re­
member leather garments canmX 
be altered, stitching marks remain 
when threads are remos'ed To be­
gin working w,th th*‘ leather, con­
vert each pattern half into a full 
pattern, then lay the pattern pieces 
in one direction on the skin undi-r- 
side. Tape pattern pieces to the 
skin and cut with sharp shears. 
Necessary markings can be trans­
ferred using wax, chalk or ball 
point pen.

When ready to stitch, hold seams 
in place with paper clips or cello­
phane tape Core spun or silk 
thread makes a stronger seam Ad­
just the machine for 7 to 10 stitcher 
per inch, and kiosen the thread 
tension. Use a sire 16 le-ather neceke.

Thread ends should he tied, ra­
ther than backstltched, to avoid 
marring the leather Stay seams 
to keep the leather from stri'tch- 
ing. Open scams, apply rubber ce­
ment to the underside and r»ound 
the seams flat with wsxxk-n mallet.

Hems alao are cemented and pound­
ed into place.

Let's talk about this 
piece of relative new equipment 
for home sewing.

Electric scissors make a useful 
and time-saving addition to your 
equipment. They are available in 
a wide variety of sizes, shapes, 
and weights. Varying from six to 
eight inches in length and four to 
II ounces in weight, m<xJeIs can be 
powenxl from either a wall plug 
or batteries.

Basically, all electric scissors 
consist of a small motor encased 
in plastic with a pair of short 
black‘s in front. The stationary 
kiwer blade is set at an angle, and 
sltdes along the cutting surface to 
guide and support the appliance. 
The upper blade dot's th«' cutting 
by means of thousands of tiny 
snips. Although the stubby blades 
Irxik vicious, they are really com­
paratively safe as the blades <kt 
not clos*' completely and the area 
that ckx's the actual .snipping is 
very sm,!!!.
