Driving More Complex With New Rules
Effective August 29. you can now 

be fined $200 for leaving your keys 
in the car.

That's Just one of the many ways 
the 1971 legislature made driving 
more complicated tor Texans.

The lawmakers also tried to 
make driving safer by banning 
slkk-tired cars from the road and 
by making it easier to convict drunk 
drivers.

Motoring was made more expen­
sive. too. with a $1 increase in the 
cost of a driver's license.

New "rules of the road” were 
passed to put Texas in line with 
the Federal Uniform Vehicle Cod»?, 
a step required tor rontinued Fed­
eral Highway Construction aid.

For years, polke and insurance 
companies have beggod drivers to 
remove the Ignition keys when they 
leave their cars.

Now they've got the law to back 
them up. The rules of the road 
prohibit leaving a car unattended 
without stopping the engine, locking

the ignition, setting the brake and 
removing the keys.

Don't try to get away if a police 
car tries to stop you. This wasn't 
an offense under previous laws, 
but the new rules makes fleeing 
from a policeman a misdemeanor, 
with a maximum penalty of six 
months in Jail and a $500 fine.

In an attempt to reduce visual 
confusion for drivers, the rules pro­
hibit any flashing lights or flash­
ing electric signs within 1.000 feet 
of an intersection without a high­
way commission permit.

Passengers in a car could not 
watch a battery powered television 
set if it could be seen from the 
driver's seat.

Texas law doesn't have any pro­
vision on backing. But the new 
rules make drivers responsible for 
making sure backing can be dnne 
■afely and "without interfering 
writh other traffic."  They also pro­
hibit backing on the shoulder or 
roadway of any oontrolled access

highway.
Also forbidden for the first time 

is overcrowding—speaiftcally hav­
ing more than three people in the 
front seat if they block the driver's 
view or interfere with his control 
of the car.

Habitual drug users are forbid­
den to drive and can be Jailed up 
to two years and fined up to $1,000 
If they do. Present law merely pro­
hibits driving under the influence 
of drugs

The rules alto prohibit riding 
in house trailers while being pulled.

Another Inspection requirement 
was added by the legislature ef­
fective August 29. If a vehicle is 
damaged too much in an accident 
that It apparently wmiid need re­
pair before passing state inspec­
tion, the invettlgating officer wrill 
be required to remove its inspec­
tion sticker. The owner would re­
ceive a dated receipt tor the stick­
er, and would have to gat the va-

hicle reinspected within 30 days.
Starting now, ail driver's licenses, 

including ordinary operator's, com­
mercial, chauffeur's occupatkxial 
and learner’s, will cost $I more. 
Licenses will be issued for four 
years at a time and svill cost $7 
instead of $6.

Licenses can now be issuad to 
15-yea r-okfs wrhen state police find 
they are necessary to avoid econo­
mic hardship or because of sick­
ness in their families.

The legislature brought Texas In­
to line with other states by estab­
lishing a legal presumption that a 
driver is intoxicated if cliemical 
tests show that one-tenth of on# 
percent of his btood. by weight, oon- 
aisu  of alcohol.

Texans already were required to 
take "breattialyzer" teats If they 
are suspected of drunk driving. But 
there are  no legal guideUnea for 
Juries to use in deciding whether 
a defendant was intoxicated.

\ I left Iredell Sunday. June 2S

Airlines. We arrived at O'Hara In­
