Reichert said that farmers and 
ranchers feared that the trail would 
hurt their activities by ptowing 
through some .of the best tanning 
land in Erath County

however, failure o f Company to 
apply any adjustment shall not 
ennstitut? a waiver nf Company’s 
right from time to time, or at any 
time, to make any adjustment, in 
whole or in part, in any subsequent 
current monthly bill that may be 
applicable to such bill.

Net rata shall apply to all bills 
paid within ten days from monthly 
billing date; gross rate ahall be 
applicable thereafter.

The above rate is applicable to 
each residential and commercial 
consumer per meter per month or 
for any part o f a month for which 
gas is used at the same location.

In addition to the aforesaid rates. 
Company shall have the right to 
collect such reasonable charges •* 
neceasary to conduct its business 
and to carry out its reasonable 
rules and regulations in effect.

SECTION 2 The rale set forth 
in Section I may be changed and 
amended by either the City or 
Company furnishing ipis In the 
mamwr provided by law. Service 
hereunder is subject to ♦he orders 
of regulatorv bodies having juris- 
diction. and to the Company’s 
Rules and Regulations currently on 
file in the Company’s office.

SECTION 3. It is hereby found 
anJ determined that the meeting 
at which this ordinance is passed 
IS open to the public, as required 
by Texas law, .snd that advance 
public notice of the time. p’,ace 
and purpose of said 'ne.-ting was 
given, and that this rate ordinance 
Is in compliance with the app''ca- 
Ne general cr'tena issued by the 
Price UiimmKsioo undi-r the Eto- 
nomic Stabitifation Act o f 1970, as 
amended.
