3. Requiring commissioners courts
in all counties to compensate ail

4. Providing for a constitutional
revision commission which precedes
convening of the 63rd Legislatura
as a constitutional convention in
January, 1974, for the purpose of

submitting to the voters a new con-
stitution or revisions of the exist-
ing state constitution.

5. Allowing certain tax exemp-
tions to disabled veterans, their
surviving spouses and minor chil-
dren, and surviving spouses and
minor children of members of the
armed forces who lose their life
while on active duty.

6. Providing that various political
subdivisions may exempt not less
than $3,000 of the value of resi.
dence homesteads of all persons 65
years of age or older from ad val-
orem taxes under certain conditions

7. Provide that equality under the
law shall not be denied or abridged
because of sex, race, color, creed
or national origin.

8. Provide a four-year term of
office for Governor, Lt. Gov., At-
torney General, Comptroller, Treas-
urer, Commissioner of the General
Land Office, Secretary of State,
and certain statutory State officers

9. Provide that directors of soil
and water conservation districts are
not disqualified from holding or
being compensated for more than
one office,

10. Revising provisions on the
time and method of proposing
amendments to the state oconstitu-
tion and the time and method of
publishing notice of amendments.

11. Provide a salary of $22,500
for the Lt. Governor and the Speak-
er of the House.
