Marshall, 46, will be conducted at 
2 o’clock Friday afternoon, Nov. 10. 
in the Chapel of the Corpus Christi 
Naval Air Station, with full Mili­
tary Rite* scheduled Bunal will 
be in a Corpus Christi cemetery.

Mr. Marshall passed away Fri­
day, November 3. in an Air Force 
hospital in Germany, where he had 
been flown toiiowing a motorcycle 
accident on October 23 near Moruc- 
CO. where he was stationed with 
the U. S. Navy.

A veteran of almost 2S year's 
active duty, Marshall entered the 
Navy January I. 1M4, and com­
pleted recruit training at the Nava! 
Training Center, San Diego. Fol­
lowing recruit training and a period 
of school, Marshall served aboard 
aircraft carrier! in the JPacKic 
Theatre until after the end of World 
War II. He participated in the 
battle of Okinawa.

In May of 1946. he was discharg­
ed from the Navy and returned to 
Hico. After completing one semes­
ter at Tarleton State College. Mar* 
shall transferred to North Texas 
State Lfnlversity, Denton, where he 
completed another semester before 
taking employment with Western 
Elect rio.

During these years, he was a 
member of an active Naval Re­
serve Unit at Corpus Christi. and 
In February of IMi. during the 
Korean conflict, he volunteered for 
active duty. After accruing enough 
time to be returned to the inactive 
list, Marshall choae to remain on 
active duty as a career Navy man. 
He was a Radarman at that time.

In I96S, he attended Electronics 
School at ’Treasure Island. Calif., 
and his rating was changed to 
Electronics Technician. At the time 
of death he hold the highest en- 
lifted rating in Naval service, Elec­
tronics Technician Chief (Master).

During hia career with the Navy, 
Marshall had served on several 
ships. Including the USS Santee, 
USS TVris Bay, USS Albany, and 
a guMed misaile destroyer. He aNn 
served at duty stations in Norfolk. 
Virginia. Jacksonville and Key 
West. Florida, San Fraitdaoo. and 
Corpus Christi Naval Air Station, 
hia last shore base beftxre receiv- 
lag Oie assignmeal in Morocco last 
November.

Maynard was born January 2, 
i m  in Runge, and naovad wMk Ms

During his young manhood, he 
was an industrious person, being 
agent for the Fort Worth Star- 
Tologram for many years, and hoid- 
ing emptoyment in other positions 
until entering the Navy. In the 
summer of 1942 he was empioved 
with Post Exchange service at Fort 
Hood.

In high school, Maynard was an 
excellent student, and a member 
of the 1942 football team that de­
feated Hamilton for the first time 
in ten years.

On July S, 1948, he was mar­
ried to Miss Bernice Mrazk of 
Robstown. and they were parents 
of four children.

Surviving other than his wife 
are two sons. Marvin, with the 
Navy stationed in Australia, and 
Jimmy of Corpus Christi; two 
daughters, Katherine and Judie of 
the home; his parents, Mr, and 
Mrs Marvin Marshall of Hico; a 
brother. Glenn Marshall of Cibecue, 
Arizona; a granddaughter, Krisna 
Marie Marshall of Corpus Christi, 
and his maternal grandmother, Mrs. 
D. Y. Willbern of Runge.
