“The new eclementary building
was completed in 1953 and was the
pride and joy of the entire com-
muni&." recalls Mrs. Cook. The
teachers and students especially
enjoyed the new modern facilities,
but the parents eagerly assisted
the faculty in providing additional
teaching aids for the classrooms,
continued Mrs., Cook.

Pride in School.

One characteristic Supt. Cook in-
stilled in his faculty was pride in
school property. One local faculty
member pointed out that the most
outstanding impression that was
made on that individual was that
school furniture and walls were
free of carvings. Hico Public Schools
never began a new term under
0. C. Cook that floors, walls, and
desks were not waxed, painted, or
varnished—a task undertaken dur-
ing the hot summer months,

The Cook administration has seen
two major building programs, con-
struction of the elementary build-
ing and the renovation of the pres-
ent high school and addition of the
new auditorium in 1960. Added to
these building projects have been
construction of a bus shed, physi-

cal education field house, new vo-

cational agriculture building, and a

complete football field lighting pro-

gram. Hico School District has in-
creased in size from about eight
square miles to over 200 miles.

When asked if there were not many
worries involved in the building
programs and the school consoli-
dations, Mr. Cook replied, “Oh
yes, there were problems but the
rewards have far exceeded the wor.
