This did not deter the commis-
sioners from carrying out their de-
clared objectives: voting a raise
for all county employees and ap-
proving a balanced budget for 1974,

With Judge Herman W. Standifer
presiding, the commissioners voted
a $50 per month across-the-board
pay raise for all elected officials of
the county, and for all deputies ex-
cept those who are paid on an
hourly basis. The latter will get
a raise of 15 cents an hour,

Under the law, the raises will
not become effective until approv-
ed in a regular session of the Com-
missioners Court, which in this case,
will be the September meeting.
