In Anchorage, Lester
Mize, who had lived in Alaska for
the past 20 years, had an oppor-
tunity to visit many of his friends.
From Anchorage the Mize family
went to Seward, Alaska, which was
their vacation headquarters. Seward
is a small town located on Resur-
rection Bay. While in Seward, the
family had an opportunity to fish
for silver salmon and to visit their
old friends, Mr. and Mrs. Mitch
Faulkner and family. Walter Mize
flew approximately 50 air miles
from Seward and spent two days
mountain goat hunting. He was suc-
cessful in his hunt, and the moun-
tain goat he killed will go into the
Alaska Big Game record book

From Seward, the family went
to Fairbanks for a rt visit, and
then on to Whitehorge Yukon Terri-
tory, Canada. From Whitehorse,
they traveled by train to Skagway,
Alaska. The train trip followed the
route of the 1898 gold miners. At
one point along the way, they were
able to see Dead Horse Gulch.
When the 1898 miners were going
from Skagway, Alaska into the gold
fields of the Klondike, an estimat-
ed 3,000 horses fell to their death
into Dead Horse Gulch.

In Skagway the Mize family
boarded the “lIsland Princess"”
which is a ship which has a iength
of 550 feet and gross tonnage of
20,000 tons. On board the ship there
