The deducti'ole it 
the part of the hospital bill for 
whidi the beneficiary it  rcsponaHile 
for the first 60 days of hospitsl 
care in each benefit period. Me<li- 
eare pays the rest of toe coets of 
covered services. At the present 
thne the average hospital stay un­
der Metficare is about llVi days, at 
a cost of over $1,000-

Secretary Weinberger said the In­
crease in the deductible results 
from continuing increases in hos­
pital coats. He noted that the law 
requires an annual review of hos­
pital costs under Medicare and an 
adjustment of the portion of the 
bill for which a Medicare benefi­
ciary is respons%le, if the*e costs 
have risen 'ubs'antially. The law 
provides a formula tor determin­
ing the amount of any adjustmer/ 
in the drduntihle amount.
