Dreams sometimes come true. Oiip 
that was dreamed about a dozen 
years ago by men who then organ­
ized an oil company and began 
drilling an oil well that is not yet 
completed near the little inland 
town of Oesdemona in the north 
coiner of Conianche County was 
made to come true through other in­
fluences.

The Hog Creek Oil Company was 
a result of this long ago dream. The 
company located their well on the 
edge of the village and met the usual 
and some other vicissitudes. Their 
operations were slow and often in­
terrupted. .. ..

Recently eminent petroleum eugin- 
eers decided, like the local people, 
that the Desdeniona territory was 
pruiivising. The well on the Duke 
farm that made the pool famous 
overnight was a result of operation 
that followed the opinion of the emi­
nent geolugists.

The discovery well in the Desdeiii- 
ona vicinity was drilled by the Tex- 
Penn Oil Company on th<- Joe Duke 
farm south of Desdeniona. It came 
in unexper-tedly a few months ago 
and the gas and oil that blew out 
of the we.II when the sand was touch 
ed were ignited by a forge on the 
den irk floor and the rig hurnerl up 
and the tools were lost in the un­
finished well along with a lot of cab­
le and other things. But the W'ell 
flowed at the rate of 25d barrels a 
day ever since. .Now it is to be 
cleaned out and completed.

This first well in the pool, like 
all first wells, started some excfie- 
nient and the excitement has oe- 
coiiie very intense. The oiii.inal 
Duke well was followed by a num­
ber of other tests and soon a well

on the same farm drilled by tht 
.Magnolia Petroleum Company be­
gan producing from the top of the 
sanil. This was followed by the wt-II 
of the Tex-Penn fill I'ornpany on the 
Knowles farm that became the great 
gusher of the pool and is flowing at 
the rate of about 3,0(i0 barrels a 
day.

There are other w*'lls already pro­
ducing in this pool and s numbei 
are drilling in the limestone that 
rovers the oil sand at a depth of a- 
bout 2,60') feet. So far as the drill  ̂
has disr-losed the extent of the pro- | 
during territory is not large but at 
the same time the field has only two 
wells that are considered doubtful 
One of these is three miles north of 
the discovery well and is still drill­
ing. The other is one and one-half i 
miles southeast and is fet a basis fo r) 
hope. well three miles to the 
south is being prepared to produce 
and the outlook is good for produc-1 
lion there.

Desdeniona is about ten -uiles 
northeast of Gorman, twelve mil-.s ■ 
north of Dublin and a bit farthei 
from Comanche an<l .'JtephenMile. 
The roads to the field hav*- been bad 
all winter, owing to freijueut rain.-, 
and a snow that was deeper than 
any old-timers recall ever having- 
seen there.

A 
few months before the Duke well 
was discovered one of these men, 
who owned a superannuat*Hl horse, 
bantered the other, who owned a 
worthless sixty acres o f land to 
trade. The horse cost more to keep 
than the land, for feed was higher 
than ta.xes. The trade was made 
right there. The other day the new 
owner of the land sold a lease on it 
for $60,000.

Busniess men of Dublin talk about 
folks there who have made h” iidreds 
of thousands of dollars out of the 
oil situation. And If original cheap 
leasese have been sold by them at 
present prices, some have no doubt 
made hundreds of thousands of dol­
lars, But the money did not come 
out of oil wells thereabouts. It is 
yet to be produced. I f  the lands 
that sold for these large sums later 
become oil producing properlties 
like the Know-leg and Duke farms, 
wealth will be created to cover the 
bunilrefis of thournnds invested. But 
if the lands . hall 'not produce oil. 
then somebody will have lost Just 
a.c much as the others have made.

From school teacher to multiiuil- 
louaire - this Is the record of M. 11. 
Haganian of Ranger

He is a dreamer who has reallxed 
his fondest hopes by the discovery 
of oil on his small farm He came 
to Ranger a poor Hcbool teacher. To­
day he is one of the leading citizens 
of the town, an active factor in the 
building ut tbe modern Eldorado.

He may be seen standing before 
the bank where souiy of his wealth 
is deposited. He looks rather lonely 
this iiiilliunaire - standing apart 
from the thrang that fills the street. 
His brown eyes watcch, the preoc­
cupied men with a patient, amused 
air. He wears a blue serge suit, 
dusty, unpressed. His necktie is 
frayed, his beard unshaven. There 
is a shadow of whimiscal sadness in 
his eyes .A kindly, responsive smile 
lifts the corners of his mouth. He 
is simple, sincere. His manners are 
those of a gentleman of the old 
HcliiMil there are none finer His 
actions seem prompted by a high 
sense of chivalry He is a rough dia­
mond

Thirty-one years ago Hagaman 
came to Ranger to teach in the small 
school that had been erected there. 
He taught many of the people who 
are now signing those great checks, 
how to write their names. Over 
these iitillionaires and prospective 
millionaires, he wielded the rod of 
discipline.

DisaalisHed with remaining an in­
structor in the Three Rooms Haga­
man became a carpenter. Looking 
out over the town, he said tbe other 
day:

" I  built most o f the buildings 
which now are being torn down that 
more modern structure# may be er­
ected.

There was a note of sadness ming­
led with that of pride in kie voice.

"Tbe lots OB which these buildiag 
stand are selling for fnbulous sums 
compared to their value n year ago.”  
he continued. Almost all the mer­
chants who used to be here have 
gone.

"The uid families whom 1 have 
known for years have moved away. 
Tbe excitement of the town in the 
throes of an oil boom was too much 
for them. Many of them have be­
come very wealthy and have bought 
farnM farther west and south. Oth­
ers have moved to quieter towns. 
Kaogei is a new town. It is in real­
ity only a few months old.

