friendly invaders, but the grumb­
ling. if any. is mild. The housing 
situation is still alarming but this, 
it's realized, is due in the main to 
normal wartime expansion. The 
city has experienced an influx of 
Canadian war workers along with 
the Americans. Moreover, the fact 
remains that many U. S. companie*. 
with an eye to the good-neighbour 
policy, have provided accommoda 
tions for their own staffs.

Of all the  people in  A m erica 
who toil, 18 p er cent w ork on the  
farm  and 82 p er cent do some­
thing else. I t  w as not th a t w ay 
100 years ago w hen nearly  tw o- 
th irds of our w orkers plowed th e  
soil, b u t things have changed 
Now tw o farm  hands w orking in 
a field produce for n ine factory  
w orkers whose fam ilies m ust eat. 
In  statistics: Ten m illion farm  
hands stock the  pan tries of 43 
m illion o ther laborers, not count­
ing the  w hite-co llar w orkers.

The factory  tow n is A m erica’s 
big m arket for farm  products and 
parctically  every th ing  else.

g o l d e n  TEXT: “T h a n k s  be 
to Gi'd. who giveth us the  
victory through ou r Lord J e ­
sus Christ.”— 1 Cor. 15: 17

Lesson Text: 1 C orinthians 
15:41-58

We are all fam ilar w ith  the  
jtory of how, a fte r sunset on S a t- 
^ a y  evening, w hen the  Sabbath  
*as over, the  tw’o M arys and  
Salome bought spices and  early  
the next m orning w ent to the  
tomb w here Jesus had  been 
placed by Joseph ofA rim athea. 
tt’orried by the  thought th a t they  
would not be ab le to  m ove the 
he.'vy stone w hich had  been 
placed before the  door of the  
tomb, the \vomen w ere am azed to 
find, w hen they  cam e w ith in  
sight of the  place of Jesus’s 
burial, a young m an, clad in

w hite, sitting  there.
“Be not am azed,” he reas­

sured  them , “ye seek Jesus, the  
N azarrene, w ho h a th  been  c ru ­
cified: he is risen; he is risen; 
he is not here; behold, the  place 
w here they  laid  him .!” then  he 
bade them  go in haste  and te ll 
the  w onderful new s th a t Jesus 
w as risen  to  the  disciples and to 
P e te r, and  th a t in  G alilee they 
should see him . The wom en left 
in  fear and in trem bling.

In one of his serm ons, Phillips 
Brooks declares, “We celebrate 
on E aster Day the  rising of our 
Savior from  the  tom b. A nd w e 
h ea rt saying to h eart every ­
w here, “C hrist is risen. And 
w h a t m akes th a t such a  glad 
g reeting  is the  assurance th a t is 
h idden  in under it and is heard  
up  th rough it: “We too shall 
rise.” I t is the  assurance of our 
im m ortality  bound up  w ith  
C hris t’s, the  certa in ty  th a t be­
cause he rose w e shall rise  also, 
th a t m akes the  resurrection  such 
a m essage of gladness to us all.

“B ut is th is all? Is th is  sim ­
ple a s s u ra n ^  of continued exis­
tence, th a t w e a re  to  rise from 
the  dead and go on in some fu ­
tu re  s ta te  of existence—is th is 
w hat P au l m eans by ‘the  pow er 
of the  resu rrection?’ I t  seems 
certain ly  ev ident enough tha t

George Mahon has appeal- 
txl to the W ar Food A dm inistra­
tion officials for a m ore liberal 
allocidion of farm  t r a d e # ; »and 
o r  an e.xplanation of the whole 
fa rm  m achinery outlook—adm it­
ted ly  a \ ery  serious problem, and 
I ’losely linked to the w ar effort.

For the ten-m onth  period end­
in g  Ju ly  1, 1944. Texas is schedul­
ed  to receive 10,894 new farm  
trac to rs , out of the national farm  
tra c to r  production for the period 
c.stim ated at 156.000. New farm 
tra c to rs  produced for the 1944 
c rop  year, and schedulixi for de­
liv e ry  prior to Ju ly  1. are esti- 
Tnatcel to exceed by four tim es 
th e  prc>duction for a sim ilar per­
iod last crop season. But the sup­
p ly  of new tractors will be far 
fro m  adequate.

Farm  trac to r m anufacturers 
Have au thority  to deliver into 
s ta te s  of fheir own selection 
80% of their production.the WFA 
having au thority  to d istribu te  the 
l-em aining 20%. The WFA has 
a llocated  about one-half of the 
20%  reserve, Texas having re ­
ceived only 558 tracto rs from 
th is  reserve, a sm aller propor­
tion  than  many of the o ther states. 
AVF.A in refusing to allocate ad ­
d itional tracto rs to Texas from 
th e  reserve claim s tha t a g rea ter 
n eed  exists elsew here, which Tex­
a s  producers and officials deny.

I t  is pointed out th a t Texas is, 
how ever, receiving new tractors 
o r  the  present crop year than  any 
•other state ,—The nearest ap ­
p roach  to the Texas allotm ent of 
10,894 is the Iowa allotm ent of 
S,8.57. These figures include a l­
lotm ents from the  reserve.

Farm  tractors are  now being 
p roduced  a t the ra te  of 20,000 
4 'er m onth.

As one W ar P ro­
duction Board official put it, 
the  only certain ty  about the  pro­
gram  for new m achinery  is tha t 
there  is not going to be enough 
of it.

New Federal Excise 
Tax On Luxuries In 
Effect Since April 1

A new 20 per cent federal ex ­
cise tax on jew elry, certain  w a t­
ches and alarm  clocks, fu r  a r ti­
cles, certain  fu r trim m ed articles 
and leather goods such as brief 
cases, hand bags, wallets, key 
cases and toilet cases w ent into 
effect A pril 1. Application of the 
law to luggage is handled sep- 

.aratcly.
The Office of Price A dm in­

istration requires the re ta ile r to 
s ta te  the am ount of the tax  sep­
ara te ly  on sales slips and in  all 
advertising and circulars which 
state  the price of the article. The 
am ount of the  taJc for specified 
item s m ust also be posted in the 
store or be slated  on each price 
tag.

Taxation of luggage will be 
handled separately. The new tax  
law changes the excise tax  on 
luggage from 10 per cent at the 
m anufacturing level to 20 per 
cent a t the re ta il level, resulting  
in a tax  of 30 per cent in m ost 
instances.

These details w ere announced 
by J.B. Mooney, D istrict Price 
Executive of the  OPA, to en ­
courage the custom er to check 
the price and the excise tax  on 
these item s before buying to be 
certain  th e  artic le  is not selling 
above the ceiling price.
