State Approves
50 Water Areas

Fifty areas in Texas have had
their public water systems ap-
proved during the bieanium end
ing August 31, 1888, aceerding to
sanitary engineering records of
the Texas State Department of
Health

During the same period, five
areas had their water system ap-
provals withdrawn. Approval or
disapproval, after adequate in
spection of Texas water systems
is just one of dozens of functions
carried on by the Samitary Engi-
neering Division of the Texas
State Department of Health

The prolonged drought in Tex
as has given new sigmificance to
this responsibility as more and
more municipalities of Texas seek
additional sources of water for
their parched citizenry.

It was also disclosed by Dr
Henry A. Holle, commissioner of
health, that at the close of the bi-
ennlum there were over 800 do
mestic sewage treatment plants in
Texas, all of which come under
the scrutiny of the department of
health.

Doomed Decr

Landowners in the Texas big-
game range have embraced the |
antlerless deer harvest to the ex-
tent that a record twelve thous-
and plus permits have been is-
sued to ranchers in areas over-
populated with deer, according to
the Director of Wildlife Restora-
tion for the Game and ¥ish Com-
mission.

He said the trend indicates that
“many more counties will seek
Legislative authority at the com-
ing session to become a part of
this important game management
practice.”

The combined harvest of antler-
less deer this fall may go as high
as five thousand head, explained
the Director. This total contrasts
with the overall quota of only Nﬂi
deer when the program was Inun-l
ched four years ago !

These deer, he said, are uudoI
available to hunters in addition to
the bucksonly routine as a means
of reducing over population, spar-
ing the range and strengthening
the herds

“More and more ranchers and
landowners now realize that un-
less the surplus game is mi
legitimately, the spare numbers |
will die of starvation” said the
Director ‘

“Even though the antlerless’
harvest may run as high as five
theusand this fall, this is only a|
fraction of the over population |
throughout the big game range. |
If there should be a severe win-
ter, countless thousands of deer
in the congested areas would per-
ish. But under existing laws lh‘
expanded harvest has to be limit.
ed to the places where actual au-
thority has been granted to reduce
the herds to the carrying capacity
of the land as determined by sci-
entific findings."
