CURTAINS ON INFRARID- 
LAMP CHICK RROOOHRS CUT 
OPRRATINO c o m  IN HALF

Cost of brooding chicks in in­
frared lamp brooders can be cut 
almost In half If the brooders are 
fitted with side curtains W. L. 
Ulirh, eitenslon agricultural en­
gineer. says recently completed 
teMa In Indiana proved the value 
of fitting Infrared brooders with 
curtains when used by commercial 
producers.

No significant differences in 
gains nor feed-efficiencies between 
chicks reared in brooders irlth 
or without curtains was noted. 
Rut, Ulich said the testa shoared 
that brooders without aide cur­
tains required 03 percent more 
electrical energy than those fitted 
with curtains.
