For the first time In 
years, cattle numbers are down 
la the United Stales. A nation­
wide drop of 3 percent In total 
cattle numbers last year coupled 
with recent srt despread rain 
creates a belter-thaa-avarage 
chance for higher prices.

The long drouth was largely 
responsible for this decllae, and 
cattle numbers have not yet 
turned downward ia either the 
South or Midwest although Tea- 
as registered a 7 percent reduc- 
tion ia I9S6. Actually, national 
numbers are now at a point of 
balance and could swing either 
way if moisture conditloas keep 
on improving.

Eitonslon Economist John Mc- 
Haney says cattle prices will 
probably improve if rains con- 
Unue at the right time and in 
the right places He figures this 
would cause many ranchers to 
restock, bolding back a good 
many heifer calves from slaugh­
ter. Re says it also might create 
a better demand (or steer and 
heifer slockers.

McHaney says American cattle­
men can generally expect higher 
cattle prices in a few years if 
the over-all economic activity 
and non-farm income remains 
high. Hr bases this prediction on 
the declining cattle to people 
ratio in recent years with the 
assumption that it will continue.

The ecoskomiat advises cattle 
raisers to flnlah awiinfU out by 
late Juno to avoid bnavy Ji||y 
and August markeLag. Thoiw 
were 4 percent more cattle on

feed in January than a year 
earlier and indications this year 
point to a longer feeding period 
Feeder cattle prices wont in­
crease greatly 1̂  next (all, but 
they will probably be slightly 
higher. Increased pprk and poul­
try supplies will compote with 
beef

Rom la Ohio May SI. ISBS. hn 
seeni from there to Georgia, tn 
ISBO he and Mrs Stokes srere 
married and when the passed aw­
ay in IBM this beloved couple 
had celebrated their Diamond 
Wedding Anniversary

The Stokes family came to Cot­
tle Co. In ISOS at Paducah and 
stayed there two years, until 1911, 
when they mowed to Dickens 
City

Mr. Cal Martin of Spur, moved 
this family from Paducah to Dic­
kens by wagon. The trip took two 
days

A while afterwards, when they 
settled at Aftoa, It was the very 
same place where they live at 
the preteal date.

MBA ROSA STARK
Mrs Rosa Stark of Afton la a 

dedicated soul whose heart la al­
ways happy because it It to filled 
with goodness If you know her 
you will know why I say, “ she la 
now M  years young" instead of 
staying “ihe Is 84 years old". 
Noted for her great tense of hu­
mor, Mrs Stark kas led a rich aad 
useful life. She Is one of our flrat 
settlers, having come here before 
Ihe IMh century tn the spring of 
1107.

The following sketch of the
Stark family was handed to me by 
the daughter, Mrs Charlie Pull- 
Ingim. and I will relate It Just aa 
■he did.

“ My father, the late L. W. 
Stark, having pasted away In 1S33 
left his wife Rota, who now Uvea 
with a daughter, Mrs. Charlie P1II- 
Ingim. They now live on the
Stark's place, 44 miles toutbrail 
of Aftoa.

Papa was born In Van Buren
ceualy, Arkanaat. on March 34.
1800

Mother, Rota Carherry. was 
bora in Manitwac, Wliconain, on 
June 33. 1870 At the age of sev­
en her father and mother moved 
to Dallas County, settling on a 
farm near the preaent Cedar Hill 
Community Papa came to the Ce­
dar Hill Community when hr was 
a very young man and worked on 
vnriout fnrms. He met and marr­
ied my mother on March IS. 1007 
After about t il days of prepara­
tion. he purchased a wagon, he 
owned a span of mules, to he rov­
ers this wagon, loads a few be­
longings Into It with his new 
bride and headed sreat Mother 
said goodhy to her mother, her 
father had passed away seyeral 
years before. She only taw her 
mother once after that.

My father's father died during 
the Civil War His regiment was 
ramped aernas the Arfcaiuat Riv­
er. which was several days ride 
from where Papa and Grandmoth­
er lived, along with three sitters 
Word came to Grandmother one 
day that Grandfather was dying 
of Yellow Fever and wanted to 
see her once more before be died. 
BO she saddled a mule and rode 
that way but when she came to 
the river it was nut of hanks and 
try as she might she could not 
cross. Grandfather died and was 
buned near the place where hla 
outfit was ramped.

