Each person will be given an 
identification card with his blood 
type and RH factor. Posseasloa 
of this card might prove valuable 
in case of an accident.

Volunteers are requested to
come by Spur Memorial Hospital 
at a time designated below. The 
typing is painless and 10 to 19 
minutes is all that Is required to 
fill out information forms and 
complete the process.

TEC Starts Cotton Wage Survey 
To Determine Chopping Rates

By Betty Kearney
A letter was received this week 

from Loyan Walker, Manager, 
Agriculture and Livestock Dept. 
It reads as follows: The Farm 
Placement Division of the Texas 
Employrment Commission has no­
tified this office of their plans 
to start wage surveys for cotton 
chopping in West Texas.

Upon completion of the sur­
veys, the TEC will send this in­
formation to the Regional Office, 
U. S. Department of Labor, Dal­
las, Texas. The Labor Department 
ndll In turn make a determination 
as to the prevailing wage rale 
for cotton chopping.

When prevailing rates are es­
tablished, nstlces will be posted 
In courthosises, postoffices, coun­
ty agent offices and local TEC 
offices. The local newspapers and 
radio stations will be asked *e 
publicize this information to the 
area which they serve.

It is very Important that each 
farmer who conliswts '*bracero“ 
labor knows the prevailing wage 
rate ao that be won't encounter 
any problems with the Labor De­
partment for failure to pay the 
prevailing rate

Bill Is Approved 
By Subcommittee

The Senate Interstate and For­
eign Commerce Subrommltlee on 
weather control has announced 
that It approved Senate Bill 86 
and will report it favorably to 
the full committee.

Senator Yarborough, a member 
of the subcommittee and who has 
been active in the hearings and 
deliberations on the bill, slated 
'This bill is of great interest to 

the people of Texas and the South­
west. because, with additional re­
search, it may become possible 
to change the cloud conditions 
which produce tornadoes and 
thus stop them before they de­
velop."

13ir bill as amended by the 
subcommittee abolishes the Ad­
visory Committee on Weather 
Control, and places Its research 
in cloud modification under the 
Jurisdictioh of the N a t i o n a l  
Science Foundation 

.Senator Yarborough revealed 
that he had received communica­
tions from the I'niversity of Tex­
as meteorologists in favor of the 
hill.

Senator Yarborough stated. 
While the control of these death- 

dealing storms may yet be some 
distance In the future, we must 
leave no stone unturned In seek­
ing such control. Human lives 
are at stake, and we must fight 
those enemies, tornadoes, hurri­
canes, hail, drought, and flood, 
with the extensive research this 
bll provides Scientific testimo­
ny shows that prevention of tor-, 
nadoea is within the realm of 
possibility."

Members of the special sub­
committee, in addition to Yar­
borough. are Senators Alan Bible 
(D -Nev.1, chairman, and Andrew 
Schoeppel (R.-Kanaas. 8. BB was 
authored by Senator Francis 
Case (R.6.

Dickens County Texas waa out­
lined by the Texas LegtaMwe 
some time between 1MB and IBOO 
It waa organised In March IM l, 
election held to elect County 
officers, but no election waa held 
to designate a location for a coun­
ty site. It appears from the rec­
ords of the minutes of the com- 
miaainners eourt of Dickens 
county that the court did meet at 
Dockum Post Office on the hood 
of Dockum Creek, the only Post 
Office In Dickens eounty at that 
time, and designated a certain 
section of land laying on Duck 
Creek and belonging to the Ea- 
puela land and rattle company, 
Limited of London England. Spur, 
as the chosen place for the eounty 
site of Dickens County. Tesaa.

The Espuela Land and Cattle 
Company had a plot made of the 
town site which waa named Ba- 
puela Hie company eroeted a 
temporary pine building far the 
county’s use, and Espuela. Tex­
as became a reality, a i^  the coun­
ty site of Dickens County from 
ita creation and the county site 
for about one year, or until M 
waa moved from Espuela to Dic­
kens, Texas, where la has romaln- 
ed from that date to tho praoont 
time District Judge W. R. McGill 
held one term of District Court 
at Eapucla la the fall of IW l. 
but there was a cloud, or some 
question as to whether Espuela 
had been legally selected as the 
county site of Dickens County, 
Texas and it aeema that Judge 
McGill ordered an election to be 
held with Espuela, Dickens, and 
Frankfort being voted for, and 
Dickens being the selected place

When Dickens county was or- 
ganixed, there was no Espuela, 
no Dickens, no Frankfort, though 
the part of Dickens laying west of 
the court house belonged to the 
J A. Askina pre-empted home, 
while the balance of isichena came 
out of the Young and Crow 51ur- 
vey, those parltes resided at Has­
kell, Texas with W C. Ballard
