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By Joe Harrison

Mayor Reese McNeill presented
the program at the Lions regular
noon meeting Tuesday, and his
address was principally about the
condition of the City of Spur fi-
nances. However, he brought to
light something that the average
Spur citizen might not know
about the White River Municipal
Water District.

It seems that Spur is not at
the present time represented on
the District’'s Board of Equaliza-
tion and the Board has been ask-
ed to render a $22,116000 eval-
uation in the four cities of the
District. In 1956, Spur reported
an evaluation of approximately
$2,600,000;, Post amhuioly
$2.500,000; Crosbyton, approxi-
mately $2,000,000; Ralls, approxi-
mately $1,800,000.

Mayor MeNeill pointed out that
he felt that a more reasonable
and just evaluation should be
reached. The total for the four
cities would be approximately $9,.
000,000—which means that cur
rent evaluations must be
than doubled to insure the $22.
116,000 requested by the Distriet.

This would leave the people of
Spur with a tax load for the White
River Water Distriet per capita
per year of approximately $4.25
according te Mayor MeNeill
Whereas, Ralls and Post would
have a rate of a little over $2, and
Crosbyton would have a $3 plus
rate.  (These figures are esti-
mates.)

The Mayor pointsd out that|

this left Spur in an unfavorable
position, since they are not even
represented on the Board of Eq-
ualization, and the bond election
is fast approaching.

We feel that as the situation
now stands, some acceptable ad-
Justment should be made in cur-
rent evaluations to bring them
into proper ratio.

Jackson East, City Alderman
in charge of water and sewage,
says that tentative figures show
that Spur water rates would be
hiked from the current $1.80 per
3,000 minimum charge to a $2.25
minimum charge which seems
reasonable to us

The Spur directors of the
White River Municipal Water Dis-
trict have scheduled a public
hearing at 3:30 p. m. today (Thur-
sday) in Dyess Hall. All business
men and interested persons are
invited to attend this open meet-
ing

Therefore, this would be a good
time for the people of Spur ot
present their side of this impor-
tant matter, pro or con.

Personally we have faith in the
Directors of the White River Mu-
nicipal Water District, and we
feel that under their leadership,
the citizens of Spur will not be
rushed into something they might
regret in the future. They are
faced with a big decision; why not
come to the meeting this after-

noon?

White River Directors Review Feasibility Report

Directors of the White River
Municipal Water District officially
voted last Thursday night at Cros-
byton to call the $4,000,000 bond
election for the district Aug. 17
and designated the REA as the
polling place for eligible Spur
voters,

John Green was appointed pre-
siding judge for the election in
the Spur precinct.

Official action on the bond el
ection was by a unanimous vote

The legal “Notice of Election”
appears in this edition of The
Texas Spur.

Most of the July meeting of
the water district directors was
devoted to going over the print
ed feasibility report with § W,
Freese, consulting engineer.

Freese told the directors that
with oll companies in the Post
area buying some 1,260,000 million
gallons of surplus water a day at
a reasonable rate “we feel lke
it is an excellent project for the
four cities.”

The engineer said that “without
the oll company load we wouldn't
recommend it as a project for
Post, Croshyton, Ralls, and Spur.”

In the final feasibility report,
now in printed form, Freese es
timated total cost of the project
at $4,000,000.

The breakdown of the project
costs included (1) $026,000 for

construcvion of the dam and res
ervoir, (2) $577,500 for the filter
plant, (3) $375000 for a l14dinch
pipe line to Spur, (4) $928,700 for |
