_ Do Children Who Attend Church
" Regularly Become Delinquents?

What the Studies Show

A study made of 105 delin-
quents and 105 non-delinquents
showed that 46 of the delin-
quents were regular church at-
tendants and 64 of the non-
delinquents (only 18 more) at-
tended regularly.

Another study of 761 delin-
quents in New Jersey revealed
that 54 percent attended reg-
ularly, 21 percent occasionally,
and only 25 percent never at-
tended

Recently Elaine Holcomb,
wife of the pastor of the Lake-
wood Baptist Church in Dallas,
made a study of 200 boys and
girls in the Texas schools for
juvenile offenders. Two-thirds
claimed actual church member-
ship and slightly over three-
fourths clainred to attend
church and Sunday school.

An official of the religious
education department of one of
our large church groups said
that “the rising tide of juve
nile delinquency shocks the
church into taking account of
the fact that here is a great
need towards which the church
eould well direct a greater
amount of attention than it has
in the past.”

Church Leaders Teoll How

What then can the church do
to meet the challenge of today's
most pressing problem—juven-
ile delinquency? Here are some
suggestions from church lead-
ers who have given considera-
tion to the problem:

1. Religion must be present-
ed to young people in such a
manner that is can be applied
to life situations as they meet
them each day.

2. Church and home must
work together in a program in
whuch the home becomes a
laboratory and the parents
partners with the church’s tea-
chers in the training of child
ren.

Give Feeling of Significance
3. There sholild be many more
church - sponsored nctlvﬂiu
which will appeal to young pe

ple and will give them a unsel

of significance in the life of
the church. Discussion groups
with right leadership can be
popular as game and recrea-
tiong! activities. Giving a child
a creative role to play in a
church group can be the means
of channeling him into such
roles in worthwhile non-church
activities also

4. The relationship of the
minister with the youth in his
community must be more than
derived in an occasiona! contact

at a youth meeting and his re-
lationship with their families
must be more than a mere
handshake after services or a
conversation about the weather
and crops during a pastoral vis
it

tract is the difficulty of
proving its terms if a dispute
arises. The court will listen to
your version of the contract
and to the other fellow's ver
sion and then try to reach a
decision

It is best then to put a con
tract in writing But here is
the danger--be sure you put

it all in writing. If the written
contract does not contain all
of the elements you believed
to be in the agreement, the
court will not even listen to
your version of the agreement
Thus, half a written contract
may be worse than none

For instance, you buy a stove
which the salesman says you
may return if you don't like it
You sign a conditional sales
agreement that does not men
tion your right to return it. In
fact, the fine print on the form
says that you agree that no
representations have been
made about the stove except
those written in the contract.

Persons applying for social
security benefits can speed the
payment of their claims by
bringing the necessary records
with them according to John
G. Hutton, manager of the Lub-
bock soclal security office.

Wage earners and the survi-
vors of deceased wage earners
should furnish a copy of the
Form W-2 “Statement of Wages
Paid” for the preceding year.
In addition they should supply
the information regarding earn-
ings for the current year.

Self-employed persons or
their survivors should be pre-
pared to furnish a copy of
Schedule C (or Schedule F for
farmers) and other supplemen-
tary schedules with their in-
come tax reports for the pre-
ceding year. They should also
furnish the cancelled check or
other evidence that the tax has
been paid. The estimated earn-
ings from self-employment for
the current year should also
bhe furnished
