the building of more efficient school
systems and the consolidation of'the
rural districts and the urban districts.
This system brings the rural bp_v
-and girl and the urban boy and girl
together.

‘When people are brought together
for a common purpose, harmony and
unison for an ultimate goal are thor-
oughly worked out. The problems of
the locality are discussed and under-
stood by each of the two groups, and
when problems are understood, a solu-
tion can be readily made.

The old rivalry between the country
child and the town child is gradually
disappearing in our school system. The

satudents of=our-sehool system are go-

ing to be the citizens of tomorrow.
The citizen of tomorrow is going to
more thoroughly understand his fel-
low citizen, whether he lives in the
village or town or in the country but,
in the meantime, we must strive as
citizens of today to bring about a
closer relationship and a more har-
monious effort to the end that we may
best serve each other. 1

It is up to the urban citizen to make
the first move of reconciliation. It is
up to the business man to let the citi-
zen of the rural district know that he
understands his relationship to him
and that his purpose for serving his
needs is foremost in his mind.

The business man of the urban dis-
trict is the servant of the citizen of
the rural district. The closer the bus-
iness man can bring himself to this
point of view and conduct himself ac-
cordingly, then and only then can the
degree of prosperity, progress and
happiness be maintained in rural
America that it so richly deserves.

When the business man thinks he
can give nothing but goods and mer-
chandise to the rural communities, he
is laboring under an illusion. Hereto-
fore, the business man has pursued the
policy of taking everything from the
rural citizen but the mortgage and his
wife and children. The business man
of America must wake up and pursue
a policy of giving service; of taking
a true, friendly interest in the wel-
fare of the citizen of the rural com-
munity, because he is the true citi-
zen and producer of the district, and
he contributes to the happiness and
the welfare of the citizen of the urban
district, namely, the business man.

The business man of America
should not be a parasite, living upon
the fruits of the labor of others, but
he should be constructive, giving dol-
lar for dollar value in endeavoring to
contribute to the happiness of his fel-
low citizens of the rural districts,

County Agent Lane’s office fu}‘msh—
ed a 1eport on the number of con-
tracts executed by the governmen?
with farmers and caltle raisers for
cattle bought in Dickens County.
There were 1,179 contracts qxccu_ted
on the cattle during the entire time
of purchasing. The number of cattle
which were left on the farm and the
number which were bought totalled
41,264, Total number of cattle bhought
was 10,865 and of this number 3,681
were condemned, leaving 7,184 which
were shipped by the government to
varicus points to be used for food.
After deducting the number of cat-
tle bought by the government, there
is left with the farmers and stockmen
who executed contracts a total of
30,399 cattle. This number is being
kept on the farms for future use, the
owners feeling they will be able to
take care of them.

Program For 1935
Begins This Month

“With the appointment of the new
State Review and Allotment Board
and the reorganization of the Cotton
Control Associations in the various
countieg, the cotton reduction program
for 1935 ‘has begun,” A. L. Smith,
chairman of the State Review and Al-
lotment Board, said. :
4 ‘“Articles of Association for the
cotton production control associations
have been sent to the farm'demon-
stration agent in each county, and the
reorganization of the associationg is
proceeding rapidly. One important
change from last year’s plan is to be
noted, Cotton producing communities
which consist of not less than 800 pro-
ducer units last year must consist of
not less than 500 producer unitg this
year,” Mr. Smith said. “These com-
munities will be designated by the
farm demonstration agent on the ba-
sis of the number of producer units
on which cotton production was re-
ported in the applications for allot-
ment and tax exemption certificates
in 1934, There shall be one community
committee consisting of three mem-
bers for each community designated.
A county having less than 500 produc-
er units will have one community com-
mittee.

“Any producer is eligible to sign a
1935 contract who is an owner, cash
tenant, standing or fixed-rent tenant,
or managing-share tenant pointly
with the landlord, and who operates
or controls a farm on which cotton
was planted in 1933 or 19834 and on
which cotton will be planted in 1935
and which was not covered by a 1934-
8b reduction contract.

