There had been much testimony
submitted which implicated Hartman
as violating the narcotic laws, but he
was not proven guilty of murder ac-
cording to the Courts ruling.

Mr. Cato
said, “I’'m the Sheriff, do you mean to
Say you are not going to answer my
question.” Lowery said, “No”.

Morgan said the Sheriff told Lowery
to get out of the car and the informer
called to V. C. McCullough who was
Stafford’s partner. “Oh, Mac, come
here, quick. It looks like this guy is

oing to shoot me.” Morgan said, “I

ooked up and saw a man running to-

ward us. He jerked out a pistol, Cato
whirled around and grabbed the pis-
tol. Stafford grabbed the machine
gun. I had my gun just stuck down in
my pants. When Cato said, ‘Shoot him
Tom.” I pulled my gun. Lowery grab-
bed it. I swung my gun to the right.
This lady (¥va Michelle, another in-
former) grabbed my gun.

“After Stafford broke loose, I
‘heard Cato say, ‘Throw that gun
down, throw that gun down.

“Just when the shots got through
ringing, I heard a voice say, ‘That’s a
federal officer.”

Federal Prosecutor Eastug asked
Morgan who paid his attorney’s fee,
to which Morgan replied, “I helped
pay it.”

Four wounds in Stafford’s body
were deseribed by Dr. Williams of
Post.

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Things We Saw And Heard On
Our Trip To Washington And The
Farmers Special Train

Leaving Spur Saturday May 11th
at 6:20 o’clock, we boarded one of the
special trains at Fort Worth on Sun-
day, May 12th at 2:00 o’clock. This
really marked the beginning of our
trip to Washington, With stops at
Dallas and Longview to finish out our
train of some siXteen to eighteen
coaches including diners and observa-
tion cars.

From Longview we traveled via Tex
arkana, arriving at Texarkana at
eight or nine o’cleck Sunday night,
so we traveled through Arkansas at
night mostly, and could not tell wheth-
er or not they wear shoes there now.
We went along the side of the great
Mississippi River sometime Monday
morning some miles below St. Louis.
Traveling alongside the river to St.
Louis where we stopped thirty or
forty minutes before starting the run
for Cincinnatti.

The route from Cincinnatti lies
through a beautiful farming country
level prairie land with a number of
running streams. Timber on the water
courses coupled with excellent
prairie land make it one of the most
interesting sights of the trip. This
country lies in the states of Illinois,
Indiana, and Ohio. It seems to be
thickly populated and farms are not
large apparently for they use two-
horse breaking plows mostly in pre-
paring the land, these plows all turn
the dirt to the left, which looked rath-
er odd to a West Texas boy.

From Cincinnatti we traveled di-
rectly up the Ohio river or a tribu-
tary of the same until reaching the
divide of the Alleghany range of
mountains. This was on the C. & O.
railroad one of the oldest lines in
America, and crosses the Alleghaney
Mountains via the New and Green
Briar River valleys, tributaries of the
Ohio river, and through numerous
tunnels some as long as 7-8 of a mile.
The narow river valley, water falls on
the river, and water falls from the
mountains to the river, coupled with
views of mountain ranges make it a
route of scenic wonder. This is the
coal mining section of West Virginia.
A coal mine on top of a mountain with
car tracks running down to the river,
and railroad, on what looks like about
a sixty per cent grade. What would
happen if one of these narrow guage
cars, with a load on board ran wild
down the mountain side? In places
they claim they can not find any bot-
tom to this river.

From the Alleghanies to the Blue
Ridge Rase, thence down the Pied-
mont Valley noted for its wonderful
fruits, and really a beautiful valley.
Past Charlottesville, home of Thomas
Jefferson, and seat of University of
Virginia, on through the little town
of Manassag where Jackson won the
name of Stonwall Jackson, and on into
Washington at about 12:00 o’clock or
about four hours late on Tuesday,
May 14th. Was met at the train by
Hon. George Mahon, our most excel-
lent Congressman.

On arival we went to the Rawleigh
Hotel, headquarters for the delegation,
to procure programs, then directly to
Congresional Hall, to hear an address
by Culley A. Cobbh, Chief of the Cot-
ton Section and various other notables,
among whom was our former Repre-
sentative, Hon. Marvin Jones. All A.
A. A. officialg were introduced at this
meeting and many made short talks.
All were sincerely impressed, and

really pleased at such a demonstration
of approval. Many farmers from dif-.
ferent sections of the country made!
interesting talks. Fancy a dirt farmer |
speaking in Congressional Hall—it|
really happened.

From this meeting we went directly
to the White House grounds where
President Roosevelt delivered the
most honest-to-goodness, straight for-
ward talk we have ever heard, and
the applause was heard above city traf
fice for many blocks no doubt.

