Virgil Stalcup Executed For 

Murder of Sheriff Arthur

DIES WITH SHOES ON

V'irgil Stalcup, referred to by the 
state papers as West Texas Bad Man, 
died with his shoes on early Monday 
morning in the electric chair at the 
state penitentiary in Huntsville, for 
the murder of Sheriff W. B. Arthur 
in 1934.

It was the first time within the 
memory of prison officials that a 
condemned man had disdained the 
customary carpet slippers worn by 
most prisoners to their electrocution, 
it was reported.

News dispatches from Huntsville 
stated that Stalcup, 28, was calm as 
he entered the death chamber. He 
did not make a last statement. It 
was said that he was smiling slightly 
as he went to his death in the elec­
tric chair for the crime he and his 
companion, Clarence Brown, commit­
ted in the jailbreak at Dickens in 
1934.

Farmers Invited To 
See Cotton Seed Meal 
?ed Experiment Cows

The farmers of Dickens County and 
surrounding counties are extended an 
invitation to visit the Spur Experi­
ment Station Saturday and see the 
cattle which have just been used as 
a feeding project. These cattle are 
to be shipped to market Monday, and 
as many farmers will be in town Sat­
urday, the State Directors decided to 
extend the invitation.

There vrere three purposes to be 
brought out in this feeding experi­
ment by the Station. First, the causes 
and remedies for cotton seed meal 
poisoning; second, the best amount of 
cotton seed meal to be used in a fat­
tening ration; and third, the uses of 
cotton seed oil in fattening rations.

It might appear that these are tri- 
val things, but if  one will consider 
the cotton seed oil is a grreat factor. 
This is one of the reasons why the 
farmers should see these cattle. Cot­
ton seed oil was used this feeding ex­
periment and the results can be seen 
in the various animals fed. These 
studies and new uses for cotton seed 
products may prevent the reoccur­
rence of low prices o f cotton seed 
such as was experienced in 1933.

Two Local Men Hurt 
In Headon Collision 
Early Last Sunday
Jeff Brown and Robfo t Wede,

Enroute to Spur. Fijrure in 
Jay ton Hijrway Wreck.

About one o’clock Suivlay morning 
two automobiles made a headon col­
lision on Highway 18 about three 
miles east of Spur. Jeff Brown and 
Robert Wade were enroute to Spur 
when they hit an automobile with 
negro occupants. Both cars were de­
molished.

Brown suffered several broken ribs 
and a number of bruises and cuts 
about the forehead. Wade’s face is 
cut in many places and it is assumed 
that he went through the windshield. 
Also, he has a concussion of th«» 
brain, and was out several hours.

Brown walked about one-fourth 
mile to the home of A. W. Watson to 
get help. They were brought to the 
''Pur hospital where first aid and 
surgery was performed and both men 
seem to be getting along all right.

Four negroes in the collision were 
given first aid at the Spur Hospital 
and were able to go on to Jayton. 
These were: a negro girl, E. L. Fel- 
ter, who suffered a double compound 
fracture of the left limb; O. C. Wal­
lace with several ribs broken, contu­
sions and a number of lacerations; 
Herman Smith with several lacera­
tions about the face that might be 
serious; and Josie Lee Smith who re­
ceived a broken arm.

The car driven by the negroes had 
no lights. Brown and Wade stated 
they were too close to avoid the col­
lision when they saw the other car.

Many Young People 
Voters Disqualified

According to an opinion by the 
Honorable Joe J. Al.sup, As.sistant At­
torney General of the State of Texas, 
those young men and women who 
have become 21 years of age since 
the 31st day of January, 1936, and 
who will be 21 years of age at the 
time of the Primary Elections this 
year, and who do not have their ex­
emption certificates will not be quali­
fied voters under the election laws 
of Texas, and cannot cast a ballot in 
the primaries. The Attorney General’s 
Department also ruled that unle.ss a 
pereson was 21 years of age on or be­
fore Januarj' 31st, 1936, he was not 
entitled to an exemption certificate. 
In other words^ccording to the op­
inion, a person cannot secure an ex­
emption certificate unless he is 21 
years of age at the time of making 
application, and he cannot vote, even 
though he is 21 years of age on the 
date of the primary election, unless 
he has an exemption certificate. This 
ruling will bar all voters who have or 
will become 21 years of age betw’een 
January’ 31st, 1936, and te date of 
th primary elections.
