In the little town of Richmond on
the Colorado River, there lived S. M.
Swenson, a Swedish merchant, who
had confidence in Texas and ulitmate-
ly West Texas. He readily exchanged
the needed boots, shoes, food and

rf'xu'ming tools for the land certifi-

cates, acquiring in this manner hund-
reds of thousands of acres of land
unbounded and unnamed West Texas,
eventually to become West Texas
counties.

By 1883 cafttlemen, sdeking new
ranges to the west, were using the
Swenson lands as well as any others
available as free range. Taxes were

not the cattlemen, were paying. The
sons of the elder Swenson, E. P. and
S. S., prevailed upon their parents,
who by this time had moved to Aus-
tin, to allow them to fence, stock and
operate the lands owned by him as
a ranch.

In 1883, A. E. Dyer, a kinsman
of Swenson, living near Georgetown,
came out to locate, fence the lands,
stock them and begin the operation
of the ranches. He was accompanied

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by Joe Ericson, who was to assist In

locating the first cattle on the range
and who spent the balance of his life,
fifty-four years, to be exact, in build-
ing up the great ranches and breeding
its cattle into one of the nation’s
greatest registered herds. Almost im-
mediately they were joined by A. J.
Swenson, a cousin of the younger
Swensons, who was to spend a life-
time with the properties and develop
into its present manager, a position
he has held efficiently for many
years.

Swensons were the first to com-
pletely fence a large ranch in West
Texas. No sooner was this innovation
completed than came the realization,
in 1884, that if the ranch was o
prosper and fulfill the expectations
of its young promoters it must be with
better cattle than the longhorns of its
neighbors. In 1884 they introduced
registered bulls to the West Texas
ranges and began the half century
long struggle to excel in providing
range cattle of top quality. That they
were farsighted was evidenced a few
years later when they were able to
offer to Corn Belt buyers a standard
ized Hereford feeder calf of such cer-
tain quality that it could be pur-
chased by mail order from a cata,
~logue, with the same assurance that
standard household articles might be
purchased in the identical manner.

Of the thousands of S. M. S, feed-
er calves shipped to the Corn Belt
from their ranges each year for the
past quarter century, only a very
small percentage of them have been
seen by the purchaser until he is ad-
vised by the carriér that they have
arrived at his station. This method of
selling is a tribute to the breeding
of the S. M. S. cattle and the integri-
ty of its owners. A like method of
selling has not been duplicated
«aroughout the range country., -

Concrete evidence that the cattle
are tops is in their show and killing
records over a long period in the
national livestock shows of America.
The ranch does not exhibit finished
cattle on its own account, but from
the thousands of calves shipped each
year consistantly since 1909, cattle
from this range, fed by Corn Belt
every year during that period. Last
fall at the International Livestock
Exposition in Chicago, S. M. S. calves
were awarded the coveted grand
champoinship.

Again in 1907, the Swensons evi-

lands by purchasing the 325,000-acre
Spur ranch from its Englich owners.
Much of the original S.M.S. lands

‘have been developed into agricultur- |

al areas.
The Swensons have been known as
builders since their introduction into

Y| West Texas and are responsible for

the rapid development of the city of
Stamford, wHere they maintain their
headquarters. Shortly after their
purchase of the Spur lands, they

|| founded the town of Spur which is

one of the thriving agricultural and
livestock communities. They have con-
ducted extensive experiments in feed-
ing and were responsible for the erec-
tion of an oil mill years ago with
which to conduct -these experiments.
As these were completed, the indus-
try was sold to private industries and
breeders and feeders of America giv-
en benefit of the eéxperiment.

The property is divided into four
divisions—the Flat Top Ranch in
Jones County, the Throckmorton in
Throckmorton and Haskell Counties,
the Spur in Dickens, Motley, Garza,
Crosby and Kent Counties, with the
feeders have stood first in their class
eight times and were in the money
Tongue River Division in Cottle
County,

Until a few years ago the Free-
port Sulphur Company was a devel-
opment of the Swensons, who founded
the town of Freeport. E. P. Swenson,

| who heads the Swenson Land and
Cattle Company, makes his home ir
New York. City. He is chairman of
the Board of National City Bank.

