Washington's Farewell Address
No man ever left a nobler 

political testament than that 
contained in President Wash­
ington’s Farewell Address on 
September 17, 1796, after he 
had refused to accept the 
Presidency for the third time.

The majority of the people 
of the United States Would 
gladly have had him lead the 
Nation again, but this time 
Washington would not yield 
to the wishes of his friends 
and of the country. He felt 
that he had done his work and 
earned the rest and privacy 
for which he longed above all 
earthly things.

Now, from the heights of 
great achievement, he turned 
to say farewell to the people 
whom he loved so much, and 
whom he had so greatly serv­
ed. Every word sounded the 
purest and wisest patriotism.

Urging Americans to stand 
united, he said “The name of

American, which belongs to 
you, in your national capacity, 
must always exalt the just 
pride of patriotism, more than 
any appellation derived, from 
local discrimination.”

Continuing, he said, in sub­
stance : Let there be no sec­
tionalism, nor North, South, 
East or W est; you are all de­
pendent upon each other, and 
should be one in unión.

There were many gems of 
wisdom in this remarkable ad­
dress. He urged his fellow 
citizens to keep the depart­
ments of government separate, 
to promote education, to cher­
ish the public spirit and to 
avoid debt.

His admonitions were re- 
c^vecLby the people at large 
íviú, ^profound respect, and 
sank deep into the public 
mind. His Farewell Address 
has grown dearer and dearer

After several, especially the lead­
ers, had expi(essed thems,lives ' fe - '■ 
vorable to having on© organization, ' 
the chairman asked the body what 
were their wishes. A- resolution 
was placed before the met| îng as 
follows; Since it seems to be the 
opinion of the leaders o.f bcith organ­
izations that they should merge into. ' 
ode organizaltion, therefore, Be It Re­
solved; That, the Spur Chamber o f 
Commerce and the Young Men’s 
Business Club of Spur be disbanded 
and a new organization formed, the 
name of which to be chosen laiter. 
The resolution passed unanimously.

By a vote by ballot a name was 
chosen and it was decided the new 
organization should be known as the 
Spur Civic Club. This name received 
approximately twice the number of 
votes that any other name received. 
The Spur Booster Club was second 
and received 20 votes.

They 
reported to the body and the election 
by ballot followed. T. E. Milam was 
elected presidtiit, W. T. Andr'ews 
was voted first vice president, and 
Neal A. Chastain was selected as sec­
ond vice president.

Motion passed to let the officers 
elected select members of the board 
of directors and to secure a secretary 
and treasurer. This completed the 
work for th/t tvening.

Mack Woodrum was asked to speak 
on the dairy and poultry buhiness of 
our county, and R. E. Dickson called 
attention to the election called to let 
farmers and stockmen vote on wheth­
er or, not we are 'to have a soil con- 
sei-vation district here. Mr. Dickson 
admonished people to vote on this 
question. The election is called for 
Saturday, March 9.

Dr. Cox’s Weekly 
Health Letter

“ Scarlet fever is an ever-presejit 
menace to Texas children,” Dr. Geo. 
W. Cox, State Health Officer be­
lieves. .

In 1939 there were 2426 cases of 
scarlet fever reported to 'th e  State 
Health Department, an appreciably 
lower prevalence total than 1938’s, 
when 4445 cases were listed.

“ Too frequently people are led 
astray into thinking that scarlet 
fever is a minor disease because 
cases may be very mild in some child­
ren. It should be remembered, how­
ever, that a mild case can infeit an­
other case wiho may become seriously 
ill. Scarlet fever is treacherous, 
particularly since its prevalence is 
most frequent among children and 
rare among adults.

“ Scarlet fever is spread \>y the 
traaisfer of the infection in the dis­
charges of nose and throat, ears, or 
abscesses o f persons ill with the dis­
ease and those who are can'iers of 
the infection. Handling of articles 
soiled by a scarlet fever patient may 
transmit the disease.

“ Children under ten years of age 
are the group most susceptible to 
scarlet fever. When a child becomes 
suddenly ill with fever, sore throat, 
and vomiting, he should have imme­
diate medical attention, and if the 
disease is present, be isolated to pre­
vent spread of the disease. One 
sfliould not wait for a rash before 
seeking medical attention, as a phy­
sician can usually make the diagnosis 
before the rash appears. Appearance 
of scarlet fever in a home should be 
immediately followed by a bigid 
quarantine for the duration o f the 
iliness, usually about three weeks. 
Parents should use caution not to 
expose young children to anyone ex­
hibiting acute catarhal symptoms of 
any kind—take no chances that scar­
let fever may be present.

“ Your physician has several val­
uable agents which he may use in 
treating scarlet fever. Among these 
is scarlet fever antitoxin, which is 
effective in shortening the course of 
the illness and probably in preventing 
severe complications such as heart 
and kidne yinfections as well as mas­
toid, sinus, and ear infections.

The Dick test is a simple skin test 
to determine susceptibiliy to scarlet 
fever. Those found positive with this 
test may be actively immunized with

Scarlet fever is treacherous, 
particularly since its prevalence is 
most frequent among children and 
rare among adults.

“ Scarlet fever is spread by the 
transfer of the infection in the dis­
charges of nose and throat, ears, or 
abscesses o f persons ill with the dis­
ease and those who are carriers of 
the infection. Handling of articles 
soiled by a scarlet fever patient may 
transmit the disease.

