Board of .Directors are W. D. Lang 
and Joe Hunnicutt of Kent County, 
M. B. Cake, S. L. Benefield, E. J. Of- 
fjeld, and W. H. Hindman of Dickens 
County. The organization has been 
fully approved by the Rural Electri­
fication Administration in Washing­
ton, D. C., and Attorney Ratliff stated 
that the corporation is now ready to 
put on an extensive drive for mem­
berships. Engineer Harry N. Roberts 
o f Lubbock, who has had wide ex­
perience in Rural Electrification, and 
who has developed a number o f pro­
jects on the South Plains was selected 
to take active charge of the mem­
bership drive, and to complete the 
mapping and other necessary work in 
order to secure an allotment from 
the government. The board of direc­
tors was able to secure his services 
without cost to the cooperative-

Ready Within 
Two Weeks

.this week that the cold storage lock­
ers will be ready for the lessees with­
in about two weeks. Every posisible 
convenience is being niade for the 
'I’eople in this r.Oiwice. In addition to 
h e raj'kilar lo:.'khrs a curing room is 
being i;'-talled :v:;d what is known as 
a quick freeze room is being added. 
This quie’, freeze room will have a 
temperature rkting 20 degrees below 
zero, so that when meats are placed 
iT\ it they will' freeze quickly and re­
tain all the natural juices. This serv­
ice is rendered at a very small cost.

There are to be 300 lockers that 
will have a temperature below freez­
ing so that meats prepared in sum­
mer time can be placed in them and 
kept fresh indefinitely. These lock­
ers will be arranged in fifty  stands 
six lockers high and will be all steel. 
A few of the lockers are available 
yet it has been announced.

It is the intentioln of Leon Ice Com­
pany to keep an experienced butcher 
all the time so that if people desire 
to have a hog or calf killed all they 
will need to do is to call the com­
pany’s man to do the work. This work 
will be done right for only a small 
charge. This fs to be a real cold stor­
age service system from every re­
spect. People may kill their own meat 
if they desiie.

City To Improve 
Light Plant

There has been an improvement to 
our City light plant, some time ago 
a 28-foot extension to the building 
was built, which gave them extra space 
to install a new 350 H. P. Fairbanks 
Morris Decil Engine -which has been 
ordered to arrive in about two weeks. 
This will make a total o f 1010 H. P. 
in motor equipment, as the plant al­
ready has 660 H. P.

With the addition of the new equip- 
m.ent the City Municipal Light plant 
will be able to take care of any extra 
current meed that might aiTive. This 
also makes the city plant one of the 
largest of its kind in this section of 
the country.

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Dirt Farmers Hear 
Bailey Ragsdale

AUSTIN, Feb. 27 — The secret 
o f modern economy is low cost quan- 
ity production and low cost, rapid 
transpartation, Bailey Ragsdale, mem­
ber of the legislatim-e from Crockett, 
told delegates to the Dirt Farmers 
Comgress at Austin this week.

By acting as an obstruction to the 
latter, the 7,000 pound load law hamp­
ers the former, and the burden is 
carried by the producer and consum­
er alike in a way which would be 
eliminated by amendment of the law, 
he declared.

Ragsdale also pointed out that one 
o f the primary reasoms trucks are 
necessary in Texas is because there 
are 2,265 communities in the state that 
are not served by any other form 
of commercial transportation'. This 
represents 33.7 per cent of the 6,710 
communities in the state. These com­
munities have a population of 216,- 
891 aind these citizens depend upon 
truck transportation exclusively as 
their only form of commercial trans­
portation.

“ Some would have you believe that 
trucks in Texa.s do not pay their just 
share of taxes,” he said. “ I submit 
that for every truck operated over 
the highways of Texas the operator 
pays in special taxes each year an 
average of $95.33 and that the com­
bined truck operators in Texas pay 
in special taxes each year a sum equal 
to §1,314.52 for each mile of highway 
that is maintained by the highway 
department of Texas.”

The group was also told that there 
are nearly 300,000 trucks registered 
in Texas, and that 28.7 per cent or 
approximately 84,000 were operated 
by farmers to bring their produce 
to market.

A RTHRITIS is one of the oldest 
known chronic diseases. The 

ape man o f millions o f years ago 
suffered from it, fossils show. So 
did the Egyptians o f 8000 years 
ago, and the North American 
Indians before Columbus’ time.

