City Manager Truman Green ex­
pressed an opinion this week that 
the new well would provide enough 
water to enable the city to restore 
the irrigation rate which was re­
moved two weeks ago because o f a 
threatened water shortage.

Dickens Co. Makes 
Application For 
Food Stamp Plan

Application for introduction of 
the Food Stamp plan for Dickens 
county was made this week to the 
Surplus Marketing administration 
of the Department of Agriculture, 
and to the regional dinfector of the 
administration at Dalllas.

The Spur Civic Club, and the Dic­
kens County Commissioner’s Court 
are cooperating in the effort to 
get the food stamp plan program 
operating here. George Mahon, 
United States Senator from this 
district, has 'been asked to assist 
in introducing the program.

The plan provides for the distri­
bution of surplus foods through 
regular retail ¡grocery stores, by 
giving fifty  cents worth products 
on the surplus commodity list with 
each dollar’s worth' of food pur­
chased from the store, to families 

All persons who are certified for 
any form of public aid, (old age 
pension, blind, relief, or other 
forms of aid) and all ¡persons work­
ing on WPA are eligible.

In some communities, the intro­
duction of the food stamp plan has 
replaced the distribution of surplus 
food products by the Federal Sur­
plus Commodities commission, but 
O. C. Arthur, secretary of the Spur 
Civic club, explained that the food 
stamp plan will work in conjunc­
tion, instead of ousting it.

Eligible persons may purchase 
orange stamps which are good for 
all articles sold in the grocery 
stores which are participating in 
the plan. These articles will in­
clude such household supplies as 
soap, starch, matches, etc.

These stamps will be purchased 
from Federal issuing offices, and 
are good for food products of any 
kind at the regular retail sales 
price. With each dollar’s worth of 
orange stamps, blue stamps valued 
at fifty  cents are given free.

These stamps are good for any 
, articles listed by the Department 
of Agriculture as surplus commod­
ities. At present, this surplus list 
includes butter, eggs, raisins, 
pork, pork lard, prunes, wheat flour 
graham flour, com meal, fresh 
pears, apples, oranges, and grape­
fruit, onions, beans, dried peas, and 
Hominy grits.

This plan provides for a greater 
variety in food than is possible un­
der the surplus commodity system 
of distribution. Trading the food 
stamps for cash has been made a 
federal offense, and the stamps 
may be used to purchase supplies 
valued at less than the value of 
the stamps and difference receiv­
ed in cash. However, in case emer­
gency funds are required, the 
stamps may be cashed back in at 
the issuing office, An issuing o f­
fice would be established in Spur 
if the plan is put in operation here.

No definite results of the appli­
cation have yet been received, and 
at present there is no information 
as to whether the plan will be ap­
proved for this county.

Funeral services for J. M. Fos­
ter 58, were held Sunday after­
noon, August 4, at six o’clock at 
the First Methodist Church in 
Spur. Mr. Foster died Saturday 
afternoon following a heart attack. 
He had been in poor health for 
several years with heart trouble, 
although he was still attending to 
‘business affairs until he suffered 
the attack which led to his death.

Rev. J. E. Harrell, pastor of the 
church, delivered the funeral mes­
sage. Faust Collier sang “ In The 
Garden.”

He moved to Dick­
ens county in 1898, when he be­
gan working as a cattleman for 
S. M. Swenson and son. With only 
a few intermissions, he worked 
continiously for the Swensons un­
til his death, serving as field man­
ager for the Spur territory until 
a few years ago, when his health 
failed, forcing him to give up ac­
tive work. He continued, however, 
in an advisory capacity, and as a 
land salesman up til the time of 
his death.

He was married to Miss Erie 
Ham at the Croton community 
June 11, 1911.

He is survived by his wife, a 
step-daughter, Grace Foster, one 
brother, R. M. Foster o f Portales, 
New Mexico, and a sister Mrs. E. 
P. Carter o f Fort Worth.

The Church here was filled to 
capacity for the services. Jim Fos­
ter was a man with many friends, 
who came to pay their last respects 
to a man whose honesty and in­
tegrity o f character were unques­
tioned.

States Act to Curb 
Loan Shark Rackets

W HEN a man needs m o M  
badly, the chances he 

take to get it assume amazii^^i 
little importance. For this reason, 
money lending has become gang­
land’s most insidious racket, and 
in almost every state in the union 
loan sharks operate ruthlessly.

