Ten Thousand 
Wheat Farmers 
Insured For 1941

More than ten thousand. Texas 
wheat farmers are certain to har­
vest a crop in 1941, because that 
many producers signed their ap­
plications for all-risk wheat crop 
insurance before August 31 dead­
line, insuring their crops against 
drought, wind, hail and all other 
unavoidable hazards.

Although the number of pro­
ducers insuring their 1941 crops 
was slightly less than took out 
insurance on the current crop, the 
total coverage in bushels and ae- 
cres' will equal, and possibly sur­
pass, the coverage for this year, 
E. R, Duke, state crop insurance 
supervisor with headquarters at 
Amarillo, reports. No compilation 
is available yet on the 1941 total 
coverage. *

Meanwhile, indemnity payments 
ort the 1940 insurance contracts 
are practically complete, the su­
pervisor said, with '5,314 claims, 
amounting to 1,647,238 bushels, 
approved ;for payment to insured 
producers. , ■

State Committee To 
Ask Differential In 
Wheat Crop Loans

Steps are being taken to avert 
the possibility of a decline in the 
Texas reputation for growing good 
baking varieties of wheat.

Concerted effort is being made 
by various educational organizat­
ions to encourage the planting of 
adapted high quality vai-ieties of 
wheat for the purpose of maint­
aining the high reputation that 
Texas wheat enjoys on the market. 
The reputation of Texas wheat can 
be maintained only by the pro­
duction of high quality varieties 
such as Kanred, Tenmarq, and 
Turkey, which fortunately are a- 
mong the best yielders.

Pledging its aid to the move­
ment to encourage the use of good 
varieties of wheat, the state AAA 
committee meeting at College Sta­
tion, expressed the opinion that an 
effort should be made to establish 
a differential in thè Commodity 
Credit Corporation loan rates on j 
the Chiefkin,* Early Blackhull, 
Superard Blackhull and other 
poor varieties of wheat.

“ It is tpo late to do anything 
about it on the 1940 loan,” Charlie 
Thomas, state committeeman and 
wheat growet from Pampa; de­
clared, “but a lower loan rate for 
the poorer varieties, might be re­
quested in the future if Texas 
producers continue to plant such 
varieties.”

Thomas emphasized, that noth­
ing could be done about the loan 
rate differentials against the poor­
er varieties of wheat this year, 
but declared the committee would 
pursue the matter further before 
next year’s loan is announced.

Ferber Speaks,
For America

IN a world that is rocked with 
dismay and riddled with con­

fusion and doubt, it is good to 
hear an unfrightened, untrarn 
meled voice ring out. When that 
voice speaks with an unmistakable 
American accent and evident A met* 
ican spirit, it is doubly welcome to 
ears that too long have been dis­
turbed by sound and fury and not 
enough common sense.

Edna Ferber, great writer and 
greater American, speaks with such 
a vSice in her article “ Something 
to Believe In” which she has writ­
ten for the October Cosmopolitan. 
Says Miss Ferber:

“We are listening, listening for 
the high free ringing voice of Amer­
ica. We want to hear the united 
voice of the one hundred and thirty 
millions of citizens in the United 
States. They will speak as one voice 
because, except for a handful of 
weaklings, spies, traitors and paid 
henchmen, the whole land is think­
ing one thought. “ —Let me help 
to keep this country a free and vital 
land.—”

Miss Ferber goes on to decry the 
misuse of the word vitality as ap­
plied to. the dictators of the world 
who go about huffing, and * puffing, 
murdering, pilfering, burning. True 
vitality, that which is the birthright 
of Americans, is a force that builds, 
not a force that destroys. But even 
American vitality that is unused 
may become destructive. It must be 
harnessed to a useful, productive, 
building star if it is to save us all.

“ We have allowed people and 
groups to revile our country aud its 
institutions unfairly without lifting 
our voices in protest or refutation. 
They had, according to our laws, 
the right to speak. So had we the 
right to protest, but we were too 
lazy or too indifferent to do so. So 
their voices have grown louder, their 
tones more insolent, their abuse 
more vile.”

Chicks Are Safely and Cheaply 
“Mothered” by Electric Brooder

■ - I
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Allow at least seven square Inches of hover space for each chick.

PRACTICALLY every farm, regard­
less of size, has some poultry. 

Whether he raises little or much, or 
hatches his own chicks or buys them 
from a commercial hatchery, the gen­
eral farmer as well as the poultryman 
must keep the baby chicks in some 
kind of a hover for an average'of six 
to eight weeks.

Of course, the hen is the natural 
hover. But profitable farming de­
mands more efficient brooding meth­
ods and, hence, numerous substitute 
hovers have been developed includ­
ing those heated by coal, oil, wood, 
gas, steam and hot water. Because it 
has more advantages and yields re­
sults more nearly identical with Na­
ture, the electric brooder is generally 
preferred wherever high-line power 
is available.

