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County Producers of Middling Cotton 
May Secure 1940 Crop Loan From Gov’t.

Dickens County cotton farmers 
who produce middling cotton of 
15-16 staple length, may place 
their 1940 crop under Government 
loan at 9.38 cents apound, Joe M. 
Rose, chairman of the Dickens 
County A AA  Committee, an­
nounces this week- Loans will be 
available until May 1, 1941.

Loan rates for all eligible grades 
and staples have been established 
by the Commodity Credit Corpor- 
tion. They’re on a net weight ba­
sis, which makes them average 40 
points over commercial quotations.

S Premiums and discounts vary with 
each grade and staple length, 

n  For example, the rate on mid- 
IB -’ing 7-8 inch cotton is one-fourth 
" f  a cent less than for 15-16-inch 

middling, on which the loan rate is 
based, while one-inch cotton of the 
same grade will bring one-fourth 
of a cent more. Middling 1 1-8 
inch cotton is one and a half cents 
above the basic rate.

All cotton submitted for the 
loan must be classed by a Board 
of Cotton Examiners o f the Uni­
ted States .Department of Agricul­
ture, whose decision will be final. 
Cotton produced in this county will 
be sent to the office o f the Agri­
cultural Marketing Service in Lub­
bock, for classing.

To obtain a loan, a farmer de­
livers his cotton to a warehouse 
which has been approved for hand­
ling loan cotton. The warehouse 
man sends samples to the classing 
office, and, upon receipt of their 
report, inserts in the loan forms 
the grades and staples o f the cot­
ton. The farmer then takes his 
loan forms and his warehouse re­
ceipts to a bank or other lending 
agency and receives his cash ad­
vance’ or cotton loan.

The regulations under the act 
require that the cotton buyer's re- 

’ cords contain the following infor­
mation': ■(!) the, name apd . address; 
o f the producer; (-2) daté of pur­
chase- (3) original gin bale num­
ber; (4) weight o f the bale or the 
lot o f cotton purchased; (5) a- 
mount of penalty collected, if any; 
and (6) the serial number of the 
marketing card o f certificate by 
which the cotton was identified 
when marketed.

“ The buyer must always exam­
ine the marketing card,”  Rose 
said., “ If the producer does not 
show his card, the buyer must 
make a report to the County AAA 
offices and remit with his report 
the. marketing penalty of 3 cents a 
pound on the entire amount sold. 
I f the card ‘ serial number is not 
on 'the record, it is assumed that 
the!buyer did not see the card and 
he will be required to submit the 
report and pay t hepenalties due.”

A recent ruling does not permit 
the Government to guarantee wat­
er when a well is sunk, and, if the 
drilling results in a dry hole, the 
applicant still has tb pay for the 
drilling. In other, words the Gov­
ernment does not guarantee water 
when a loan is made for a well.

The Water Facilities Program 
loans may still be made for wells,

however if the borrower does not 
want to take the chance of paying 
for a dry hole, other water facilit­
ies may be provided through Gov­
ernment loans. These will include 
tanks, cistens e,tc.

Any person who is interested in 
discussing the practicability of a 
water facility should ask for in­
formation at the Soil Conservation 
Office or the Farm Security Ad­
ministration Office. Application 
forms may be obtained from Vo­
cational Agriculture teac h e r s , 
County Agents, Soil Conservation 
employees, or Farm Security Ad­
ministration employees in Kent 
and Dickens Counties.

West Texas Counties Participating in
Government’s Soil Conservation Work

Farmers i$ the 19 counties com­
prising Extensiin Service District 
2 might well insert that ad in 
thejir newspapers, for theyt le 
§201,871 sip through their fin­
gers by failing to earn that much 
building allowance set up for them 
under the 1939 AAA program. 
They earned in soil-building pay­
ments $581,003, or 74.2 per cent 
of the maximum available.

Under the AAA program, a max­
imum soil-building allowance is 
set up for each co-operating farm, 
based on the non-depleting crop­
land acreage, commercial orchard 
acreage, and non-crop open pas­
ture land acreage. To receive any 
of the payments from this allow­
ance, the farmer must put into

effect on his farm approved AAA 
soil-building practices. And the 
more work he does, the more 
money he earns, up to the maxi-

um.
Topping the ist fo ~ counties 

this district in 1939 was Hockley, 
whose farmers did enough soil 
building work to earn 87.8 percent, 
§52,272 of the §59,565 available. 
Lowest ranking county was Floyd 
where only 59.3 percent, §30,788 of 
the available $5i,9ot, was earned. 
At that, Floyd county was far a- 
bove many other counties in the 
state and better even than tne av- 
erags for some districts.
