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Advisory Board 
For Registrants—  
Their Duties

1- One advisory board for 
reistrants| will be appointed by 
the Governor for each of the State 
Judicial Districts as shown below. 
The membership of these boards 
^11 be limited to the Judges of 
the District Bench and will con­
sist of all District Judges within 
the Judicial Districts. The Senior 
Judge in each district will be the 
Chairman. The Chairman of each 
Advisory Board will recommend 
for appointment to the Governor 
one Board member for each Local 
Soard area in his district and 

.'t*h Advisory Board Member for 
each Local Board area will ap­
point associate members to the 
number-required in his area. The 
numbér o f associate members in 
each Local Board Area should 
normally be at least one per 
thousand inhabitants. However, 
local conditions, such as a high 
degreè o f illiteracy, may render 
it advisable to increase the num­
ber required. After work has ac­
tively commenced- The Board 
Member for the Local Board Area 
should appoint such additional as­
sociate members as may be re­
quired to take care o f the work.
2- It is unnecessary that As­

sociate Members of Advisory 
Boards for registrants to have 
legal training. Competent laymen 
such as bankers, insurance agents, 
educators, mininsters and priests, 
members of patriotic societies and 
other volunteers may serve as ac- 
sociate members. All that is re­
quired is intelligent answers to the 
questions contained in the ques­
tionnaire and a willingness to help 
registrants fill out the question- 

aroperly. The Chair maxi and 
for each Local Board, 

however, will be appointed from 
the legal profession.

3. It shall be the duty of Ad­
visory Boards for Registrants to 
organize their respective districts 
to advise registrants and| render 
assistance in . preparing question­
naires and to have certain As­
sociate Members designated to

_ are unable to come to the 
ignated headquarters and shall 
tract or issue instructions to 
ociate Members as may| be 
feu‘to carry out their mission.

To relatives and friends of men 
registering today for military 

training, Clyde 
Walthall, Roll 
Call chairman 
o f  the Spur 
R e d  C r o s s  
chapter, ex­
tended assur­
ance the Red 
Cross is mak­

ing full preparation for expansion 
to deal with welfare problems of 
all men who enter service as well 
as their families at home.

Pointing out that the iRed Cross 
is the government’s official agency 
chartered to deal with personal or 
family problems of men of the 
army and navy, Mr. Walthall said 
the public will be asked for in­
creased membership support dur­
ing the organization’s annual Roll 
Call, November 11 to 30, that 
military, public health, first aid 
and other National Defense re­
sponsibilities of the Red Cross 
may be met adequately.

“ Increased , staffs of chapter 
home service workers, and field 
representatives at training points,” 
Walthall said, “will assist the men 
or their dependents in matters of 
illness, emergencies, material re­
lief, obtaining of information 
needed by military authorities for 
furloughs or dependency dis­
charges, advising in business dif­
ficulties, obtaining of employment 
for a member of the family, and 
other problems.

“ Army hospitals have already 
asked or more than 4,000 Red 
Cross nurses to be on duty next 
July. The first groups have been 
called, on September 15 and an­
other yesterday. For convalescents, 
Red Cross ‘Gray Ladies’ will write 
letters, read books, provide games 
and other amusements- Red Cross 
volunteers will make comfort items 
for hospitalized men.

“ Among other prepardness 
measures being taken by the Red 
Cross, our chapters will be ex­
pected particularly to train more 
women and girls in home hygiene 
and prevention o f disease as a 
cilivian safety measure, train ad­
ditional thousands of first aiders 
in industries affected by war ma­
terials production, increase enroll­
ment in the Red Gross nursing 
reserve corps and in nurse’s aide 
special courses for training of as­
sistants in civilian hospitals in 
time of national emergency. In ad­
dition, they must continue topro- 
duce garments and surgical dress­
ings for use overseas and here at 
home. This expansion will take in­
to account, also, the continuing 
need of domestic Red Cross peace­
time services.”

McLaughlin At

chow, Ku., China, a well known 
missionary ; for twenty-five years 
in the services of the Presbyterian 
Church, U. S., will sp^.k Thurs­
day, October 24, at 7:30 p. m. Ac­
companying Dr. McLaughlin in his 
itinerary will be Dr. J. H. Patter­
son, pastor o f Westminister 
Church, Fort Worth, who is chair­
man of the Committee on Foreign 
Missions, who will also speak and 
introduce Dr. McLaughlin.

This is a rare treat. Dr. Mc­
Laughlin was one o f the main 
speakers at tthe recent annual 
meeting of the Synod of Texas in 
the First iPresbyterian Church, 
Kilgore, the oil capitol o f  the 
world.