After following the carpenters 
trade for a time. Hagaman bought 
a small farm and a few cattle. Hs 
tried to irrigate it but the expense 
was more than tbe funds would per- 
iriit. He had to give up bis idea. It 
was a sort of a bobby with him.

Years ps.Hs<»d. An oil well was 
drilled on the McClesky farm. It 
proved a dry hole. Years later a 
second was drilled. One morning a 
deluge of molten gold poured over 
the lop of tbe derrick. Tbis was a 
signal to tbe world.

Three producing wells came in on 
Haganian's land. With this money 
he built the dam and lake for the 
irragalion he had so long desired. 
He has installed pumping stations 
on it and is selling tbe water to the 
drillers. His iocouie from the lake 
is calculaleil at atmut |625 a day.

cuiiipolling need of his money.

As a result of regulations passed 
by Hie Postoffiee Department the 
unscrupulous pei-son who accepts 
War Savings .stamps on account or 
in payment of debt or tha_ scalper 
who buys War Savings Stamps will 
be unable to obtain mone.v on them. 
Tbe regulBtiuns which make it im- 
poasible for the unscrupulous scalp­
er to rari'.v on bis unscrupulous trsde 
follows:

"Poslnisslera sre directed not to 
cssh War Savings Certificates on 
which tbe names o f the owners 
hare not been entered or have been 
erased or changed, since, under the 
regulations, War Savings Certificates 
are not transrerable and are payable 
only to the original owners, except 
la case of death or disability.

“ Postmasters are further instruct­

shipp*'d to the allies. It seemed hard- ' 
ly possible that we could bring our | 
total exports above 100,000,000 bushels i 
by July 1. But in January the late j 
Lord Rhondda, then British Food Con- I 
troller, cabled that unless we could i 
send an additional 75.000,000 bushels | 
he could not take responsibility for | 
assuring his people that they would be 
fed. The American people responded 
by sending 85.000,000 bushels of wheat, 
saved from their home consumption 
between the first of the year and the 
advent of the new crop.

By October 10, 1918, we had already 
shipped 66,960,806 bushels since July 
1. Absolutely the only limitation upon 
our wheat exports since the latest har­
vest has been the scarcity of ocean 
tonnage.

.-\ survey of export figures shows 

that the conservation of flour brought 
about by the wheatless meals, wheat­
less days, substitution In our kitchens 
and bakeries, enabled us to send to 
uiir armies and the allies .13,000,000 
barrels of white flivur— wheat figured 
as flour. Had we exported only our 
visible surplus, ue would have been 
able to ship less than 4.600,000 barrels. 
Answer to Rhondda— Wheat.

Before December 1 cur surplus had 
gone overseas and an additional 38,-. 
(H)0,0(K» bushels had been taken from 
the stock reserved for home consump­
tion and added to the surplus already 
shipped to the allies. It seemed hard­
ly iHissIble that we could bring our 
total exports above 100,000,000 bushels 
by July 1. But in January the late 
Lord Rhondda, then British Food Con­
troller. cabled that unless we could 
send an additional TS.000,000 bushels 
he could not take responsibility for 
assuring his people that they would be 
fed. The American people responded 
by sending 86.000,000 bushels of wheat, 
saved from their home consumption 
between the first of the year and the 
advent of the new crop.

By October 10, 1918, we had already 
shipped 66,960,306 bushels since July 
1. Absolutely the only limitation upon 
our wheat exports since the latest har­
vest has been tbe scarcity of ocean 
tonnage.

When figures began to show defi­
nitely that the people of the United 
States were actually reducing their 
consumption of foods needed abroad, 
(he Food Administration was told that 
It was comparatively easy to bring 
abotit conserX'atlon of staple neces­
sities. but that it would be far more 
difficult to accomplish an actual de­
crease in the use of luxuries. The 
doubters took sugar as an example, 
and declared that It would be practl- ;

That we oppose the repeal of any 

amendment, change or modification 
of our homestead laws, or the sub­
mission of a constitutional amend­
ment for that purpose by this Legis­
lature.

That we deem it unwise and dan­
gerous to tbe success any Bank­
ing iustitutioD for its officers to en­
gage in politics, and we, as mem­
bers of this Anociation, and as 
stockhold^ers in the Federal Land 
Bank at Houston, earnestly and sol­
emnly protest against the activities 
of the officers of said Bank in the 
present campaign against the home­
stead laws of this State.

That the great volume of literature 
distributed throughout the State by 
mail and other methods together 
witd other campaign activities, in­
duce us to believe a huge fund has 
been raised for the campaign. This 
fund was not furnished by the farm­
ers of the state; we cannot believe 
it was furnished from fhe private 
funds of the officers of the Federal 
Land Bank at Houston; and we 
know in reason the funds of the 
Bank were not used for that pur­
pose; and with this eliminated, our 
curiosity is aroused to know from 
what source the campaign fund has 
came from.

ers were instructed or inspired by 
the farmers whom they represented, 
or acted upon their own judgment 
in passing such resolutions; but we 
do believe they were misled, de­
ceived and persuaded to do so by 
those who are not farmers.

That we believe the same methods 
are now being employed at Austin 
to mislead and deceive our Senators 
and Representatives, and to persu­
ade them to submit a constitutional 
amendment to amend our homestead 
laws; and we urge that each of them 
be firm, be manly, be patriotic, be 
courageous and vote against the 
submission of such amendment.

That we endorse and commend 
the brave, manly and patriotic posi­
tion taken by the Honorable Barry 
Miller of Dallas, and other members 
of tbe House and Senate in oppos­
ing all attempts now being made for 
tbe submission of such amendment.