Times were very hard, for Pa 
pa, his mothrr, and hla three sla­
ters. He has told of the "Carpet 
Raggehs", at they were called, 
coming to their home, taking all 
their bedding and cIoBies out 
and burning them returning to 
the house and getting all tha food 
and leaving them with nothing

Rack to his and mother's trip 
west. One of thair horaet died 
lo Papa goes out and buys anoth 
er one, and it turns out to be lo­
coed. Those of you that have ever 
had any experienre srilh a locoed 
horse srell know the rest. Mother 
at a young bride, enjoyed the 
honeymoon, traveling In a eov 
ered wagon, cooking on a ramp 
fire. And in a Dutch oven They 
srould atop only long enough at 
water holes to wash their clothes 
and clean up After aeveral days, 
they landed In Fisher County, 
near what it now Rotan Here Pa 
pa filed on dome land, dug a dug- 
out and for furniture, he rut four

forked masqultaa, srith aonra aaul- 
lar oMt for aUta u d  this trai 
their bedstead. Also ha taved tha 
spools from the barbed srire, aad 
that was their chairs. With tba 
»•gperience Mama had cooking on 
a ramp fire, she told Papa If on­
ly he could gel her a cook stove, 
this would be all aha would aik.

communiUe* all over the nation 
will receive their flrat loclal ae- 
curitjr diaabllity inaurance cberki 
la Aufuil, John G. Hutton, die- 
trlct manaser of the Lubbock So­
cial Security office announced re­
cently.

But many other ellilble dlaabled 
workera, 50 to M  yeara of age, 
have failed to make application 
to their aocial aecurlty efflcei. 
H kmc who have been diaabled for 
work for a long time muat apply 
before June SO, Hutton pointed 
out, or they will loae their righta 
to theae new benefit paymenta.

Any acverety dlaabled peraon 
who baa worked under aoclal ae- 
curity for at least 5 yeara and who 
has been dlaabled for 0 roontha or 
more should get in touch arith 
hla aoclal secuiity office right 
away.

If he la between SO and 05 yeara 
of ate. he mav be elltihle to 
have hla aoclal security record 
froaen to protect hla future right 
to diaabllity paymenta. feiAmlao 
hla and his family's righfato old 
age and suiivora insurance bene­
fits.

“ Unfortunataly there Is a lot 
of miaunderataadlBg,’* Hutton 
said, ‘as to how diaabled a worker 
has to be to get social security dla- 
abiUty Inaurance benefits or to 
have hit social aeucrlty record 
froaen. The rules In the aoclal 
security law for doddlag whether 
a peraon la ‘disabled’ are differ­
ent from the rules In some other 
Government and private diaabll­
ity programs.”

To be found ‘‘disabled” under 
the aoclal aeucrlty law, he said, 
a worker must have a dlaablUly 
which, in the words of the law, 
makes him unable ” to engage In 
yny aubatantial gainful activity.” 
It muat be the kind of physical or 
mental condition which shows up 
in the medical evidence. Includ­
ing his doctor's report, hospital 
records, or special teats. It muat 
have lasted for at least •  months 
and be eipectcd to continue for 
a long and indefinite period.

In general, be aald. “aubaUn- 
tial gainful agflaUr”  means the 
perfeqpagBO of a  aabatantial am- 
(>im/ of wort with iteaaonable 
regularity In employment or self- 
employment. A person does not 
have to be completely helpless to

BANKRUPTCY
"BankrupUy" came from the 

Latin "hancua** (a tradesman's 
Uhle) and “ruptut" (hrokrnt.

Under the Roman law creditors 
could cut up the bankrupt's body 
and each taka kla due share. 0th 
er laws srould pul the debtor In 
prison or In chains, allow whlpp 
ing and hard labor. East Indian 
creditors could tell the debtor 
and hit family into slavery for­
ever.

In the Middle Agca a bankrupt 
was a rriminal Later he got tome 
rights: Though creditors could 
force him to turn over all his 
goods .he would escape prison.

The basic concepts of our bank­
ruptcy law: (1) Prarate the hank 
rupt's asaets among his creditors. 
(11 diseharge him from most of 
hii debts, and (3) “ gruhstakr*' him 
hy eiempting certain things from 
the eredltor't reach

After Congress had passed and 
then repealed three lasrs it pase- 
ed our present bankruptcy act In 
IRM It amended the act In in s  
to refine Iqluidatlon and rehahU- 
itatioB proeedurea.

Today the act relieves the debt­
or through liquidation, or reor­
ganisation and rehabilitation HU 
creditors have always srorried 
about the debtor, hut now the 
state through law has declared the 
puMie concern In putting him 
hack on his feet.

The Supreme Court has said 
that the art aims to “relieve the 
honest debtor from the nrelght 
of oppresaivo indehtedneas, and 
permit him to atari afreth, free 
from the obligations . . . conse- 
qurnl u|Hin bu line SI mlafortuaes."

This purpose U ‘i t  gives to 
the honest but unfortunate debtor 
who surrenders (his property) a 
new opportunity In life and a clear 
field for future effort . .

Alto the law putt creditors on 
noiirr to watch out that their 
dehlan do not over extend them­
selves.