“Any producer is also eligible who
is operating a farm on which cotton
wag not planted in 1933 or 1934 be-
cause such farm was then planted to
perennial crops in a regular rotation,
or because such farm was covered by
an agreement with the Government to
eradicate pink boll worm, but on which
cotton was planted during the period
1928 to 1932 and on which cotton will
be planted in 1985.”

DICKENS COUNTY SCHOOL
INSPECTION COMPLETED

‘Miss Sue B. Mann, Deputy State
Superintendent, who is the supervisor
over District No. 8 with headquarters
at Abilene, has just completed the in-
spection of the Dickens County
Schools. These duties occupy some-
what the same position that the Aid
Inspectors formerly held. They live
out in the district by way of keeping
in closer contact with the schools, than
did their predecessors. It is thought
that in this way they can render a
very definite service.

Our particular deputy is one of the
best qualified and most likeable of thé
twenty two in the state. She is re-
commending the county - for over

[progressiveness and leadership oc-
cupied by Dickens County Schools can
be attributed to our wide awake, loyal
and enthusiastic. citizens.

MUSIC PROGRAM

The schools of the county have Vie-
trolas, one song book, and uniform
sets of records bought by the State
of Texas. These records contain one
hundred and forty pieces of music.
We shall get a few more records later
when our Texas songs have been re-
corded. The State has published a
music bulletin which is in the hands
of our teachers, Some of the songs are
so selected as to be appropriate to
primary children, some to intermed-
iate, and others to high school and
community singing. These songs are
so written as to develop the ahility
of the children in the use of their
voices.

These songs will be sung both with
and without the Victrola. The child-
ren will memorize the songs. Mental
development will come from the mem-
ory work connected with the music
project.

Each school will have a choir of
from 10 to 30 pupils. The larger
schools will have a primary and in-
termediate choir, and the rural schools
a mixed choir. From these community
choirs a county choir will be selected.
This choir will be carried to Abilene
in April to sing before a State Con-
vention of Rural School Supervisors
and County Superintendents. In 1936,
Dr. Woods, the State Superintendent,
wants each county to take a choir to
Dallas to sing at the Texas Centen-
nial. He hopes to have as many as
50,000 children together, singing the
same songs to the same time with
uniform enunciations, ete.

This is the first effort the State of
Texas has ever made at a music pro-
program. Dickens County has done
more with the program up to now
than the neighboring counties, but it
still has much to (Lo..

Each year for four years, we have

!p;iven scientific tests to the pupils of
the county. We have found from year
to vear, as the county becomes better
organized, that the grades made are
!hig‘her. If the condition of the pupils
[can be normal when these examina-

| tions are given, they serve as a very

accurate barometer of the work done.

This year before our schools achieve
their standardization certificates, the
pupils in the schools concerned must
make grades that measure as average
erades in the State. We in District
i No. 3, which is composed of twelve
i counties, are going to give our final
tests about the last of April. The
tests will be uniform examinations
given by teachers trained in a school
to be held at Aspermont. These key
people will be selected in an education-
al meeting. The purpose of this dis-
trict training is to assure us that all
of them will be administered in exact-
ly the same manner.

Dickens County has been recognized
as a leading county in the educational
field as in other lines. It is up to us
as patrons, pupils, trustees, teachers,
and county school superintendent to
see that our standard of school work
is so high that we can retain our pos-
ition of leadership. There is a contest
on between us and these other eleven
counties. Let us not fail our county.
If we are to become ag good as we
hope to be it is going to take an ever-
lasting and persistent effort on the
part of all of us,

He has been with
this brother ever since he returned
from the war.

In 1921, while living at Corsicana,
hq began working for the Humble
Ol'l Company and spent several years
with that company.

When his brother became ili a few
years ago and had to give up his
work with the Humble Company, Mr.