The next thing on the program was
a banquet of the Texas Delegation at
the Mayflower Hotel beginning at
8:00 o’clock p. m. Tuesday, May 14th
and lasting until after 12:00 o’clock.
Most every Congressman from Texas
made a talk at this banquet, also Sec-
retary Wallas and C. A. Cobb and our
Senators Connally and Sheppard made
excellent talks. All were really im-
pressed and agreed there had never
in our history, been such a demonstra-
tion of appreciation, and approval of
anything attempted by our Govern-
ment. Most delegations go there de-
manding something or making pro-
tests against something. This banquet
climaxed our first day in Washing-
ton.

Wednesday the 15th was largely
spent in a meeting of corn-hog grow-
ers from all over the country. Heard
many interesting talks on the corn-
hog program. At conclusion of this
meeting spent the remainder of the
day in interviews with various heads
and assistants of the cotton section

ing trip through the city to Arling-
ton Cemetery, old home of Robt. E.
Lee. Visited the Tomb of the Unknown
Soldier there. Drove to Mount Ver-
non, Washington’s home, one of the
most beautiful places anywhere and
really interesting. Most of the orig-
inal furnishings and various articles
actually used by George Washington.
Overlooking the broad Potomac,
Mount Vernon ig truely an inspiring
sight and one that no mere words
can adequately describe.

Thursday afternocon we spent in
looking up acquaintenances in Wash-
ington, and making preparations for
our departure Thursday night at 12:15
o’clock.

There has been a notable improve-
ment in the physical conditions of
cream buying stations and in the
methods used by the operatorg in
handling cream which he purchases.
various plants.
Plant inspection-375. During these
routine plant inspections all of the
cream which was received at the plant
was graded by our inspector. No 3
eream or, in other words, cream that
is unfit for human censumption was
handled mainly through the local
Health Department Inspectors, who
have the authority to destroy the same
Records on file in this office indicates
that there has ben 3321 pounds of
cream which has been rejected at the
various plants.

Cang of cream grading-17,000. This
approximate number of cans of cream
were graded by our inspectors during

the past year, about 85 per cent of
which were classified as Wo. 1, the
remainder being graded No. 2, and
a relatively small amount being 3rd
grade.

Educational meetings held-153.
These meetingg have covered the most
important cream producing points in
the state and in some of the heavier
production areas there have been
several metings. During these meeting
we have contracted 4302 cream prod-
ucers and cream buyers.

Contacted-223. This number rep-
resents individual Vocational Agri-
culture teachers who have been con-
tacted and supplied with a set of edu-
cational material on Quality Cream
Production, which was assembled for
their benefit and which covered the
history and development of the Cream
Quality Campaign and eontained a
full discussion of all steps necessary
in the production, handling and mark-
eting of high quality cream. Figures
gathered from a questionnaire which

|was sent out from this office, and

which was answered by 132 out of
223 teachers contacted, how that
they have presented and discussed
this material to 276 vocational -

| culture classes consisti of 4495

students; 135 adults

with a total attendance of 3175; and
to 62 meetings called especially for
cream producers with a total attend-
ance of 1916. These figures coupled
with those of our - representative,
bring the total number of persons
directly or indirectly connected with
cream production, contacted in group
meetings t013,888. This is, of course,
exclusive to inumerable personal
contacts which have been made.

During the past year our inspectors
have gained the voluntary destruct-
ion of 3782 pounds of cream which
they found and graded as No. 3. This
amount is exclusive of that condemed
by the State and Federal Food and
Drug Inspectors whose activities
along thig line will be discussed in
the following paragraph.

Records on file in the State Bureau
of Food and Drugs show that during
the past year their inspectors have
seized and condemned 17,217 pounds
of cream, 38,041 pounds of packing
stock butter, and 13,758 pounds of
creamery butter, all of this cream and
butter moving in intrastate commerce.
Also, records which they have ob-
tained from the Federal Bureau of
Food and Drugs show that there has
been 7720 pounds of Texas produc-
ed cream shipped in interstate com-
merce which has been seized and de-
stroyed. Reports from other sources
indicate that there were 6482 more
pounds of Texas produced cream ship-
ped interstate that was either de-
stroyed, or colored and returned to
the shipper. Not only are they seizing
and condemning the adulterated prod-
ucts but plans are being made to
prosecute the responsible shippers, it
being plainly set forth in both the
State and Federal Food and Drugs
Acts that the responsible shippers are
liable to prosecution under the law.

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To Present Wool
Marketing Views

A proposal to license dealers in
wool and mohair, under which certain
trade practices which act to reduce
returns to growers would be prohibit-
ed, is being considerea by the Agri-
cultural Adjustment Administration.
Hearings on the proposed license will
begin July 2.

One hearinz for Texas has. been
scheduled at San Angelo, for July 29
and 30.