In operating their ranches, the
Swensons have employed only the
highest types of men, whom they
keep with them as long as they live.
There are on their payrolls now men
who have been continuously with the
ranches for half a century. Active
management of the properties is
headed by A. J. Swenson, assisted
by his sons, William and Rudolph, who
maintain headquarters ‘in Stamford.

There is an old saying in the Cap
Rock country that Swenson chuck
wagons, horses and men have gone
forth each spring for half a century
to brand and work their ranges and
will continue to go out for another
half century, or until a substitute is
found for good red beef.

Kinsmen Were Victims of Tomahawk

Linking an earlier day of Texas his-
tory with the rapidly moving pres-
ent, Isom Lynn, poineer of King
County represented two widely con-
trasted periods—when the frontiers-
man_ of yesterday becomes the hero
of today. Perhaps no individual has
had more to do directly with the In-
dian in the protection of lives and
homes than this man., When at 81
years, he reluctantly consented to dis-

| cuss his share in Indian fights and

pioneer building in West Texas.
Though King County has been the
home of Lynn for 57 years, his old
home in Jack County where he spent
his boyhood days holds many excit-
ing memories for him. He was born
in Hopkins County. His parents felt
the urge of the Westward movement
and pushed on toward the frontier
which was at that time, Parker
County.

Five Families In Jack County

In 1855, the Lynn family moved
from Parker County into Jack County,
living first on Ketchi Creek and later
idea of this

the fact that only five families were
living in Jack County when the
Lynns moved there. Jacksboro was a
center of trade, and Fort Belknap,
about 40 miles distant where the
United States soldiers were stationed,
and the Indians were cared for, pro-
vided the interest. for all the sur-
rounding country.

Drifting renegrades hunting refuge
or anxious for some Tendezvous,
sought safety among the Indians, dis-
guising themselves when they assist-
ed in rafids in the native Indian ac-
coutrements., Deeds of horror insti-
gated by men of this type were re-
counted by “Uncle” Isom. The Camer-
on-Mason massacre, one long remem-
bered by early settlers was planned
and executed by men of this type.
The families of that time, fearing
for the safety and security of the
sons and daughters who were starting

-homes of their own were always hap-

py to have them build their homes
near the family. The Lynn family re-
joined when one of their daughters,
Mrs. Mason, decided to make her home
about two miles from that of her per-
ents. There was a dense wood be-
tween the houses. '
Indians Kill Relatives

One day during the Spring plowing
when every settler was eager to get
his work under way, Lynn’s father,
hurrying through his work, happened
to break his plow. He decided to spend
the rest of the day hunting in the
wood between his home and that of
his daughter, Mrs, Mason. Since wild
game afforded them a share of their
living, the day was to be well spent
after all. He soon walked farther
than he had intended and noticed that

he was near the Mason place.

Thinking he would go talk with
his daughter and her husband and see
his two grandchildren, he started to-
ward the house. As he approached, he
sensed disaster.

True to his anticipation the Indians
had been there. Signs of a deadly
massacre met his eyes. The horror of
coming upon the dead body of his
daughter and her husband was un-
speakable. A horse belonging'to Ma-
son was tied to a tree about a hun-
dred yards from the house. Here be-
side his horse, he had made his last
stand against the Indian marauders.
His empty gun proved that he had
called to his wife to bring him caps
for she was found halfway between
the house and where her husband lay,
with a box of caps in her hand, The
baby she was carrying in her arms
was unharmed and upon the arrival
of the grandfather was still by the
side of its dead mother. The older
child, Tobe Mason, had hidden himself
in a closet inside the house and had
not stirred after the massacre,

Robbery Prompted Raid

Taking the children with him, Lynn
went on to the Cameron home, hoping
to find out there some cause of the
murder. But the information hoped
for could not be supplied by either
Cameron or his wife, for they had suf-
fered a fate similar to that of the
Masons. The father and a son lay
dead in the field nearest the house,
and near the house a mother and
daughter. All were victims of the tom-
ahawk. Again he found the instinct
of self preservation had saved the
small Cameron children. Within the
house he found a little girl and the
infant baby of Mrs. Cameron. The lit-
tle girl was able to make known the
reason for the massacre. Cameron
had recently sold his cattle and re-
ceived $5,000 cash for them. He had
concealed the whole sum in a trunk.