“ Children under ten years of age 
are the group most susceptible to 
scarlet fever. When a child becomes 
suddenly ill with fever, sore throat, 
and vomiting, he should have imme­
diate medical attention, and if the 
disease is present, be isolated to pre­
vent spread of the disease- One 
should not wait for a rash before 
seeking medical attention, as a phy­
sician can usually make the diagnosis 
before the rash appears. Appearance 
of scarlet fever in a home should be 
immediately followed by a tigid 
quarantine for the duration of the 
iliness, usually about three weeks.

Women Take Rank Among
Greatest Spies in History

n  INCH Biblical days of Rahab, since the exploits of Delilah, down 
through the ages, women have played a great part in the wars of 

each country. Not only in their hehind-the-scenes work at home, their 
work in keeping up army morale, hut in actual combat work. Perhaps 
the most dangerous, least glorious job that women do for their
country is espionage work. it Was a woman who. almos>

single-handed, broke up the notori­
ous Woolwich Arsenal ring in Eng­
land in 1938. By working patiently 
and quietly, Miss X so ingratiatel 
herself with the ring-leaders of the 
plot that they in turn, came to de­
pend on her as a co-worker. After 
months of activity with the spies. 
Miss X presented such a strongly 
documented case that the leaders 
were all convicted and sentenced to 
various prison terms.

Mr. Rowan describes in detail the 
fascinating work done by the fa­
mous Louise de Bettignes_ who did 
invaluable work for the Allies in the 
first World War. Mine, de Bettignes 
ultimately was trapped by another 
woman doing counter espionage 
work. Although she incriminated 
herself to aid a comrade, caught at 
the same time. Mine, de Bettignes 
did not pay the usual death penalty 
due to the intervention of the highest 
officials who wanted to avoid a repe­
tition of the resentment which 
was aroused by the execution of 
Nurse Edith Cavell, but she was to 
die one month before the armistice 
which would have meant her re­
lease. Cold and starvation in prison 
were her executioners.

Glorious, glamorous lady spies are 
not as infrequent as skeptical read­
ers of the political-thrillers may 
think. But their destinies are much 
more realistic than those of their 
book-heroine sisters. Id “Life of 
Peril” an article written by Richard 
Wilmer Rowan, in March Good 
Housekeeping and dealing with 
women in espionage work at the 
present time, work that is being 
done by English, French and Ger­
man women is described as appal­
lingly dangerous, painstaking and 
unfruitful of returns other than the 
satisfaction of serving a country and 
doing a good job.

Women descending in parachutes 
behind enemy lines, donning peasant 
disguises and proceeding on allotted 
jobs such as blowing up bridges or 
depots; women risking their lives 
hourly in counter espionage; women 
training groups of adults and 
children so carefully that whole 
battalions in the armies lean on their 
frail strength; all these women are 
quietly and efficiently going about 
their business in the year 1940, with 
little fanfare and less hope of 
reward.

Because of the cwast-to-coast dis­
tribution c f plants of the steel in­
dustry. two out of five membess of 
the United States Congress repre­
sent constituencies in which steel 
workers live, according to the Amer­
ican Iron and Steel Institute.

Since 29 separate states contain at 
least one iron or steel manufacturing 
plant, 58 senators, od 60 per cent of 
the total (number in the Senate rep­
resent iron or steel-prc.'.lucing areas.

In the House of Representatives, 
168 congressmen, or 39 per cent of 
the total of 435. come frwm districts 
in whidhi members of the steel indus­
try have plants. All told, there are

Mrs -̂.loosevelt Calls Votes
For Women Boon to U. S,

Th e  coming of age of women’s suffrage is marked by a great change 
in the public attitude toward humanitarian questions that deal 

with the happiness o f human beings, such as health, education and 
security, according to Mrs. Franklin D. Roosevelt.

That women have treated the vote in much the same manner as 
men, is the First Lady’s flat opinion, expressed in the second o f a series 
of three articles dealing with women 
in politics which appears in the 
March issue of Good Housekeeping.
There is no doubt, she says, that act- 

I ing as groups, women have exerted 
pressure in national questions, but in 
voting they branch out as individ- 
ualists, making their decisions as 
men do on separate merits of the 
questions of people involved.

“ We have had, of course,” con­
tinues Mrs. Roosevelt, “ a few fail- 
rures among women who have taken 
office either because men have urged 
them to do so, or •■»ecause they have 
followed in their husbands’ foot­
steps. When a wc.uan fails, it is 
much more serious than when a man 
fails, because the average person 
attributes the failure not to the in­
dividual, but to the fact that she is 
a woman.”

As far as the ever lively ques­
tion of temperance is concerned,- 
Mrs. Roosevelt admits that the 
Women’s Christian Temperance 
'Union undoubtedly had a great deal 
to do with the passage of prohibi­
tion when they did not have the

vote. However, on the other hand, 
many groups of women worked as 
earnestly for repeal, basing their 
judgment on the long view that 
prohibition seemed to be developing 
a disrespect for national law.

Returning to the question of 
humanitarian moves, Mrs. Roosevelt 
acknowledges the fact that there 
were many men who recognized the 
necessity for such legislation but 
states her belief that many more 
men would have delayed immediate 
action had it not been for their reali­
zation of the power of the votes 
and continued support from women 
voters.

Pointing out the fact that there 
are cei’tain governments which deny 
the efficacy of suffrage for both men 
and women, Mrs. Roosevelt states 
that the question should rot be dis­
cussed from the standpoint of 
whether or not women have proved 
in twenty-one years that they should 
have suffrage, but whether or not 
suffrage should be granted to in­
dividuals who have an equal right 
to a voice in their own government.