In fact, it wasn’t until about fif­
teen years ago that science began to 
get a grip on this dreaded disease. 
Before that a victim, his body 
wracked in pain, was doomc.l to a 
hopeless life in a wheel chair. Today, 
by treatment and operation, a phy. 
sician can arrest arthritis; although 
it must' be understood science docs 
not cure the ailment. Wliat a doctor 
does is to keep his patient free from 
deformities.

Statistics are few concerning 
arthritis; but Maxine Davis, in the 
February Good Housekeeping, points 
out that a house-to-house survey in 
the State of Massachusetts proved 
that more people are afflicted with 
it than with cancer, heart disease, 
and tuberculosis combined. And in 
England, rheumatic diseases came 
third in one year’s check or. the list 
of ailments for which 15,000,000 in­
dustrial workers were treated.

“ Arthritis can happen to any of 
us,” warns Miss Davis. “ It’s com­
mon in our climate. It is less 
prevalent as we approach the Equa­
tor. Northern climates somehow 
make us more susceptible to it. In 
Sweden it’s the mpst frequent cause 
of chronic invalidism. Rich and poor, 
young and old . ,  , on Park Avenue, 
on Avenue A . , . arthritis is a 
democratic visitor. None of us seem 
immune. It strikes both men and 
women, and at any age.”

While it is unsafe to say dogmati­
cally that arthritis is a hereditary 
disease, there are definite signs a 
predisposition to it runs in families. 
The type most likely to have rheu­
matoid arthritis is the slender per­
son with a flat chest and protruding 
abdomen.

No scientist knows exactly what 
causes arthritis, but a great many 
are of the opinion it is an infectious 
disease, and they suspect some form 
of streptococcus. _ __J

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Tenant Farmer’s 
Plight Discussed 
In Austin Meet

People in Texas are thinking about 
tlie farmers iini the state who do not 
farm their own land This was prov­
ed without doubt on February Fif­
teenth when a meeting of faimers and 
those interested in both farming and 
the welfare of our nation was held 
in Austin The plight of the tenant 
farmer was the subject under dis- 
cussiom'.

People from almost every walk of 
life attended this meeting, which was 
conducted in the form o f a group dis­
cussion. Leading thinkers on the sub­
ject of farm tenancy made short talks 
and answered, or attempted to an­
swer, questions put to them from the 
flooi’. Opinions that were conserva­
tive, radical and i."-between were ex­
pressed. Some of them were sound, 
others perhaps not so sound, but ev­
eryone were expressed. Some of them 
were sound, others perhaps not so 
sound, but veryone had his say.

The open hearing on this very im­
portant problem was held by the ten­
ancy committee of the Texas' Agri­
cultural Workers Association, which is 
an oi-ganization of pepole working 
t-.iward :i bo.i:'.'.;',- agriculture in the 
st’ te. r.t. Evair.s, Dallas, presided.

r ■ the better part of the day 
. :i V :■ et'i'-g various phases of the 
many-sid^ problem of farm tenancy, 
i\ resolut'Olis committee was appoint­
ed and it brought in a set of resol- 
tins. They were adopted by the body ' 
without a disserting vote. The Hon- ' 
orable Bailey Ragsdale, state repre-1 
sentative from Crockett, and chairman | 
of the House of Representative Agri­
cultural Committee, served as chair­
man. Other members were W. M. i 
Deck, Waco, and D. R. McClure, Paris. ' 

Recognizing that breakdown of the i 
small-farm system has created a men­
ace to the vei’y life o f the democi’acy 
we love so well, the farmers and rep­
resentatives of some thirty organiza­
tions went on record as favoring a 
nation-wide coinference to bring this 
matter more forcibly to the attention 
•of the public. The group expressed 
grave concern that urban areas, which 
control the majority of votes in our 
National House of Representatives, 
sihuld be so indifferent as to neglect I 
the Bankhead-Jones appropriations. 
Di.nder the Bankhead-Jones Act, loans 
are made to tenant farmers to enable 
them to buy their own fai'ms. The 
loans are made on liberal terms.

The group characterized this meth­
od of creating a land-ownir.g class of 
farmers as, I quote, “ the obvious and 
sound means.” It pointed out that 
elimination of this already-too-small 
item was rot eaonomy, since the 
money would be repaid to the federal 
treasury and the expected increase in 
taxes from farms operated by their 
owners would bring additional revenue 
to the support of the goveinme.".t.