Hickman Powell, writing in the 
August issue of Cosmopolitan, says 
that the Russell gage Foundation, 
a philanthropic agency which for a 
generation has studied the problems 
of usury and consumer credit, cal­
culates that outstanding claims of 
loan sharks in this country, day to 
day, average about 5100,000,000. 
Since loans are mostly less than $20, 
that means a myriad of people near­
ly all of small means are being bled. 
The interest rate averages about 200 
per cent, which means §200,000,000 
a year drained from pocketbooks.

In many states, Mr. Powell as­
serts, interest on loans may not, 
under the law exceed 6 or . 8 per 
cent, and on small amounts the. re­
turn is hardly sufficient for banks 
to supply the necessary cash. There­
fore, racketeers engage in illegal 
lending at exorbitant rates. One 
Bronx housewife borrowed fifty 
dollars from a shyloek at the rate 
of $6 a week for every $5 borrowed, 
and before the original loan was 
cleared she had paid out 54,395 in 
interest.

In the past year, more than thirty 
states have adopted a Uniform 
Small Loans Law which provides 
for the1 licensing and regulation of 
loan companies- which are permitted 
to charge a maximum of. 37 nor- 
cent a year on smlalT loans. This 
charge, 3 per cent a month, can be 
figured only on the balance actually 
owed—not on the original total— 
and it cannot be increased by 
pyramiding penalties; In this way, 
Mr. Powell concludes, the. “shyloek 
racket” may be crushed and the 
small borrower saved from the 
savage loan shark.

W HEN a Hollywood star asks 
"May I have a baby?”  she 

asks neither her husband nor her 
obstetrician. Instead, she asks her 
business manager. Because he has 
complete control over the star’s 
financial affairs, this man is better 
equipped than anyone else to answer 
even such a personal question as 
this.

When an actress attains the top 
salary brackets, she may . have 
reached a milestone in her acting 
career, but she has only started on 
her way with financial difficulties.. 
Diamond mine promoters, black­
mail artists, charity requests, kidnap 
notes, spoiled parents, poor rela­
tions—these are only a few of the’ 
items a successful actress must con­
tend with, say Kay Mulvey and 
Marion Frey writing in the August 
issue of Cosmopolitan, and for this 
reason a business manager is an 
indispensable aid.

If an actress has achieved a 
measure of success, she can main­
tain her status only if she is smart 
in handling her money.

Dr. W .R. (Billy) White, na­
tionally known denominational
leader newly elected .to the presi­
dency of Hardin-Simmons Univer­
sity, took office without formali­
ties today as the schools seventh 
head.

“ I’m going to hit the ground 
running,”  he told university ¡trus­
tee in accepting their tender of 
the position as successor to the 
late Dr. J. D. Sandefer, Hardin- 
Simmons president for 31 years.

First act of Dr. White, after 
accepting the presidency, was to 
go to the memorial triangle on the 
H-NU campus, where he laid a 
wreath on Dr. Sandefer’s grave.

“ Prexy, we are gathered here to 
dedicate ourselves, by the grace of 
God, to carry on the work you have 
so well begun, and to build, in His 
name, a superstructure worthy of 
the foundation you have laid,”  he 
said there. Dr. Sandefer, at his 
death last March 22, was the dean 
of senior college and university 
presidents in the Southwest.

Dr. White comes to Hardin-Sim­
mons from Oklahoma City, where 
for five years ho has been pastor 
of the First Baptist Church, sec­
ond largest in the denomination. 
Of its 6400 members, 2500 have 
been added during Dr. White’s 
ministry.’

iDr. White delivered the general 
convention sermon at the South­
ern Baptist Convention, in Balti­
more, in June. He was offered the 
H-SU presidency on May 24, bub 

"on June 7 declined, saying then, 
“ It is imperative that I remain 
in my present position.”

In recent weeks, friends .urged 
that he reconsider his decision and 
when the H-SU board unanimousT 
renewed its offer of the presi­
dency, he accepted.

In his acceptance, Dr. White 
acknowledged “ the guidance of a 
special Providence,”  â id said, “ the 
way is clear to me that I could 
not follow with assurance any oth­
er course.”

“ I am of the firm conviction 
that Hardin-Simmons University 
is ready for a substantial advance 
along all lines.