There are several reasons why the 
electric brooder is preferable to other 
types: Little time is required to in­
stall and adjust; fire hazard is practi­
cally eliminated; temperature is auto­
matically and accurately controlled; 
less labor and attention is required; 
mortality is usually lower; overall cost 
is usually less; fuel need not be stored 
or paid for in advance; and it may be 
used under a wide variety of condi­
tions.

Another important advantage of a 
well-built electric hover is that it 
does not heat the entire brooder

house as do those using other fuels. 
This fact promotes vigorous exercise 
among the chicks, causing them to de­
velop faster, feather earlier and bet­
ter, and to grow strong and sturdy. 
It also helps prevent cannibalism, toe 
picking and other brooder vices.

When selecting an electric brooder, 
the following points should be consid­
ered: Size and type; wattage, type and 
control of heating element; and in­
sulation, construction and ventilation. 
Depending upon those factors, electric 
brooders vary in price from about 
$6.00 to $90.00, with the average 
hover type selling around $40.00. In 
the final analysis, it usually is cheaper 
to buy a more expensive unit as, be­
cause of its superior construction and 
insulation, it will give better results, 
last longer and have lower operating 
costs.

The amount of electricity required 
by an electric brooder depends upon 
several factors: Outside temperature; 
construction of brooder house; brood­
er temperature; type, construction 
and insulation of brooder; number of 
chicks; and management. However, 
the power used in a six-weeks brood­
ing period during March, April and 
May varies from 0.5 to 115 kw.-hr. per 
chick. At the three-cent rate, this 
gives a brooding cost of from 1JS to 
4.5 cents per chick, with the average 
approaching the lower figure.

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M aking Y our Jellies Jell

. îe Pectin in fruits that makes jellies jell. But unfortunately, 
+1„y iruit contains a different amount of pectin; some fruits have very 

_ . urthermore, as fruits ripen, some of their jellying power is lost. No
w© aer, then, that the uncertainties of homemade jelly have been legion.

Today most of the risks are matters of the past. 
Now a natural fruit pectin,, in liquid or powder form, 
is available at your grocer’s. You may not meet it 
under the name of pectin, but look closely at the label 
and you will find a statement that the product is fruit 
pectin. By using it you can make perfect jelly—color­
ful, quivering, flavorful jelly—from any fresh or dried 
fruit, or from bottled or canned fruit juices. And with­
out any bother.

There’s still another method of making jelly more 
successfully. It utilizes a special glass, tubelike device 
now on the market. After the fruit juice— prepared 
according to the directions of the manufacturer—has 
dripped through this device for 1 minute, you can tel! 
by figures on the tube how many cupfuls of sugar the 
fruit juice needs to insure good jelly.

. a. 4. . „  *n using fruit pectin for jellies it is most impor­
tant that you follow exactly the manufacturer’s directions and recipes 
Which accompany every bottle or package. These directions have been 
thoroughly tested. Change them and you’ll risk failure.

Housekeepers sometimes question the need for what may seem an 
•xcessive amount of sugar in recipes using fruit pectin. It must be re­
membered, however, that in the old method of making jelly the fruit juice 
was boiled down considerably before sugar was added. In making jelly
with fruit pectin, the fruit juice does not have to be cooked down at all_
aence the need for all the sugar called for in the manufacturer’s recipes.

Be sure your jelly kettle is large enough so that the jelly or jam has 
r°°.m *.n which to boil hard. We find a kettle of 6- to 8- quart capacity excel­
lent. And, by the way. you’ll find that ‘,4 tsp. of butter added with the 
sugar in the jelly reduces the foam considerably.

Should jelly glasses be sterilized before using? No, but be sure to 
wash them, as well as the tin covers, thoroughly in hot soapy water Then 
nnse well, arrange m a deep kettle and cover with boiling water. Remove 
the hot glasses and covers, invert on a clean towel, drain, and fill immedi­
ately with the jelly or jam mixture.

Fill the glasses only to within Vz" of the top, so that there will be 
• space between the paraffin and the tin or paper covers. Otherwise seepin'* 
« f  syrup from the jelly may run over the top and down the sides of th? 
■iasses-and start spoilage.

Paraffin your jellies immediately after filling the glasses. Mold spores 
“  °.n fhe surface of jellies may cause them to spoil. Be sure that the
paraffin is hot. Pour in a layer Vs" thick. Too thick a layer tends to loosen 
from the sides oi the glass. When your jellies are cool, cover the jelly 
glasses with spalded tin covers, or tightly pasted paper. Paraffin alone is 
not sufficient covering; for if syrup comes to the surface of the paraffin 
(this .perfect,;.- normal) and .the jellies are not covered, spoilage mav 
result from contamination through the air.

Melt your paraffin in a small teapot set in a pan of hot water which 
Is kept hot by low heat on the top of your range: Not only is pouring easier 
but leftover paraffin can remain in the covered teapot until needed a"-ain 
To keep dust from descending the spout, fasten a piece of wax paper”over 
It; an elastic band will hold the paper firmly.