Texas ranks first among the states
in the number of sheepand goats and
also in the production of wool and
mohair. Texas has approzimately 14.7
per cent of the sheep in the United
States, and has about 83 per cent of
the Angora goats of the United Stat-
es and produces a likc percentage of
mohair. Figiires from the United
States Department of Agriculture for

1934 show that 7,608,000 sheep were
shorn in Texas in 1934 and that 60,
485,000 pounds of wool werzs shown.
There are two provisions of the li-
cense, one vecuiring a ticensed dealer
to confine his transactions either to
consignments, or to outright purchas-
es, and the other which would base
deduction for ‘tags’ and other off-
sort wool on actual condition of the
lot, and not on a flat average basis.
The first provision would remove
the grower’s fear that the products to
which he has title may not be market-
ed advantageously as products to
which the dealer has acquired title.
The second would remove the dealer
practice of giving arbitrary f]z_lt aver-
age deductions from the basic price
for ‘tags’, but would require them to
base any deductions on the actual
condition of each lot of wool.

contain provisions for voting on the
sale of intoxicating liquors of various
Types and various aleoholic content.

“(c) In all counties, justice’s prec-
incts or incorporated towns or cities
wherein the sale of intoxicating li-
quors had been prohibited by local op-
tion elections held under the laws of
the State of Texas and in force at
the time of the taking effect of Sec-
tion 20, Article XVI of the Constitu-
tion of Texas, it shall continue to be
unlawful to manufacture, sell, barter
or exchange in any such county, jus-
tice’s precinet or: incorporated town
or ecity, any spirituous, vinous or malt
liquors or medicated bitters capable
of producing intoxication or any other
intoxicants whatsoever, for beverage
purposes, unless and until a majority
of the qualified voters in such county
or political subdivision thereof vot-
ing in an election held for such pur-
pose shall determine such to be law-
ful; “provided that this subsection
shall not prohibit the sale of alcoholic
beverages containing not more than
3.2 per cent alcohol by weight in ecit-
ies, counties or political subdivisions
thereof in which the qualified voters
have voted to legalizesuch sale under
the provisions of Chapter 116, Acts
of the Regular Session of the 43rd
Legislature.”

Sec. 2. Such proposed Constitu-
tional Amendment shall be submitted
to a vote of the qualified electors of
this State at a special election to be
held throughout the State of Texas,
on the fourth Saturday in August,
1935, at which election all voters fav-
oring said proposed Amendment,
shall write, or have printed on their
ballots the words:

“FOR the amendment to the State
Constitution repealing Statewide pro-
hibition, prohibiting the open saloon
and providing for local option.”

And those voters opposed to said
proposed Amendment shall write or
have printed on their ballots the
words:

“AGAINST the amendment to the
St.ate Constitution repealing State-
wide prohibition, prohibiting the open
saloon and providing for local option,”

If it appears from the returns of
said election that a majority of the
votes cast are in favor of said Amend-
ment, the same shall become a part
of the State Constitution.

Sec. 3. The Governor shall issue
the necessary proclamation for such
election, and shall have the same pub-
lished and such election held as pro-
vided by the Constitution and laws of
this State.

Sec. 4. The sum of Eight Thous-
and ($8,000.00) Dollars; or so much
thereof as may be necessary, is here-
by appropriated out of the State
Treasury to pay for the expenses of
said publication and election.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION
Proposing an Amendment to Article
III, of the Constitution of the State
of Texas, by adopting a new Section
to be known as Section 51-b, which
shall provide that the - Legislature
shall have the mower to provide, un-
der such limitations and restrictions
as may be deemed by the Legislature
expedient, for old-age assistance and

providing that the requirements for
length of time of actual residence in
Texas shall never be less than five

uously for one (1) year immediately
preceding such application; and pro-
viding that the Legislature shall have
the authority to accept from the Gov-
ernment of the United States finan-
cial aid for old-age assistance; pro-
viding for the necessary proclamation
and making an appropriation to de-
fray the expenses of proclamation,
publication and election.s

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG-
ISLATURE OF THE STATE OF
TEXAS:

Section 1. That Article IIT of the
Constitution of the State of Texas
be amended by adding thereto a Sec-
tion to be known as Section 51-b,
which shall read as follows:

“Section 51-b. The Legislature
shall have the power by general laws
to provide, under such limitations and
restrictions and regulations as may
be deemed by-the Legislature exped-
ient, for old-age assistance and for
the payment of same not to exceed
Fifteen Dollars ($15) per month each
to actual bona fide citizens of Texas
who are over the age of sixty-five
(65) years; provided that no habitual
criminal, and thabitual drunkard
while such habitual drunkard, and no
inmate of any State institution, while
such inmate, shall be eligible for
such old-age assistance; provided
further that the requirements for
length of time of actual residence in
Texas shall never be less than five