Lynn could fathom the mystery
theh, because the money was gone. He
began his homeward journey with
the four children. As soon as he
reacher home with the children, he
set out with Isom, who was then 8
years old, for Jacksboro to revort the
massacre and to ascertain if possible

'whether the renegades in company

with the Indians were responsible for

-
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the robbery of Cameron and the mur-
der of both the Camerons and the
Masons.

Guilty Pointed Out

An older brother had gone on the
one horse belonging to Lynns and
when they had met him returning
hecme with some friends, they were
ready to take aim at them, for now
every sound meant to them the ap-
proach of Indians. They were greatly
relieved to see who it was,

The trip on to Jacksboro, however,
was made without encountering In-
dians. The small daughter of Cam-
eron, who had come with them to
Jacksboro, declared she would know
the men who had taken the money]
from the trunk while the Indians were
carrying on their deadly work outside.
About 30 or 40 men were put in a
circle with the child in the center to
point out the guilty men. She was
aquick to recognize the men responsi-
ble for the Cameron-Mason massacre.

Hearing of the sale. of Cameron’s
cattle, these men had invited the In-
dians to uprise and under the guise
of Indians had taken part in the
massacre themselves in order to get
the money. Some soldiers from Fort
Belknap prevented their being killed
instantly upon recognftion by the
child. They were taken into custody
and the Lynns did not see them again,

Friends of Colonel Goodnight

Lynn was a friend of the late Col.
Charles Goodnight. Although young-
er by some eight or ten years, ‘Uncle’
Isom shared with Colonel Goodnight
many experiences. When Lynn was
14 years old, he made his first trip
up the trail driving cattle for Good-
night and Loving. On this trip they
were driving a herd to New Mexico.
Ten or 12 men made up the party.
They saw no Indians on this trip
but thrills of other varieties were
not lacking. One night a herd of
buffalo came near the ecamp. Hear-
ing them approdach, the men on guard
thought them to be Indians. There

-

[the herd. This unusual phenomenon

was no sleep for anyone in camp that |
night.

The
Indians visited their ranch and from
appearances it was not a friendly call
for every horse on the ranch but one
was missing when they left. Later
all the stolen horses except one were
retaken.

Uncle Isom lived at his Guthrie
home until his death November 2,
1936. His remains now rest on the
little hill near the home. He saw this
country develop from pioneer period
to its present condition.

W. L. (Bill) Hyatt was born in
Belton, Texas, June 6, 1863, and
moved to Paris, Texas, with bis par-
ents just after the Civil War closed.

then came to the head of the North
Fork of the Brazos River at the foot
of the Staked Plains in 1878. There
were 12 men in this company, and be-

fore leaving Jacksboro all of them
registered so that if any should be
killed or captured by the Indians there
would be some record. They drove
5,000 head of cattle, 100 goats and
100 head of stock horses. The comp-
any was composed of: J. H. Hensley,
L. A. Wilson, Bob Sailor, Phillip
Sanders, Van Sanders, Will Sanders,
Hugh McWhorter, Mack Vandever,
Steve Resner, W. L. Hyatt, John
Garrison and Bill Cook.
At this time Mr. Hyatt is the only
survivor of the party.
During the winter of 1878 the In-
dians stole all the horses from the
. The men were housed in a
dug-out. They could have been no
amatch for the Indians which number-
ed about 50 to one white man. The
men stayed with the dug-out and let
the horses go. However, in about
four days one of the horses returned
to camp and the men/drew straws tc-
determine who would ride the horse
to Jackboro and report the incident.

where it became exhausted and he
finished the journey on a horse bor-
rowed from George Gunter,

Mr. Hyatt and his associates worked
for Mr. Hensley who owned the 22-