They pointed out that this is a 
sound investment of public funds, and 
again I quote from the resolutions 
passed uir.andmously by this group,

■ “ as evidenced by the fact that not 
one loan in Texas is seriously de­
linquent in leifher principal or in­
terest.”

The group praised Texas senators 
and congressmen for their “vigorous 
and united stand in favor of the Bank­
head-Jones appropi'jation.” One mem­
ber of the resolutions committee point­
ed out how inadequate was the appro­
priation of twenty-five millioi.i' dol­
lars for the intire nation. This was. 
the amount recommended by Presi­
dent Roosevelt in his budget message. 
D. R. McClu! e, of Paris, said that all 
of the six hundred loans which could ; 
be made in Texas with the state’s 
share of the money could be made 
in Lamar County, ihis home county, 
.alone. I

The people attending the meeting 
went into the question o f how taxa­
tion could be used to encourage owner­
ship of small farms. They pointed | 
out that land peculation is “ one of the j  

most vicious factors in opposition to 
the development or maintenance of 
small owner - operated farms. They 
•asked the Governor and the State Leg­
islature to look into the matter of 
discouraging concentration of large 
landholdings by means of differential 
taxation such as a moderate surtax 
levied on the holdings in excess of a 
liberal acreage or valuation, combjn- 
-ed with a specific tax on capital gains 
from sale of farm lamds.

Of course, no tenant-farmer ever 
got to be a farm owner just by sitt­
ing in a room and talking about it. 
But before an educatiomal campaign 
to bring attention to the plight of 
the tenant farmer is begun, it must 
be planned carefully. Those attemd- 
ing this conference pledged that they 
•wibuld return to the organizatlonB 
they represented and present the 
facts to them.

If we all get working on this thing, 
then an increasing number of our 
Texas farmers ca«i be made owners 
o f their family-size farms.

Olin Culberson Seeks 
Railroad Commission Post 
To Reduce Gas Rates

OLIN CULBERSON
AUSTIN, Feb. 22 — S t r e s s ­

ing the need for “consumer protec­
tion a g a i n s t  excessive gas utility 
rates throughout Texas.” Judge Olin 
Culberson of Austin today announced 
his candidacy for railroad commis­
sioner. He served the state as chief 
utility rate expert and head of the 
gas utilities division for the past 
eight years.

Culberson, a former county clerk 
and County Judge of HiU county, 
said that the same vigor and fair­
ness that had marked his past serv­
ice to the state in the regulation of 
gas rates would continue to be his 
policy as a commissioner and that 
the thousands of dollars already ex­
pended in assembling data upon 
which to fix gas utility rates and 
which should be used in assisting 
cities and towns would be utilized.

Gas utility rates generally, are en­
tirely too high,” Culberson said. “I 
will reduce ttem. I want the impor­
tunity to complete the work of 
giving to gas users of the State fair 
and reasonable rates— f̂air to tiia' 
public—fair to the gas utility cc«n-; 
panics,” he said.

"Transportation, both rail and mo­
tor, is an increasingly serious prob­
lem and is entitled to and should 
have its full share of attention from 
the regulatory body,” Culberson; 
said. The problems of this industry 
are just as important and should 
receive as prompt consideration as 
any other matters over which the 
commission exercises authority. --

“The great oil i n d u s t r y  upon 
which Texas is dependent to so 
large extent for its prosperity must 
be supervised in such manner as to 
obviate any suggestion o f federal 
control. Texas can run her own 
business. I pledge to the affairs of 
that industry a fair, square and 
equitable administration, l e a v i n g  
nothing undone that will bring sta­
bility to the oil industry. The oil 
industry is far too important to our 
economic setup and to Texas school 
children, who participate in its pros­
perity, to be subjected to a vacillat­
ing and devious policy.”

Culbertson emphasized the need 
for a fair equalization of rail rates 
between the Southwest and Eastern 
markets and said he favored using 
every expediency to eliminate all 
discrimination against Texas agri­
culture and industry in regard to 
transportation rates.

As secretary of the Volunteer Fire­
men’s and Fire Marshalls’ association 
for the past 21 years. Judge Culber­
son has been actively serving in 
that organization’s program which 
has resulted in steadily declining 
fire losses and fire insurance rates. 
He is an ex-service man, a member 
of the American Legion, a Mason 
and a member of the Odd Fellows.