Should old paraffin be used a second time? No, it is always better to 
nse new paraffin. Old paraffin, unless thoroughly washed in boiling water 
immediately after removing from the jelly glass, and then stored in a 
covered container, is likely to cause spoilage if re-used.

Don’t worry if your jellies fail to set immediately. Many jellies grow 
progressively firmer for a week to a month aftei being made and such 
slow-setting, jellies are always more tender in texture. So give your iellv 
the benefit of the doubt. Store "it away for 2 or 3 weeks and then test it 
You will often find that it has become perfect jelly.

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Buying And Making 
Good Coffee

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You cannot make good coffee unless you start with a good blend— 
one that suits your taste. Try out a number of brands to find out the 
one you like best. Each generally consists of a mixture of coffees from 
various parts of the world—Brazil, Colombia, Venezuela, Central 
America, Mexico, East Indies, and Arabia. Different kinds have different 
flavors and by proportioning these, the roaster gets the distinctive 
flavor of his brand.

Fresh coffee, one that has plenty of real coffee- 
flavor is just as important as a good blend. Unfor­
tunately, coffee is perishable. Oxygen of the air 
destroys flavor formed by roasting and finally pro­
duces the stale flavor. Recent studies have shown 
that this is not due to rancidity; the fat in coffee 
does not become actually rancid until seven or eight 
months have elapsed.

There are just two ways of insuring your pur­
chase of fresh coffee. Buy it in a vacuum-packed 
container, or in a container that specifies the date. 
Do not buy coffee if it is two weeks old. Also, don’t 
keep the opened coffee around the house longer than 
a week, since it loses flavor all the time, and there 
is nothing you can do to prevent it. If there is a 
little left over at the end of the week, don’t try to 

be too thrifty; throw it away, and start fresh.
After you have chosen the blend you like, use it correctly by meas­

uring it carefully with a level standard measuring spoon. Use the 
standard eight-ounce measuring cup for water—not a serving cup. For 
consistently good coffee, use the same measurements every time. The 
proportion of coffee and water which we find suits most evpi-vong  ̂ is 
two level tablespoons of coffee to one measuring cupful of water. You 
can vary proportions to suit your taste, but .remember what propor­
tions you use so you can make it the same again. Don’t skimp on coffee. 
Recent surveys show that 40% of you use, too. little coffee to brew a 
good cup. To make iced coffee, use only half the usual amount of water, 
since the brew will be diluted when you pour it over the ice.

Use a very fine grind of coffee for the vacuum-drip type coffee 
maker. Other types generally perform well with the “ drip grind.”

For the proper care of your coffee maker, thorough cleaning is 
essential. Just rinsing won’t do. Use plenty of hot water and soap, and 
then thoroughly rinse the coffee maker. Replace cloth filters frequently. 
Coffee makers with metal plating inside may require replating after 
long periods of use, to prevent a metallic taste caused by the plat- 
mg s wearing off.

19.61 per cent

Deaths by accidents decreased 
18.18 per cent

State Highways, decreased 2.84 
per cent

Deaths decreased on highways 
1.39 per cent

Deaths caused by accidents in all 
types of travel by automobiles and 
trucks in Texas showed a general 
increase of 1.14 per cent, but this 
was due to the increase of deaths 
by accidents on country roads.

Miss Clinton gave . her ex­
periences in 4-H Club work and re­
lated how her work changed the 
home life of her family, She said 
she is a country girl and glad of 
it- She loves the farm and farm 
life, and gets more thrills from 
doing things on the farm than 
anything else she ever did in her 
life.

Joe Breed, a West Texas boy, 
now assistant secretary for the 
Federal Land Bank, made a short 
talk giving a short history of 
the Spur Farm Loan Association. 
He stated that the founding o f the 
organization went back to Presi­
dent Wilson’s administration, who 
appointed a committee to go obroad 
and study farm loan conditions in 
Europe. This resulted in the or­
ganization of the Federal Land 
Bank and in 1922 the organization 
of the Spur Farm Loan Associat­
ion. The purpose of the organiza­
tion is to give the farmers an op­
portunity for funds at a cheap 
rate of interest and with sufficient 
time to pay larger sums of money.

He stated that funds for the 
Federal Land Bank are secured by 
the sale of bonds which must be 
secured by good collateral. He 
stated that in proportion to the 
way farmers meet their farm loan 
payments is just how strong the 
credit of the Federal Land Bank 
is made. He said this is the 
farmer’s organization for cheaper 
funds, and it is up to the farmers 
to keep its credit good. He stated 
that the ¡Bank at Houston has al­
ways been on sound basis due to 
the promptness of the farmers 
who secured loans in making their 
loan payments.

J. N. Neblett, of Matador, re- 
ginal appraiser was asked to make 
a talk. He stated that he hoped 
his services would always be help­
ful dt the people, and when he 
could help them, he wanted them 
to  call on him.
